By working
might and )’ay for about a fortnight, she
provided all the bonnets needed by the
curlers.  The bonnéts have been made
“braw,” with the ! *‘Black Watch” dice
round the horder, a bhig ‘“toorie’” on top,
and a silver thistle and tartan badge on
the side.—Glasgow paper.

Ransch Rode 250 Winners,

New York, Jan. 2.—If a jockey's ability ‘s
to be gauged by success, then Jerry Ransch,
a little California boy, is the greatest rider
in the world. He not only holds the laurel
wreath for the greatest number of winning
mounts this year for riding 250 horses to
victory, but his record excels all achieve-
ments of jockeys in America and Europe
since the racing of horses became a pastime
on the turf, nearly 150 years ago, Ransch
has been riding thorobreds nearly three
years. Iie came East with Walter Jennings,
the horseman, two years ago. 'This season
he steadily won race after race. All horses,
whether they were sprinters or ratos,
yielded up their speed to his magic touch.
He rode for strangers and won more races
with outside mounts than he did with his
stable horses. His riding was confined
mostly to the West. When the meeting
at Los Angeles opened he fattemed his ave-
rage considerably by winning three and
four races a day. Ransch is 16 years old,
short, stocklly built, and can ride at ‘]00
pounds. He expects to ride in the East
next season.

SAFETY AT SEA.

Casualties on British Ships Are
Wonderfully Few,

London, Jan. 2—“A German vessel for
comfort, a French one for good cooking,
but give me a British ship for safety,” is
a common saying among travelers.

ties, published by the Doard of Trade,

}phows the cause for this preference. De-
| 8pite the fact that Engiand is the shipping
nation of the world, and that her tlag car-
rles the bulk of the goods even of her com-
mercial iivals, the ocasualiies on British
ships at sea are wonderfully few.

Five hundred and forty-six British and
colonlal ships were totally lost last year,
but only 54 passengers and ahout 1200 crew
lost ghelr lives. At first these figures sound
formidable, but when compared with the
gigantic tonnage of British wships their
smallness becomes apparent. There are
afloat well over 11,000 British ships, of
altogether 15,500,000 gross tons. The total
tonnage of the lost ships last year was
only 182,000 tons.

The figures slow that steamers are much
safer than sailing vessels. We have three
steamers to every single saillng ship, yet
the fatallties were thsee tiues more nu-
| merous on the sailing vessels. The man
who travels on a steamer is, according to
i these returns, eleven times safer than the
| Passenger on the older-tashioned sea craft,

The sea is hecoming more safe. Last
| year’s loss of life was among the lowest on
record, and ‘the tendency is for casualtles
to decline, despite Increasing traffic. The
, adnvrable maps accompanying the returns
{ehow that certain spots are still the great
| wreck centres.
| trade, from Brow Head westwards, is
| thickly dotted, but almost wholly with
{ vases of partial damage, and not of com-
' plete loss. Around Newfoundland, however,
and the St. Lawrence, is a thick line of
red dots on the map, recording wrecks.

The German Ocean Is another danger
centre, and the western coast line of India
another. The record of the Pacific is re-
markably good, and the wrecks on the
Mediterranean are very few. The Eouth
Atlantic Ocean s almost as safe as the
Paeific. Around tbe British coast the n.ost
dangerous spot is from Flamborough Head
to Fern Islands.

One tragic section of the returns is that
devoted to missing ships, the vessels which
have simply disappeared without leaving 2
gign of their fate. Thirty-six boats were
reported missing last year—I8 sailing ves-
sels and eight steamers. The b28 people

them are numbered among the lives

lost.

The report gives good evidence of the
watchful care exercised by the authorities
over the officers of our mercantile marine.
Every casualty Is inquired into, and if 1t
appears of any importance a public inves-
tigation is made. If the officer in charge
is found in any way to blame,he is deprived
of his privileges, In only one case last
year was it found necessary to caancel the
certificate of an ofticer, In 39 cases the
certificntes were suspended for a time.
