Canadians Score First G
 In Alaskan Boundary Controversy

Atici...y-General Finlay Makes
Chief Justice Alverstone
Side With Canada.

London, Sept. 15 —The first day of
the oral arguments in the Alaskaa
poundary question was taken up by
Attorney-General Finlay, who partially
presented the Canadian view of this
important controversy. The tribunal
adjourned at a few minutes after 4
o'clock this morning until to-morrow

merning.

THE CANADIANS WERE GRATI-
FIED AT SCORING WHAT THEY
LELIEVED TO BE THE FIRST GOOD
FOINT. During the afternoon session
the Attorney-General sought to estat-
lich the position of Portland Channel
sud fix the entrance thereto. He inter-
preted the words of the woman: “A.
Lz Hauteurde” in the Russo-British
correspondence leading to the signa-
ture to the treaty of 1825 not as show-
ing that the boundary line was on the
same parallel ‘‘as the lower end of
Prince of Wales Islands,” as claimed
by the United States, but “off of,” as
gsserted by Canada, The effect of this
would be to fix the line of 54 degrees 43
winutes as claimed by Canada.

Chief Justice Alverstone agreed with
Attorney-General Finlay.

When the American counsel have the
opportunity to speak they will show
bow the Canadians themselves have
given interpretations of the phrase, and
they are inclined te minimize the im-
portance of Lord Alverstone's gtate-
ment.

Terms of Treaty,

Attorney-General Finlay commenced
the presentation of the Canadian argu
ment. The Attorney-General's argu-
ments were at first more for the pur=-
pose of removing any doubts which
counse]l feel may exist in the minds of
the members of the tribunal.

¢f the governments, sitting on either
gide of the blue-covered table, behind
which the commissioners sat, and coun-
sel occupying the desk in the céentre of
the chamber, followed the Attorney-
General's address with the closest atten-
tion.
