A Wonderful Career.
The late Dr. Oronhyatekha was born 

In Biant Count}-, on the Six Nations 
Indian reservation, Aug. 10, R41. Ho: 
was the ion of a full-blooded Mohawk i 
Indian, who removed from New Yor.c ; 
State shortly after tile revolutionary j 
war, and settled at the above-mention- j 
td place. His childhood days were 
spent among his people, and at 13 
years of age lie commenced his Eng­
lish education in the Indian Industrial 
School nc-ar Brantford.

Dr. Oronhyatekha remained there for 
four and a half years, and in addition 
to the rudiments of English, he was 
taught the shoemaker's trade. He then 
left home and went to the Wesleyan 
Academy at Wilbrahm, Mass., where 
he studied industriously while he sup­
ported himself, and had the satisfac­
tion during the last year of standing 
at the head of Ills classes.

At the end of two - cars he returned 
to his horns In Brant County, and 
taught school among the Indians for 
a year. Then he entered the Kenyan 
College at Gambler, Ohio, where ne 
succeeded in taking tile two years’ pre­
paratory course in one, and matricu­
lated into college at the end of the first 
year. There lie remained as a student 
for three years. I.ater lie studied at 
Toronto University.

A romantic touch was given the 
career of the late Dr. Oronhyatekha. 
when in I860 the present King Edward, 
then known as the Prince of Wales, 
visited Canada.

The doctor was selected bv the chiefs 
of the Six Nations to present an ad­
dress of welcome to the prince on be­
half of the Indians.
