This operation probably presages the launching of an offensive
by General Kuropatkin., It is probable that while they were keeping up the
bluff of an offensive against the Russians on this part of their front, the
Germans have been tramsferring troops to Kovel to resist the thrust of

' Brusiloff, and so the ymay have weakened their whole northern line. Kuro-
patkin may be now about to test 'its staying powers. On the roads to Kovel
the Russians are still repulsing hostile attacks.
