DeliHon. J. Stitt Wileipn. Declares 
Labor Surgeon of 
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TROUBLE ANTICIPATED

- Instead of granting a set sum to 
Canadian five stock shows, the Domin­
ion Shorthorn Breeders’ Association 
yesterday morning decided to add 50 
per cent, to whatever the Exhibition 
management was providing in a list of 
20 classe» for shorthorns. This Is an 
innovation, as no other live stock as­
sociation has ever adopted the plan. 
The new system of grants will in­
crease the total layout 'for this pur­
pose by almost 50 per certi. In 1919 
the sum of $8000 was granted for 
prizes in the shorthorn classes at Do­
minion fairs., The estimated amount 
for 1920 is $4339, an increase of $1337 
over last year.

The financial statement showed that 
the net assets of the association 
amount to $61,851,’ which is an in­
crease 'over last year. The total mem­
bership at the end of 1919 was 3830, of 
which number 2126 are from Ontario. 
Of the publications of the association, 
volume 36 shows that during 1919 the 
following were registered: Bulls, 9750; 
cows, 13,140; total, 22,890—an increase 
of 4540 over 1918.

At the afternoon session, the retir­
ing president, W. A. Dryden, com­
mented on the' record attendance at 
the convention, which included men 
from all over the Dominion.

“We have had the biggest year in 
the history of the Shorthorn Breeders’ 
Associatioh,” he declared. 'There have 
been more registers, more transfers, 
and a larger income has been recorded 
in 1919 than fever before. More short­
horn cattle are registered Canada 
than all other breeds combined, which 
shows the popularity of the breed.*’

The question of extending thfe grants 
to fairs, to cover fat stock shows and 
winter fairs, was brought up, but was 
referred to the new board of directors.

“The hour of destructive criticism is 
past, and the hour of constructive 
building is here,’’ stated Hon. J. Stitt 
Wilson, during the course of an ad­
dress to a large audience at the Labor 
Temple last night.
