The doctor has issued
some excellent iastructions for pub-
lic consumption, and if followed will
g0 a long way to prevent a Dbig
mortality. The principal regulations
are: (1), keep out of crowds; (2), be
sure the eating and drinking utensils
are clean; (3), wash your hands be-
fore meals, and (4), keep out of the
way of people with colds.

What did happen was that the re-
signation of Albert E. Hellyer, M.L.A.,
East Wellington, was taken into the

organization presented a statement of
views regarding legislation, which is
of .more than ordinary interest. These
“guggestions . for discussion” at the
caucus passed a recent meeting of
directors of the+U.F.O. and are im
brief the opinion of county directors
from all parts of the province.

The first deals with agricultural
condftions and declares: “That the
expensive propaganda now being car-
ried on under the guise of educating
farmers in production must cease.” In-
stead, the U.F.O. advise the Dominion
government to revert to a propaganda
of education for manufacturers, 89
that they may become efficient in
production and not require that agri-
culture assist them longer by helping
to maintain a tariff wall against
manufacturers in other countries less
favored in natural resources.

There is another severely practical
resolution that all government insti-
tutions, such as women’s institutes,
farmers’ clubs. farmers’ institutes,
hoards of agriculture be at once made
self-sustaining. 4

Still another reads: ‘“That the co-
operative marketing department be
discontinued, and that any educa-
tional work needed along such lines
be done thru the ‘existing institutions
that have been or may be created by
the farmers themselves.”

A demand was made that the de-
partment of agriculture institute a sys-
tematic survey under competent men
to truthfully demonstrate beyond con-
troversy the cost of Agricultural pro-
duction, and the remuneration of those
engaged in it.

The minister of eduecation received
a number of cogent hints. The first
was: “That due regard be given to
the requirements of the common peo-
ple. That our;primary forms tend to
fit our youth for usefulness as citi-
zens and service as individuals rather
than as now tending towards profes-
sionalism.

Patronage Abolished.

Instead of granting a set sum to
Canadian live stock shows, the Domin-
ion Shorthorn Breeders’ Association
yvesterday morning decided to add 50
per cent. to whatever the Exhibition
management was providing in a list of
20 classes for shorthorns. This is an
innovation, as no other live stock as-
sociatior” has ever adopted the plan.
