London, Sept. 3.—English military critics neither share Tokto’s 
jubilation over the fadl of Llaoyang, nor lay any stress on the ad­
vantage which Russian despatches attribute to Gen. Kuropatkln’a 
latest move. The best-informed observers here declare that the 
battle of Llaoyang can have no serious bearing on the eventual Issue 
unless the Japanese have surrounded Kuropatkln.

The London daily newspapers. In their headlines, depict the con­
ditions at Llaoyang as “Russian Rout” and “Defeat or Debacle.” Their 
editorials point out that the latest despatches leave the Issue of the 
greatest battle of this generation still in doubt.

From the expert British viewpoint, Marquis Oyama’s sacrifice 
will have been In vain unless he Is able to cut off Kuropatkln from 
Mukden. On this point there are chaotic hypotheses.

The Dally Graphic frankly says: "We are In the dark as to the 
final outcome,” adding that it seems not unlikel ythat .Kuropatkln 
may still manage to carry a fighting force with him to Mukden.

The other critics doubt whether the Japanese, in the face of 
“indomitable Russian pluck,” are strong enough to press some of 
the preliminary successes already won.
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STRAIGHTEN EVERY SINGLE TRACK 'i FINANCIER ACCEPTS AN ■p);Cg;i«The lack of definite information from 
the seat of war continues, up to this 
Saturday morning, and nothing further 
regarding the situation at Llaoyang la 
known beyond the Çict that Kuropat­
kln has withdrawn the main portion of 
his forces to the north or right bank 
of the Taltse River, and that accord­
ing to the latest advices the action Is 
still In progress.

There is disinclination In St- Peters­
burg to believe that Llaoyang has been 
abandoned, and at the same time It Is 
declared that the position Kuropatkln 
now occupies is the one he had pre­
pared and fortified, and where he has 
all along planned to make his second 
stand; Instead of directly in and around 
Llaoyang with the river at his back, 
as has been believed. It is thought 
by Russian experts that in attacking 
Kuropatkin’s present defences the 
Japanese are facing an almost impos­
sible attack, especially with their forces 
divided by the river.

Advices reaching Tokio say that the 
Taitse is flooded, and cannot be forc­
ed, and, therefore, "the river itself be­
comes an Important factor In the gen­
eral scheme of Russian defence." De­
spatches from both Russian and Jap­
anese sources Indicate that the troops 
on both side are jaded and weary af­
ter the many days' fighting, and It Is 
pointed out that in consequence a 
temporary lull In the active struggle 
would not be surprising.

A despatch received at Tokio says 
that great fires are raging at Llao­
yang, "believed to result from Japan­
ese shelling orxfrom the efforts of the 
Russians to destroy their stores pre­
paratory to the evacuation of Llaoyang 
with the additional hope of injuring 
the city as a future Japanese base.”

The opinion prevails in the Japan­
ese capital that THE RUSSIAN CAS­
UALTIES IN THE RECENT FIGHT­
ING WILL REACH. 30,000, while the 
Russian losses of Aug. 31 and Sept. 1 
are given in official reports as 5000 
killed or wounded. The Japs have lest

FIVE DIE IN THE PACIFIC EXPRESS WRECK 
2 TORONTO WOMEN SUPPOSED VICTIMS

The trolley added another to the re­

cent death roll at 1 o'clock this morn­
ing. The victim’s Identity is not known, 
but he was apparently a man of about 
35, 6 feet in height and of big build. 
The body was horribly mangled; in 
fact, the car passed completely over It 
before the motorman knew what had 
happened.

The accident occurred on Spadina- 
avenue, between Phoebe and Sulllvan- 
streets. A belt line car was running 
south at a rapid rate. Neither the crew 
of the car nor the few passengers 
heard any cry, but merely felt a suc­
cession of bumps, as if some obstruc­
tion was beneath the wheels. The car 
was brought to a standstill and run 
backwards and the body found lying 
across the rails. It is thought the 
unfortunate must have been prone on 
the ground when the car reached him.

A gold watch but no money, a card 
of the Union Hotel and a slip of paper 
with the name Kennedy were found tn 
the clothing.

Mulhall and P. C. Lilly 
and removed to the morgue..

Ontario Women Known to Be

eenger department of the C. P. R., requested that effort be made to 
identify the two Toronto women who were victims of the wreck, and 
in whose possession tickets from Toronto to Calgary, bearing the date 
of issue, Aug. 18, and to be used on Aug 30, were found. They were 
travelers In lower berth No. 3, of a tourist car. Enquiries at the 
home of Mrs. Hewitt, 66 Montrose-avenue, 'last night, elicited the in­
formation that two of her daughters ,Mlss Anne Hewitt and Miss 
Hewitt, had purchased tickets from Toronto to Calgary at a date 
prior to Aug. 23. Mrs. Hewitt was sure of this because she had! 
returned from Muskoka on that date, and the tickets had been already 
bought. She thought, however, that the tickets were carried by her 
daughters ln satchels containing proofs of their identity, and that 
the finding of the tickets would reveal their names.

ST. PETERSBURG WORRIED.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 3.—(3.19*a.m.>— 
The text of the despatch seqt to the 
emperor by Gen. Kuropatkln Thurs­
day evening, the gist of which, as 
given by the war office, was cabled 
by the Associated Press at 4.50 Friday 
afternoon, was not made public Friday 
night as expected.

Responsibility Placed.
The responsibility of the fatal acci­

dent on the Canadian Pacific Railway 
at Slntaluta has been fixed on En­
gineer T. Johnston and Conductor Ir­
win of freight train No. 118.

At the coroner's inquest, held over 
the bodies of five victims of the wreck 
this afternoon, a verdict of criminal 
negligence was returned against these 
men, and about 5.30 they were arrested 
and taken to Moosejaw, where they 
will stand trial. Both men are resi­
dents of Moosejaw.

Details of the accident Indicate that 
the freight passed the switch at Sin- 
taluta on the main line, and then back­
ed on the siding, which had been open­
ed by the brakeman on the rear of the 
train, while the brakeman oh the front 
end walked forward along the main 
line to give the red signal to the en­
gineer on the approaching passenger 
train, which would bring that train to 

standstill, if the freight did not 
switch in time to let the passenger 
train go by. y

The latter was some time reaching 
Slntaluta after the freight had been 
sidetracked, and it is surmised that 
the front brakeman had walked back 
to the train without thinking of the 
main line being still thrown open for 
a siding and probably under the im­
pression that the Awitch had been re­
turned by the other brakeman.
