Interesting Discussion of
Its Development ---
Future of Railways.

Reviewing the history of electric traction
mn 1834, when Thomas Davenport, black-
th, of Brandon, Vt., exhibited at Spring-
fleld and Boston a toy model mounted on
wheels and propelled on a circular railway
{rom a primary battery, Frank Sprague told
at the recent banquet of the American Ele
trical Engineers some graphic stories of th
struggles connected with the historic Rich-
mond road. He traced the developmeut of
the trolley, the conduit, and the elevated
lnes, and referred bneay to the evolution
hﬁo multiple-unit system, whose poten-
ty hes added at least $15,000,000 to the
uluo of the
era
cars, began on the South London line i
1880. The high-speed interurban lines owe
their existence to the developments in poly-
hase transmission end the transformation
to continuous current at lower tﬁ ressure by
static and rotary transformerg thr
work of Tesla, Stanley, scott and others.
To extend the radius of electric operations
from sub-stations, without running into seri-
ous or assumed difficulties with the continu-
ous current motors, as well as to get rid of
the moving el in sub-stations, the ac-
tivities of engineers, among whom must be
mentioned Tesla, Fingi, Lamme, Eichberg,
and Steinmets, have for some time been
bent on the development of the alternating
current momr The admirable work of the
mpany and the high-s tests on
ﬁr Q mmta.ty line in Germany were
ried out by means of polyphase curremts,
but the recent developments in America have
been almost wholly along lines of single-
phase operation in order to maintain the
limpuotw of the present trolley line prac-
tice; a large measure of success has already
3 attained in this direction.

He also, however, wishes godspeed to
its sister, ch has as yet by no means
reached the limit of s }welulneu
The advantage of substituting one or more
comparatively light motor cars for a heavy
steam engine, which has to carry its owm
power generating machinery and fuel, is ob-
vious, but there is more in it than the mere
decrease in the weight to be hauled per pas-
The concen,trauon of weight over the
driving wheels required in a steam loco-
motive and the pounding due to' the rebczl,g-
rooal mﬂm of the engine parts are h
very for the track. Moreover, for the
same weight, on the driving wheels, the elec-
tric motor exerts a much greater tractive ef-
fort than a steam engine; 1. e, from 25 to
30 per cent of the maximum load, wheress
for steam locomotive it s at best 18 per
cent. In electric trains with two or more
major cats on the multiple unit system the
welght of the train ig more evenly distribut-
ed over the track. The crowning advantage
of electric trains, however, lies in the much
higher average speed, due to rapid accelera-
tion, and the increased terminal facilities
resulting therefrom, to the extent of doub-
ling the accommodation. The operation of
running a steam train into a station end
getting it out again takes, in most cases,
from § to 7 minutes; whereas, with a
double-ended electric train the driver mere-
ly walks to the other end of the train and
is ready to start it out again in from 1% to
2 minutes after its arrival. Much of the
difficulty and congestion now experienced in
suburban traffic would thus be obviated; add
to this the flexibility of electric traction, the
ease with which trains may be split up Into
several units or joined u mto one,
length of which is only li the lennh
of platform available. Many uctlon.s are
g:ulbl e in the cost of operation with eleo-
city; but the most remarkable advantage,
which cannot be emphasized too stron y is
its ability to create entirely new
fact which has been demonstrated over &n
over again under varying conditions. The
Manhattan Elevated Railway when electrl.
fled obtained at once an lncrme of twenrt.y
per cent in Fa y
and of 28 per cent ne rwenuo On the
Mersey railway, after electrification the num-
ber of passengers dncreased from 2,-
844,708 to 4,158.777. On the Milan-Varese
line of the ﬁedlterranean Railway Company
of I the increase in the traffic since the
electrification is at the rate of 116 per cent.
In America a very large volume of traffi¢
has been created by properly exploited plcas-
ure grounds, and the ndon Electric Re-
view 9eea no reason why the same should
not be done in England. Electrification
would, moreover, result in people livi
much ferther out of London than they dare
to do now, and on distances of five miles
or more the rallways would have nothing to
fear from tramway competition, for the elec-
tric train could easily average from two and
a half to three times the speed allowed to
the tramways.
