THREE MINERS SHOT DEAD

- Johnstown, Pa., April 16—Three men
have been shot, a boy fatally wounded
and a mining engineer, Eugene Delaney,
taken to the hospital in a serious codi-
tion, as a reeult of a riot at Windber
among the 'striking coal miners tonight.
The place is in a state of terror, Sheriff
Begiey has been summoned and an appeal
has been made to Governor Pennypacker
for troops. There are several others of
the rioters who Have eustained elight in-
juries, The dead men and most of the in-
jured are foreigners and their names can-
not be obtained. The bodies are lying in
the streets tonight, where they fell, the
strikers refusing to allow the undertak-
ers to remove them.

The foreign element have been ccle-
brating Easter Monday in the mining sec-
tion and much liquor has been used. The
streets have been thronged all day with
a boisterous crowd, but no sign of trou
ble appeared until tonight. A body of
strikers was a<embled in front of the
Windber jail discussing the mass meeting
zhat had beeniheld during the, afternoon
and which had bLeen addressed by three
Catholic priests. The discussion grew into
argument and soon there was a free for

When something like ordee began to
appear in the town it was learned that the
names of the, dead men were Pietro Mar-
tini, Paul Sills, Jeader of the rioters, and
Antonio Mazaca. The boy, who was fa-
tally wounded, is Charles Foster, twelve
years old. Engineer Delaney was hurt by
being struck on the head with a brick.

An ecye-awitness of the riot in describ-
ing the affair tonight, said the trouble
started at 5 o'clock when Deputy Sheriff
Wm. McMullen went to the wunass meet-
ing held by the striking miners in a
wood at the edge of the town. Many of
the miners had beén drinking and the'
sight of the deputy made them furious. |
The officer was quickly surrounded by tbe|
maddened miners, who’ threatened to kill
him. McMullen, realizing that his situ-
ation was desperate, fled for his life,
finding refuge in the house of Councilman
Charles Davis.

others flourished revolvers, The deputies
fired but one volley and the foreigners
broke and fled in wild disorder, leaving
three of their number dead in front of
the jail,

Fears are entertained that the strikers
will make another effort - to. free the,
rioters now in jail.
