For some years, since the begin-
ning “of Lord Bryce’s term at Washing-
ton, the 'British ambassador has made
periodical visits to Ottawa, meeting the
members of our government and other
public men and becoming familiar with
Canadian public opinion. Routine mat-
ters of Canadian business at Washington
are readily attended to by the ambas-
sador and his staff, aided at times oy
visits of an official from the Ottawa de-
partments. Whenever a matter of large
importance arises, a Canadian minister
goes down. Coming with the authority
of his office, fresh from consultation with
his colleagues of the cabinet, he brings
to the subject a knowledge and an in-
fluence far greater than could be pos-
sessed by any resident Canadian -official,
and with the co-operation of the ambas-
sador, which is cheerfully given, the min-
ister is able to make a satisfactory dis-
posal of the business in hand. What
better system can be desired?

In the light of the information avail-
able, it is not too much to say that a
Canadian representative at Washington
could do no good. But he could easily
do much harm, besides wasting a very
large sum of Canadian money.

If there are any real grounds for the
Washington movement it is time that the
public was made acquainted with them.
