The magistrate
still undecided on what charge he can
pursue the author of this unusual act, but!
the editor says that he would always pre- |
fer a severe sentence to divulging secrets,
entrusted to him as editor.

Mhe letter was intended for the secre-|
tary of the socialist committee of the
town, but through some cause or other 1t
appeared in the columns of the “Reyell-
de Correze.”  Nettled by this indiscretion, |
the secretary of the socialist committee
asked the magistracy to order an mvesh-]
gation with a view to prosecuting the au-
thor of the misdelivery of the letter. As
the first step, the miagistrate summoned
the editor, and his first question was to%
ask if he might see the letter. The editor/
consented to produce it, but contested bhe!
right of the law to seize it.  As, however,
the magistrate insisted, he’ seized the en-!
velope, and, after tearing-it -up, swallow-
ed every scrap.

W Cow That Gives Watered Milk

Both the Department of Agriculture and
the Department of Justice are occupied
at the present with a complicated legal
dispute which originated from’ a’ strange
mileh-cow kept on a Picardy farm. This
cow gave milk which the analyst’s report
show® to be the equivalent of ordinary
milk diluted with 20 per cent. of water.
