The high court of the independeut order
of Foresters met in sixth annual session
at Moncton last{evening. About 40 dele-
gates were in attendance and there were
some 20 other members of subordinate
lodges, High chiefranger Creed deliv-
ed his annual address, showing that the
membership of the order in Canada had
increased during the year ended July 1st
from 9,858 to 14,286, or more than 30
per cent. The surplus funds had increas-
ed from $96,000 to $160,000,a gain of 66
per cent. Death rate was only five in a
thousand in this the fourteenth year of
the order’s existence, which is less than
the average of the past six years,

High Secretary Emmerson’s report
showed an increase in 14 courts during
the year and a decrease in nine. The
increases were largely in excess.” When
the high court last mef in Moncton five
years ago there were only 11 courts, with
a membership of 174, now there were 28
courts with a membership of 7,911. Then
only two courts were in good standing;
now there were 26.

The suggestion that the order be ex-
tended to P. E. L, under the jurisdiction
of N. B,, will be fully considered. The
session continues today and included in
its work is the election of officers.

SPIRIT OF THE TIMES.

SOMETHING ABOUT ATHLETES AND
ATHLETICS.

Snggestions Which Might Prove of
Service to the St. John A. A. Clab if
Carried Out—Late Base Ball News—
Big Oarsman at Pallmen,

Athletic.
GOSSIP OF THE TRACK.,

The championship meet of the M.
A. A. Association will be held at St.
John 28th of September. .

The annual meet of the St. Jobn A. A.
club will be held on the Saturday previ-
ous.

Bolton, Brady, Tracey,  Walsh and
other Halifax athletes will likely be over
for the annual meet, Sept., 28th, and will
of course take part in the championship
sports.

All of these athletes have been in prac-
tice during the summer, and will, in this
way, have an advantage over St. John
runners, who were never in the world
known to begin training until a few
weeks before the event.

Halifax men, too, have an advantage
over 8t. John men, inasmuch as the vari-
ous clubs ‘in that city hold
competitioms” throughont the season—
thus affording an incentive to the men
to keep themselves always in trim.

As regards athietics in this city there
is need of united -action on the part of
those interested. It may be all very
well to hold one annual meet, but there
is need of more than this to maintain a
strong athletic spirit. A series of evenis
could be arraneged in which a large num-
ber of the members of the athletic club
might take part. Let each event be a
hand-i-cap, and there is no reason why
the weaker ranners and jumpers should-
’'nt take part as well as the me better qua-
lified. Two purposes would thus be ac-
complished. The good men—the athletes
of the club—would be kept in practice,
and the others would be educated to run
and jump as should be all members of
an athletic club.

It is no answer to.this proposition to
say that a very limited number would
compete. Foster the spirit and watch
the result. Let the events be well man-
aged ; let some inducement be offered;
let a fair hand-i-cap be made. The
object of th: scheme must commend
itself to everyone.

And now speaking of the Athletic
Club’s grounds. Why is there a keeper
of these grounds; and yet-the whole juve-
nile population of that. modern Babylon—
the Marsh Bridge,—allowed to run wild
within the gates.  Of an- unscrupulous
turn of mind, too, is this. mob, whose
criticisms are calculated to upset the
equipoise of any germinating athlete,
and yet the man who has the hardihood
to question their right of opinion
in the matter might just as
well leave the club; he becomes marked
from that date. The fact is these rag-a-
muffins should be kept out of the grounds
entirely; and whose interference would
be more appropriate than that of the
managing committee?

THE CHAMPIONSHIP OF OANADA.

The annual championship meeting of
the Amateur Athletic Association of
Canada will be held on Saturday,
September 28 at Toronto. The following
are the events: 100 yards run, half mile
run, 120 yards hurdle run, 220 yards run,
one mile run, three miles walk, 440 vards
run, pole high leap, running high
jump, running high juap, ranning broad
jump, throwing 56 pound weight,
putting the shot, 16 pounds,
throwing hammer, 16 pounds.
The events are open to all amateurs.
Any entry, unless from a bone fide ama-
teur club, will require to enclose creden-
tials in support of amateur standing.
Entry fee, 50 cents in each event, which
must be remitted with entry. The com-
mittee reserve the right to reject any
entry. The track is one-fourth a mile.
All entries must be made -on, or before
Saturday, September 21, to ‘A. C. McDon-
ell, hongrary: seeretary,P. O. Box 2574,
Toronto.
