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HANLAN’S OPINION OF M'LEAN.

Hanlan who starts in to prepare for
his three sprint races with Fred Plaisted
right away, in talking to “Pringle,” of the
Fittsburg Dispatch, said that McLean,
the Australian is six feet high and meas-
ures 44 inches around the chest and is
one of the most powerful scullers that
ever satin a boat. “I feel sure,” said
Mr. Hanlan, “that he can defeat any
sculler in Australia, and were he and
O’Connor to row five miles to-morrow I
would put up every dollar I had on Me-
Lean. Ihave seen him row a mile in5
minutes and 50 seconds. That is speedy
enough for anything, and he can certain-
ly out-stay O'Connor. His method
of rowing is not altogether at-
tractive, but that is because of his legs.
He begins his stroke prettily and finishes
it in an accomplished way, but, in
pulling it through, the movement of his
long legs gives one the idea that he is
tar from a finished sculler. However,
his stroke is all right, and he imparts
immense power into it, If O’Connor
defeats him he will row the hardest
race of his life, becanse a more deter-
mined man never sat in a boat than
McLean.” Hanlan’s opinion, says
Pringle, gives us a definite tip as to who
he thinks will win between Kemp and
McLean. They row on the 15th inst,
and if his estimate of McLean is any-
thing like correct, Peter Kemp’s fate is
doomed. Certainly Kemp is a good
rower, but he is not of that class that
Hanlan speaks of when estimating
McLean.

Hanlan does not think that O’Connor
is correctly built about the chest to make
a world beater. However this may be,
none of us can gainsay the fact that
O’Connor is & good sculler. It is probably
too much to say that he is the best, be-
cause, judging him on his form against
Searle on the Thames, he is not the best
by any means. But I have an idea that
he is a better sculler than Hanlan would
have us believe, and if he is beaten in
Australia I don’t think there’ll be a rosy
chance for any other American or Can-
adian to turn the tables on his victor.

CHATTANOOGA, Tenn., May 6.—Han-
lan and Plaisted rowed at Bridgeport,Ala.,
this afternoon for a purse offered by the
Bridgeport Land Company.
