THE MONTREAL OUTRAGE-

We publish elsewhere the Montreal
Gazette’s account of a discussion which
took place in the City Council of that
very French City in regard to the arrest
of Miss Tibbitts. The matter was
brought up by George Washington
Stephens, a well known Liberal, who
has too much Anglo-Saxon blood in him
to approve of the methods of the Montreal
Police establishment. Some of the
French members attempted to justify
the arrest'of Miss Tibbitts on the ground
that it was quite regular and accord-
ing to the custom of the Montreal
police. This was the ground taken also by
Judge Dugas'who issued the warrant.
On the same ground they also justify
the refusal to pérmit Miss Tibbitts to
speak to her friends after her arrest,
or to communicate with her counsel.
According to the mayor of Montreal and
Ald. Jeannotte everything was right and
regular, the latter declaring that it had
always been the rule that no one had a
right to, speak {c a person who is under
arrest. It is a notable fact that
the Montreal City €ouncil
no person with the exception
of  Alderman  Stephens express-
ed the slightest regret that Miss Tibbitts
had been arrested. As the victim of the
outrage was a native of one of the Eng-
lish speaking provinces of Canada, they
Seemad to think it was all right that she
should be arrested and put to cost and
trouble; to say nothing of her exposure to
insult at the hands of the ignorant and
R rﬁ)‘:g g(?f'mg‘ﬁon:rema‘;éfs‘.

* NOT A MODERN IDEA-

Under the heading “Modern ideas in
Taronts,” ourestzemed contemporary.the
-Sun, has an editorial in which it informs
its readers that the Toronto Mail is not
in favor of cremation. Now cremation,
instead of being a modern idea, as the
Sun seems to suppose, is the most anci-
ent of all ways of disposing of the dead.
The early Aryans, the Greeks, Romans,
Slays,Celts and Germans all burned their
dead, so that cremation.: may be regard-
ed as the universal custom of the
Indo-European races. It was practiced
also by the Jews, for we read in 1st Sam-
uel 31st chapter, that after the battle in
Mount Gilboa, “All the valiant men
arose and went all pight, and took the
body of Saul and the bodies of his sons
from the walls of Bethshan, and came
to Jabesh, and burnt them there, And
they took their bones, and buried them
under a tree at Jabesh, and fasted seven
days.” The graves of northern Europe
throughout the bronze age contain only
jars of ashes. It was Christianity that
gradually suppressed cremation. Possibly
it may be thought that the modern ten-
dency in favor of cremation is a proof
that Christanianity is loosing its hold on
those people who advocate a return to
this ancient method of disposing of the

dead.

A STRANGE OCCURRENCF.
Attempt to Disinter the Remains of the
Late Niagara Falls Vietim—What

N1agara Faus, July 16.—William
Wright, a prominent citizen of Drum-
mondville, returning home about eleven
o'leok Saturday night found his wife so
ill that a trip to the drug store was neces-
sary. To reach the store he had to go
down the historic Lundy’s Lane past the
Cemetery, and, carefully scanning the
ground, he saw a man hard at work dig-
ging into a grave. The sight frightened
him and he started to run. Before he
had gone far he met a friend named
Parnell, and together they stole back to
the cemetery. But their coming had been
noticed, and they saw a man of large
build stealing away through the ghostly
place, carefully jumping from stone to
stone. They notified Sexton William
Dalton, who lives close by the
cemetery, andghe, taking his revolver
went with them to search the ground.
They found no one, but quickly
discovered that the grave the ghouls had
attempted to enter was the one in which
rests the body of the man found in the
Whirlpool June 27. Good headway had
been made in digging,and, without inter-
ruption, the body would soon have been
disinterred. Close beside the grave lay a
large empty sack, in which it probab-
ly was designed to carry the body, and
also a shovel. These were taken
home by Mr. Dalton, and are now in
his possession. It is evident from this
attempt that some one is deeply interest-
ed in the remains of this man.

BRITISH-AMERICAN ASSOCIATION.
President Wemyss on the Aims and
Objects of the Society.

[Boston Herald July 18.]

About 35 delezates and officers of the
Jritish-American Associatio lassa-
chusetts were present yiior 'y in
America Hall, No. 724 Washington street,
at the semi-annual convention of the as-
sociation. President James Wemyss oc-
cupied the chair, and, after the transac-
tionof preliminary business, extended a
hearly welcome to the gentlemen of
the council, and requested - them
to keep the Dbest interests the
association paramount to every
personal consideration. The speaker
said further: “ We must not forget that
the people of this country,and in fact, of
the whole world, are watching with deep
interest the movements of the British-
Americans, who are coming to the front,
fearless and determined, in support of
better government and American institu-
tions, eringing to no one, asking favors of
none, free and independent. I desire at
this time to call your attention to the fact
thatI have noticed at times a little feeling
of nationality creeping out between the
English and the Scotch. Itisonly in a
slight degree, however; but it must not
exist. Remember we are organized
under one great brotherhood for a grand
and noble purpose; United we
conquer, divided we fall—* United
| we stand, divided we fall.” It matters
! not what part of her majesty’s dominion
| we hail from, we are in this great move-
| ment as British-Americans, and must be
{ known only as such. We have been
called a secret organization. Let me say
to the American people in reply that we
will use ourinfluence to cultivate a friend-
ly feeling Letween this country and
Great Britain. We willfpledge ourselves
to stand by the country of our adoption
in defence of her rights agairst any and
all. ' It ought to be distinctly understood
that the true position of the British-
American Association is one of abso-
lute independence, This is the onl
ground on which we ought to stand,
to be absolutely free from association
with or degendanee upon  any political
party of whatever name, and to hold up
the white banner of entire freedom from
mere political alliance. Such is the state
of politics to-day, with its many trades
and combinations, that an - organization
which holds itself studiously aloof from
them will soon hold the leading position
in political influence. Indeed,it isnot only
the part of political independence, but
the truest worldly wisdom, to hold our-
| selves free and unapproachably unbriba-
ble by promise of office, and uninflu-
enced by mere temporary party ex-
pediency. Add to this a judicious retic-
| ence as to our strength, no vain-glorious
| boasting or even self-depreciation we
i place our association where those of all
parties will seek its influence, and where
| a few men possessed of ideas and resol-
utely arrayed for pure American polities
| can swing ten times their number into
| line, Oursis to fight for principles dear
