'IIAngus MacKey, a Prominent Fermer, 
Taken Off Unexpectedly. Caterpillars are almost certain death to 

shade and fruit trees, eating all the life 
of the wood, so that the leaves turn brown 
and the outer bark falls to show sap. A 
remedy has been discovered that has proven 
successful, and it might be worth the while 
ot our fruit growers and people who have a 
pride in their shade trees to try tbe^xperi- 
ment. A Detroit man had some fine old 
pear trees that had borne fruit for forty 
years, and this summer they nearly died 
from a furious onslaught of caterpillars. 
Less than a month ago they began to show 
signs of decay. The owner of the trees 
bored a half inch hole with fill it sulphur and 
plugged with wood. In less than a month 
the trees became green with new shoots and 
fresh with new foliage, and the pears are 
ripeningand will be a good crop. The effect 
of the sulphur on the trees is almost instan­
taneous, for within forty-eight hours after it 
was applied the withered leaves and dead 
caterpillars dropped to the ground. It is 
claimed that the sulphur acts upon the sap 
circulation of a tree as would a tonic on the 
human system. It is a simple remedy and 
worth the experiment.

HELPS AND HINTS FOR CYCLISTS.

Never attempt to tighten the valve nut 
with a wrench.

Fruit is preferable to drink for thirst- 
quenching on a ride.

Never allow much weight to rest upon the 
handles of a bicycle.

All cuts on the outer cover should re­
ceive immediate attention.

A comfortable saddle is absolutely neces­
sary to enjoy cycling.

Do not grip your handles as if they were 
a strength-testing machine.

Long cranks give increased power, bat if 
too long they cramp the knees.

To try and save weight in your saddle is 
to make a great mistake, except, in going 
over bumps.

Before starting for a ride, just see that 
all the nuts and bearings of your cycle are 
in good order.

To prevent tires losing air when no punc­
ture exists and there is no leakage at the 
valve, deflate and inject a pumpful of water 
aftei which inflate m usual. The escape of 
air arises from the porosity of rubber. Re­
peat if necessary.
