GREAT HORSE SALES.

New York, Oct. 16.—What promises
to be the moat sensational sale of thor-
oughbred horses in the world, not even
debarring the disposal of Lord Fal-
mouth’s stud, was begun at Hunt's point
today at moon by the Tattersalls
of New York, when the first instalment
of the grand collection of brood mares,
stallions and younsters, the property of
the late August Belmont, were offered
by Auctioneer Easton. Today’s offerings,
comprised only the brood mares and
weanlings.

Seventy-six head in all were led into
the ring nearly one-halfof which were
weanlings, foaled this year, and when
the hammer fell on the last one, as twi-
light was rapidly fading, the sale show-
ed the astounding total of $270,050, over
40 horses having brought more than
$1,000 each.

Viola, the 5-year-old imported daugh-
ter of Kisber, seemed to be wanted by
everybody. She isthe dam of Victory,
and, starting at $2,500, mounted rapidly
at $500 and $1000 a crack until Mr.
Sanford became her proud owner at $20,-
500, the top price in this country for a
thoroughbred brood mare. Mr. Potter
was Mr. Sanford’s most determined -op-
ponent, bidding $20,000.

New Yok, Oct. 17.—Charles Reid, the
proprietor of the Fairview stud, Gallatin,
Tenn., electrified the 1000 persons at
Tattersall’s tonight when the last draft
of the late Hon. August Belmont's thor-
oughbred race horses were sold, by bid-
ding. $100,000 for the famous gire,” Bt.

This is by & long way the highest
price ever paid for a thoroughbred stal-
ion in a sale ring, and Mr. Reid, who
was determined to have the horse to
head his stud, bid his limit at the outset.

It was the greatest sale of thorough-
bred horses ever held in any country.
Records were made for the old world to
shoot at, and prices were paid that will
cause the whole univeise to marvel.

A yearling sold for $30,000, and several
commanded $10,000; while the entire
stud brought the enmormous total of
$597,300. - This includes the stallions,
brood mares, yearlings, weanlings and
2-year-olds and race horses in training
sold at Babylon on Dec. 29 of last year.
The sale has occupied three days—Dec.
27 of last year and Friday and Saturday,
Oct. 16 and 17, 1891.

Provincial Points.

Cbarles H. Lugrin, late secretary for
agriculture, is now a member of the law
firm of Williams & Lugrin, at Seattle,
and isalso an editorial writer of the
Seattle Telegraph.

A big strike of gold is reported to have
been made at Oldham, N. 8, by J. E.
Harding. It is said there are 25 tonsof
quartz in sight which it is estimated
will yield at least 100 ounces to the ton,
or 2,500 ounces to the 25 tons.

On Monday evening last a special in
charge of Conductor Clarke took the lar-
gest amount of ore from Wilmot Btation
that has yet gone out on one train. It
consisted of ten forty-thousand pound
cars, or two hundred tons of ore.

The St. Croix agricultural society was
reorganized last Saturday, with a mem-
bership of more than 100. The officers
of the old society continued as provision-
al ones, Judge Stevens is president;Jas.
G. Stevens, jr., secretary; Hon. Jas. Mit-
chell, treasurer.

We are glad to hear that the long de-
layed Yarmouth Street Railway is at
last likely to materialize. The Edison
Electric Company people have viewed
the route and we understand will put in
an electric plant and build the railway,
using the overhead or trolley system.
Work will likely be well under way in
the Spring.—Yormouth Times.
