HEALTH OFFICER
WANTS REFORM

CRITICIZES CONDITIONS
AT ISOLATION HOSPITAL

At Special Meeting of Board of
Health Will K Submit Import-
ant Recommendations

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

~-That the isolation _hospital_din its
present condition is quite inadequate
to meet the requirements of the city,
that a new building should be erected,
or, failing that, large improvements ba
made to the present premises; and that
a general process of reform should be
immediately inaugurated in connection
with this impertant civic institution,
are recommendations which will be
made by the medical health officer, Dr.
G. A. B. Hall, at a special meeting of
the board 'of health which has been
summoned for Friday evening next.

Since assuming office several weeks
ago, Dr. Hall has studied the situation
at the hospital very carefully, and he
has found many matters which need

is-in a shocking state of disrepair; the
patron and nurses lack the  instru-
eénts needful for the proper perform-
ance of their duties; the arrangement
of the’ quarters is faulty in  the ex-
treme; the grounds and outbuildings
present a most untidy and displeasing
appearance, and generally, conditions

are the reverse of satisfactory.
Personally, Dr. Hall is favorable to
the erection of a new building of the
most modern degign, and he is obtain-
ing from a leading architect informa-
tion as to“the cost of the same, and
will-be prepared to lay before the board
on “Friday evening a preliminary
sketch for such structure.” This type of
hospital building is eonstructed on
what _is known as the pavilion plan.
From.a common centre wards run to
the . outer walls, thus enahling the cen-
_tralization of the work of the institu-
tion: The cooking would be done. in
the centre of the building and here
also would be stationed the matron,
~would thus- he able to‘ahsap an eye

ry ward.

‘vetse of wconomical..- For - instance,
“patients'are confined in 2 series of de-
“tached quarters. This necessitates the
building of separate fires in each quar-
ter, and the handling of all material re-
quires more help than would be the
case were the pavilion plan followed.
Dr. Hall is of the opinion that the cost
of the' improved  structure would be
met by the’ saving in labor and time
over the old methods.

Asked if he was prepared to make a
recommendatiorn to thie board of health
as to choice of matron from the list of
applicants handed to 'him some time
ago, the medical health officer replied
in the affirmative. He would recom-
mend the seléction of a lady who, in
his opinion, possessed every qualifica-
tion for the office. She is a‘trained
nurse and will therefore he able to
‘give patients: at the 'isolation -hospital
that scientific” attention so necessary.

Dr. Hall is much imipressed with th
need of means being taken to beautif
the premises at the isolation hospital
and render the envirpnment more at-
tractive. On this point he said:
“Why, do you know that the only
flowers to be seen about the whole
place are a few bushes of broom, and
these are in the premises occupied by
the caretaker and his wife, which ‘can-
not be visited 'by the patients.. Now
this 1s not as it should be. Most of the
patients, for a week or mere before
they are discharged, ate able to be
up and about; and@ to have the place
unattractive as at present'is contrary
to the whole aim of science in the
treatment of disease. I shall recom-
mend- that the park superintendent be
instructed to go out and Inspect the
premises and ‘see what he can do .in
the way of working an improvement.”

TROOPS ARE SLAIN

Nicaraguin Government Army is
Being Reinforced for Another
Attack on Bluefields

{Times Leased Wire.)

Bluefields, Nie. {(by wireless to Colon),
May 26—Suffering heayy loss, ‘the
‘government soldiers who have n at-
tacking the custom house on the'bluffs
overlooking Blueflelds have been re-
pulsed by the revolutienists, and have
been forced to fail "back.  To-day they
are marshalling.their forces to renew
the attack, while the revolutionists, en-
couraged by  their advantage, . are
strengthening their position ready to
continue the defence of the city.

More than 200 Madriz soldiers were
killed in the engagement, and a large
number were wounded. The revolu-
tionists’ loss was slight.

The revolutionists, who had the ad‘
vantage_ of posltion and .who fought
from behind entrenchments, raked the
government . soldiers ‘with a heavy fire
from Hotchkiss and Colt Tapid fire
guns. Although the government soldiers
fought bravely and repeatedly charged
the customs house, they-could not dis-
lodge the revolutionists,. and . were
forced 'to fall back.

The Pluvoise
was half submerged when struck by
the packet.

Due to Recklessness.
