Grand Vizier Tewflk Pasha handed 

his resignation to the new Sultan of 
Turkey to-day. Hilmi Pasha, whom 
the mutineers drove from this office 
at the time of the'uprising April 13th, 
was re-instated by Rechad.

These changes have not been official­
ly announced but it is known positively 
that .they have been made.

The resignation of Tewflk Pasha has 
not occasioned suppse because his sym­
pathies with the reactionaries are well 
known.

Constantinople, May 3.—Thirteen 

plotters were executed early to-day 
when the puishment of mutineers be­
gan in the .Stamboul quarter. Several 
soldier leaders were publicly shot and 
their civil accomplices hanged.

Thousands were present at the execu­
tions. The condemned prisoners were 
led forth clad in white trousers and 
jackets, and upon each was fastened a 
placard bearing his name and the 
crime of which he was accused. A corps 
of police controlled a too curious crowd, 
and smashed the cameras of those who 
endeavored to secure pictures of the 
hangings.

Each victim was led to his place on 
the gallows, and after the noose had 
been placed about his neck, was raised 
slowly by a pulley, and suspended while 
he strangled to death.

REMAIN FULL TERM

Governor - General Will Not 
Leave Canada Until 

Next Year.

Commons to-day Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
announced that Earl Grey would still 
be in Canada when the next session of 
parliament opened. His ‘Excellency’s 
full six years term of office will not 
expire until September, 1910, and though 
governors-general usually leave1 at the 
expiration of five years. His Excel­
lency’s intended departure at the end 
of this year has been postponed until 
some time next year.

BAY PIRATES
AND POSSE Fl3MT

Two Men Wounded and One 
May Succumb to His 

Injuries.

Richmond, Cal., May 8.—Twe men fell, 

one of them fatally, the other seriously 
wounded, In a battle between five bay 
pirates and an armed posse at Wine 
Haven, near here, yesterday. The bat­
tle started when Fire Chief Charles 
Mahnkee was shot dovm after he had 
discovered the pirates stealing casks 
of wine on the water front. The shoot­
ing of Manhkee was witnessed by"- an 
employee of a refinery nearby. When 
the chief. fell this man summoned his 
fellow workmen, who hastily : armed 
themselves and set out in pursuit of the 
fleeing pirates. Two of the- pirates 
made their escape in a launch, In which 
the. gang had invaded the town. An­
other disappeared in the underbrush. 
The two remaining sought shelter in 
the brush but were driven from coVer 
when surrounded by members of the 
posse. Making a Sudden dash for the 
waterfront, the men stole an olii boat 
in which there was one oar. They were 
almost out of range when one of their 
pursuers succeeded in hitting a pirate 
in the neck wi(h a bullet from a rifle. 
The thieves threw their arms over 
head and promptly surrendered. There 
is little chance for the recovery of the 
wounded pirate.

KILLED BY EXPLOSION
OF PICTURE MACHINE

Theatre Crowded at Time of 
Accident But There Was 

No Panic.

NATIONAL PEACE 
CONGRESS MEETS

LARGE GATHERING OF 
DELEGATES IN CHICAGO

President Taft Writes Letter 
Approving Aims of 

Conference.

(Times Leased Wire.)
Chicago, May 3.—More than a thou­

sand delegates and visitors attended 
the opening, of the second national 
peace conference here to-day. The ses­
sions will continue until Wednesday 
night. The reading oi a letter from 
President Taft, in which he expressed 
his regret at being unable to attend the 
conference, his wish for the success of 
the conference and approval of its 
aims, was one of the features of to­
day’s session.

Robert Treat Paine, of Boston, pre­
sided when the conference was opened. 
An address Written by Secretary of 
War Dickinson was read.

Addresses of welcome were delivered 
by Governor Deneen, Mayor Busse and 
Rev. Eugene Bartlett, chairman of the 
reception committee, and then the fol­
lowing letter from President Taft was 
read:

“I greatly regret that I am unable 
to attend the doming national peace 
conference at Chicago and be there to 
express my earnest sympathy with the 
object of the assembling of so many 
distinguished men in the Interest of the 
world’s peace.

