January—three months before the
grant was voted. If there was not
a “nigger in the fence” somewhere
why did this delay take place 1 - Was
it “another proof of the Government’s
sincerity ¥’ But perhaps we will be
told that the Government had to
make another survey—one of its
own. We admit there is something
in that, although it paid for the Jan-
uary one, as we are told. Still, to
occupy four months of summer in
surveying and preparing to build a
road which the contractor is asked to
finish in three months, half winter, is
a matter upon which critics might
have a good deal to say and which
might be suggestivé of ¢ unforeseen

It doesn’t do, we perceive, for any-
one to suggest anything that in any
way crosses the Advocate’s many-sid-
ed notions. It falls prostrate before
the “sincerity” of the government
that allows five months to pass be-
fore it puts its contractor in a posi-
tion to build the road, yet it scouts
our matter of fact statement that
“everybody knows the road cannot
be finished by the last of May next.”
It says this is “news to railway
men.” It is tobe assumed the rail-
way men referred to are those of the
“ straw” organization who prevented
Mr. Gibson from undertaking the
Valley road in 1875 and were schem-
ing until within a yearago to sell the
same undertakingto a lov of American
speculators. Those gentlemen have,
we think, learned much that was
“news” to them im railway matters
of late,it we are not greatly mistaken,
they will continue to learn until they
realise that what they de not know
on the subject is the most important
part of it. Fortunately for the Ap-
VANCE these are practical matters
of fact and we can, therefore,
easily afford to repeat our statement
that the Indiantown Branch will not
be completed by the last of May
mext. Itisnot within the range of
railway experience that it should be,
The Government, itself, krows it
will not be done, for they have allow-
en the summer to pass in’ affording
us “ proofs of sincerity” and the win-
ter,cometh when no man can carry on
railway work to advantage,

the Railway Bridge to Derby the Gov-
ernment of Canada was authorised by
law to pay them $102.400 for the first
32 miles of their road from the I. O. R.
westward. Mr. Mitchell, in his place
in Parliament, asthe representative
of Northumberland, deliberately caused
the $102.400 to be withdrawn from the
Company, leaving the portion of the
road referred to without such aid, in
the hope* of defeating not only the
bridge, but the road itself. The Advo-
cate may wriggle over this question,
but the hard facts of Mr. Mitchell’s
conduct are too deeply impressed on
the people’s minds to admit of their
being forgotten or his responsibility
for the consequences evaded.

The Miramichi Valley Rallway.

The Valley Railway is being pushed
along with unabated vigor. Work is
going on upon every mile of the
twenty between Chatham Junction and
the Southwest at Blackville, and the
prospects of trains running to that point
this season are excellent. The Barnaby
River Bridge will be fit for crossing in
a few days, when ‘track-laying will be
proceeded with rapidly over the remain-
der of the first ten miles now fully grad-
ed, as well as the second ten which will
also be graded and ready for rails by
the middle of November.

to ignorance upor the part of a person of
the standing of Mr. McMullen. However,
my object in writing is not for the pur-
posg of criticising that gentleman, but to
appeal to our Agricultural Societies farm-
ers and others for assistance to make our
Province bettér known. Iam anxious to
obggin, from different sections of the

nce, samples of corn, wheat, oats,
barley, rye, buckwheat, Timothy and
clover seed, etc., for the purpose of plac-
ing them on exhibition in the old country.
If sufficient quantities are sent to my ad-
dress here I will forward them to the
Canadian Agencies at London, Liverpool,
Glasgow, Dublin, Belfast, etc. The gen-
tlemen in charge of these Agencies have

frequent qpportunities of showing these |-

samples at the various Agricultural Fairs
throughout Great Britain and the Con-
tinent, also frequent opportunities to
place them pr tly in col-
lections, &c. 1In all cases they are shown
as the products of New Brunswick, thus
forming the most effective means of plac-
ing the capabilities of our Province before
the most desirable class, In sending speci-
mens it is as well tosend at least a gal-
lon of each kind, as the samples are plac-
ed in large glass globes containing from a
quart to a half gallon, and a smaller quan-
tity will not answer mreo than two agen.
cies. I may add that the grainis put up
in these globes so that it will retain its
perfect form for years.