"That progress may be made in the 
matter of peace everywhere by inter­
national action and by the moral pres­
sure of the peoples of the earth, any 
one who has examined the record must 
admit. It is true that armaments go 
on increasing in cost, but it also is 
true that burdens presented by this 
competition in armament are growing 
heavier and heavier and the problems 
for solution consistent with their in­
crease become more and more difficult. 
The possibility pf war now arising come 
chiefly from irresponsibilities of gov­
ernment and In those uqw» 
stability of internai çontï&l

“Thé United States has contributed 
much to the cause of peace by- assist­
ing countries weak in respect- to their 
Internal government so as to strength­
en in them the cause of law and order. 
This relationship of guardian and ward 
as between nations In my judgment, 
helps along the cause of international 
peace and indicates progress and civili­
zation. .The policy of the United States 
in avoiding war under all circumstanc­
es except those plainly consistent with 
honor or its highest welfare, has been 
made so clear to the world as hardly 
to need any statement at my hands. I 
can only say that so far as my legitim­
ate influence extends while at the head 
of this government, it will be exerted 
to the full In favor of peace, not only 
as between this country and other 
countries, but as between our sister 
nattons."

Following the reading of this letter 
Miss Anna Eckstein of Boston spoke. 
Dean W. Rogers of the Cincinnati law 
school was called upon for an ad­
dress.

ALASKA PACKERS MAY 
LABEL SALMON “SOCKEYE”

Reply to Inquiry by the United 
States Fish Com­

mission. V

(Times Leased Wire.)
WastS^gton, D. C., May 3.—According 

to a decision by Solicitor Earle, for the 
detriment of commerce and labor, in 
an informal opinion to the United 
States fish commission, there can be no 
monopoly In the use of the 
“sockeye" in denominating the species 
of salmon canned by any of the great 
salmon packing interests of the Pa­
cific coast or Alaska. It is not neces­
sary for a packer to state on the label 
of his cans the locality in which tha 
salmon is taken.

The fish commission had inquired 
whether the Alaska salmon law requir­
ed that the label used by the packers 
should state' the locality in which the 
salmon were taken. It was stated by 
the commission that the same species 
Of fish which was packed by the Alaska 
salmon industries and labeled as “sock­
eye,” was also caught in the waters of 
British Columbia and Puget Sound, 
and that there was a difference in the 
food value and the market price in 
favor of the fish taken in Puget Sound 
and British Columbia waters. In view 
of the inferiority of the Alaska pack, 
the commission contended, the failure 
of the packers to indicate' the locality 
of their product on the labels used by 
them, constituted a misrepresentation 
of the act of congress.»

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BLASTING WILL 
NOT BE ALLOWED

CITY THREATENS
APPEAL TO COURTS

Saanich Council Will Not 
Grant Permit to 

Victoria.

No settlement between the city coun- 
Icil and the Saanich council was reach­
ed at the meeting of the latter body on
Saturday evening. It looks now as if 
an appeal to the courts is the only way 
open if the city is to persist In its claim 
to take rock from Mount Tolmie. The 
Saanich municipal council on Saturday 
night showed in no unmistakable way, 
that it was their intention to stand by 
what they had done and refuse a per­
mit to the city to do the blasting.

When it was first proposed to do 
blasting for the city at the 
Tolmie pits the residents of the dis­
trict rosé in arms. A petition was cir­
culated among them and presented to 
the council of Saanich. The council ac­
ceded to the request of the residents 
and passed a by-law wheih would allow 
of the refusal of a license to the city 
on the ground that it would create a 
nuisance in the neighborhood.

When the city workmen were inter­
fered with the city decided to ask 
Saanich council to consider some prop­
osition looking to an amicable settle­
ment or the difficulty. Accordingly a 
letter was written to the Sasynich coun­
cil in which it was stated that every 
précaution would be taken to avoid 
creating a nuisance. The blasting would 
be confined to certain stated hours, 
early in the morning, at noon and in 
.the evening if desired; the blasting 
charges would be reduced to the mini­
mum effective quantity; and care would 
be taken to prevent any damage be­
ing done. It was further set forth in 
the letter that the quarry was 125 feet 
from the public highway and the near­
est dwelling was 100 yards away. There 
were only four dwellings within a radi­
us of a quarter of a mile of the place.

engineer, C. H. Topp, were appointed 
to visit the Saanich council and aBcord- 
ingly did so oh Saturday night.