I would like to procure, for the same
purpose, specimens of cornin the stock
showing its growth; also specimens of all
the other grain in the ear showing length
of straw, etc. These it would be as well
to secure before they are too ripe to pre-
vent their being injured by carriage.
Specimens of this kind are also preserved
in glass cases and made to do service for
several seasons. Specimens of turnips,
beets, carrots, squash and. other vege-
tables are acceptable. The latter are
usually shown in some central seed ware-
house in London or Liverpool, and after-
wards they are photographed or plaster
casts are taken of {them fqr future use,
and by giving the figures showing their
weight, circumference, ete., this makes a
usefol advertisement. With all grticles
it would be well tosend as full iaPorma-
tion as can be obtained, regarding the av-
erage produce per acre, the average pro-
duct for the past five years, the usual sell-
ing price, the nearest or usual market,
etc. I have not any allowance to enable
me to offer to pay for these samples,but
as all the expense of forwarding and ex-
hibiting them is defrayed by the Do-
minion Government I do not think I am
expecting too much when I ask our patri.
otic farmers for this small contribution.

I may add that letters from settlers
giving their experience in the country
will be much valued, and I will uuder-
take to have all such documents promi.
pently published. I trust that united
action may be taken in these matters
among the farmers in different districts to
insure sending the best specimens,

Minxxeapouts, Minn., Sept. 15.—The

Labouchere on the “ Lords. ”

I see in the newspapers many plaas for
the reform of the Lords, and most of
them contemplate the perpeutation of the
hereditary principle of legislation in one
form or another. Now I am one of those
who by no means regard the Lords as
worse than other men, . If 500 menof
any class were chosen by haphazard to
legislate, they would naturally look after
their own interests, and, such is the
weakness of human nature, they would
very probably serenely believe their in-
terests to bd those of the entire commu-
nity. Ido not think that the advantages
of an Upper House outweigh its disad-
vantages ; but if we are to have a usefal
second Chamber, we must first clear away
that in which wealth claims an heredi-
tary right to a seat.

Such aone might easily be devised.
Let every one who has been returned
three times to a House of Commons be
allowed to claim, if he pleases, a seatin
the Upper House, on the clear under-
standing that if he does so, he is never eo
be employed, directly or indirectly, in
the public service, nor is he to deriv{e
direct or indirect profit from the public
Exchequer. We should thus have a bo-dy
of men, chosen from all classes, enjoying
the confideuce of their fellow-citisens, of
considerable experience, aud having
nothing to gain or lose by acting on their

honest opinion. This Upper House might ' however, will probably be their destina-

be given asuspensory veto on the legis-
lation of the Lower House. Its members
would become, by the act of electing to
become members, passive citizens, If
they were to exercise their suspensory
veto, all would know that this would not
be in consequence of any partisan feeling,
and all would admit that the fact of such
a body being opposed t0 any particular
course was a fair ground for our recon-
sidering it.

The Lords prate about their independ-
ence. But in reality most of those who
take ¥ active part in public affairs are
eager for place, power and salary. When.
ever there iy a change of Ministry, these
independent patriots put forward what
they call their ‘claims.’ One is made a
Minister, another a Lord-in-Waiting ; one
receives a piece of ribbon, another a sal-
ary for walking backwards with a colored
stick before his Sovereign, another for
looking after his Sovereign’s "dogs, and
another insists upon a cousin being pro-
vided for out of the Exchequer. Asa

Rallway Notfs.

The 8t. John Globe notes extensive im-
provements being made on the northern
division of the I. C. R. between Camp-
bellton and Moncton.

FENCING,

About 60 miles of wire fencing are
being put up. About twelve miles of
Everett’s patent wire fencing has been
contracted for by the Government for this
division.

DALHOUSIE.

A new through siding is being built in
Dalhousie. As the main track runs close
to the shore, it will be found necessary to
build a small breakwater, so as to make
room for the siding which “will be about
1500 feet in length. A siding about 1500
feet in length is being built at Dalhousie
Junction. At the present time the train
on this branch has to come in on the main
line and back up to the station, there to
remain until the express and accommoda-
tion trains pass.

CHARLO AND NEW MILLS.

Sidings to accommodate four and five
cars are being built at Charlo. A loading
platform 150 feet long is also being built
at Charlo. Sidings 150 feet in length are
being laid three miles south of Charlo
and atNew Mills,

JACQUET RIVER.

The Government has, at last, yielded to
the long standing demands made upon it
by the people of Jacquet River for a load-
ing platform. Heretofore shippers have
suffered great inconvenience and loss from
the need of facilities for loading and un.
loading freight at this station. It will be
pleasing to all concerned to know that the
railway authorities have ordered to be
build a platform, 300 feet long, which will
be ready for traffic within a few weeks.

PETIT ROCHER AND BLACK POINT,

At Petit Rocher workmen are now en-
gaged making a siding 1,000 feet in length.
Trains will hereafter be enalled to cross
each other at this point. A small station
is being built for the accommodation of
passengers at Dickie’s— Black Point.

NEWCASTLE.