The residents of Mount Tolmie dis­
trict also were present In force to 
strengthen, if necessary, the Saanich 
council in opposing the permit. This 
was not necessary, however, as the 
Saanich council showed in an unmis­
takable way that they were not dis­
posed to grant the permit. \

When the letter from the city clerk 
was read Reeve Quick called attention 
to the .presence of the deputation from 
the city and asked them to present 
their views. The views of the residents 
of the district were also asked for.

Mayor Hall explained the situation. 
He pointed out that the city had a 
large rock crusher. It was the desire 
of the council to place it at a place 
where It could remain for about a year. 
It was not known that there was any­
thing in the way of it when it was de­
cided to establish the crusher at Mount 
Tolmie. There was no desire to cause 
friction.

There should be reciprocal 
action on the part of the municipalities. 
The city might be of service to Saan­
ich by allowing the use of tne isola­
tion hospital, 
every precaution to prevent any nui­
sance at Mount Tolmie, persons being 
quite close to the spot had not heard 
the noise.

The city would take

Aid. Turner said that the only wish 
of the city was to make such improve­
ments that no one in the district would 
be interfered with. The hours of blast­
ing could be arranged to suit residents.

Aid Henderson expressed a wish to 
carry on the operations. Blasting may 
be a nuisance but can be carried on in 
such a way as to create no nuisance. 
Any reasonable regulations would be 
complied with in this matter. The city 
thought there would be no objection 
when the work was undertaken.

Reeve Quick called attention to the 
fact that every resident within a mile 
of the place with one exception, had 
petitioned the council in the matter. 
These people were small holders. Many 
were chicken owners, and it w.as 
known that blasting would put a stop 
to raising chickens. Then this was a 
beauty spot and the blasting would de­
stroy this.

Councillor Nicholson said he could 
not comply with the wish of the city. 
Residents of the district had paid high 
prices there, 
the value of the property. He moved 
that the request be not granted.

Councillor Haldon seconded the mo­
tion.

Councillor Sewal^ said that if Vic­
toria was allowed to remove this rock 
the district would present much the 
appearance of Spring Ridge. He w’ould 
favor preventing the removal' of gravel 
also If it could be done.

It was decided to hear the delegation 
from Mount Tolmie, and Mr. Dean was 
asked to speak. He said there was no 
one in the district who would say that 
the blasting could not be heard with­
in 1,000 yards. The crusher was being 
placed practically on the road. He ex­
pressed further the thought that it was 
against the interests of the district to 
destroy the beauty Spot. If a petition 
were circulated in the city he believed 
nearly every one would sign it protest­
ing against the destruction of Mount 
Tolmie.

Mr. Williams sai* Mount Tolmie 
should be an asset as a beauty spot to 
the city. It should be the desire of the 
people of the city to protect It. Cars 
were left standing on the road now.

NEW REGULATIONS 
FOR FISHERIES

DRAFT OF LAWS HAS
REACHED OTTAWA

United States Will Establish 
Federal Protection

The fisheries regulations governing the 
boundary waters between Canada and 
the United States, prepared by Prof, E. 
E. Prince, Dominion fisheries commis­
sioner, and Presittent David Starr Jor­
dan, of Stanford University, represent» 
ing the United States, has been receiv­
ed here. The result will be observance 
fty the fishermen of the two countries 
of the regulations contended for by 
v'anada in the treaty waters from the 
Atlantic to the " Pacific. These include 
the waters of Juan de Fuca strait and 
Puget Sound.

Under the regulations as now agreed 
upon, the United States government 
will appoint a federal protection staff,
with headquarters at Washington, 
which will correspond to the Canadian 
fisheries protection service, with head­
quarters at Ottawa.

As a result of the new regulations 
agreed upon, the preservation of con­
tinued prosperity in the international 
fisheries is assured.

WASHINGTON SECRETARY 
OF STATE MAY RESIGN

Friends of S. H. Nichol Advise 
Him to Withdraw From 

Public Life.

It is known that his retire­
ment from public life has been urged 
by his advisers for several days. Great 
pressure has been brought to bear and 
it is the general opinion tl at Nichols, 
whose official acts have been seriously 
compromised by the testimony of state 
insurance commissioner Sehively be­
fore the inquisitorial board, will yield 
to the demands for his ret rement.

Senator Ruth, a member ef the legis­
lative investigation comrr ittee, who 
held a long conference wit i Secretary 
Nichols at Everett on Saji rday, gives 
it as his opinion that the secretary will 
resign from office within a few days.
