Newcastle isto be congratulated
on the pronounced success of her
celebration of Dominion Day. It is
only about a month since a num-
ber of her erdterprising citizens pro-
posed to have a 1st of July celebra-
tion. They held a meeting in their
usual prompt way, organized their
committees, inyited the cooperation
of Chatham, Nelson and other neigh-
bors, and, in a very few days, realis-
ed that they were in for a big time.
The general result was a demonstra-
tion in every way successful, worthy
of the Miramichi, creditable not only
to Newecastle, but to Chatham and
Nelson, both of whieh contributed
to the display, and a proof of
the fact that when the communities
of the river pull together, they are
worth more to the squars inch in the
way of enterprise, taste, originality,
executive capacity and all the essen-

[-+nle-nf-gonnine- popular success than

any other place in the Dominion.
We are not quite as enthusiastic as
a Miramichi boy of many years resi-
dence in New York, who said they
couldn’t beat it there, for we know
they can do so, but New York
never had a demonstration that the
city wasn’t big enough to hold, while
Newecastle, on Monday, had to annex
several spare streets and a field or
two as stsnding ground for the
crowd who couldn’t get into town for
the other people who were ahead of
them. It was the largest gathering
ever brought together in the County
and although there were two or
three instances in which the undue
excitement of something more ex-
hilirating than buttermilk caused
differences between individuals,ithere
was a very evident determination on
the part of everybody—from the
barefooted country lad who trotted
his twenty miles with a bit of bread
in his pocket, to the first gentleman
in the County—to do their part in
making the duy one of innocent en-
joyment to all who participated in it.
The facilities of a country weekly do
not admit of its doing anything like

pyrotechnics—an important part of the
evening’s display, requiring technical
knowledge.

The town was out of bed before its
usual waking-time, but it seemed that
the country was ahead of it, for people
came by all roads to greet the earliest
risers of Newcastle and were a constantly
increasing procession by foot and horse
up to eleven o'clock. Four steamers
were on the Steam Navigation Co.s
route between Chatham and Newcastle,
etc., viz., the St. Nicholas, St. George,
St. Andrew and Mascot, and they were
loaded on all trips, running constantly,
leaving Chatham about every half hour
and even more frequently between
seven and ten o'clock. There were, of
course, some late arrivals of important
representations to go into the parade,
but it was started about a quartei past
ten o'clock. Too much cannot be said
in favor of Lt.-Col. Call's fitness for
the important position of Grand Mar-
shal, his arrangements as to route and
order of movements, and the judicious
selection he made of assistants, as well
as his watchful readiness in ordering
the formation about the Public Square,
as the halt was made to hear the ora-
tions, displaying the advantage of mili-
tary training intelligently applied in
practical and emergent work. The
procession, as it moved off, was a really
inspiriting one, the Marshall leading,
followed by the Cow Boys in the recog-
nised costume and mounting of their
class. There were six of these, viz:—
E. C. McLaggan, A. M. Harrison, J.
M. Sargent, J. G. Brown, J. S. Call,
H. Williston. They represented the
frontier life of our Dominion—the van-
guards of our civilization who, in their
own rough and ready way,observe and
enforce law and order amongst them-
selves and those who are in their neigh-
borhood. 4 -

Next came the Chatham Band at the
head of No. 2 Company of Infantry,
73rd Batt., representing that branch of
the Dominion military service, support-
ing the vanguard of cow boys. This
fine Company was under- Lieut Mac-
kenzie, and when the children of the
public schools joined the parade, it was
divided into half company formation,
the right half, under Lt. Snowball,
forming the advance, and the left,
under Sgt. Henderson‘ the rear guard
of the school brigade. This was, no
doubt, a further working out of the
idea of representing the protection
which the country provides for its peo-
ple.

The school children joined the pro-
cession as per programme, their guides
being Charles Mitchell, Sylvester Mc-
Keen, Robt. McLellan and Charles
Elliott, who were mounted.

The girls wore Ljue sashes and grade-
numbers in white, and were placed in
front, the boye, white sashes with grade-
numbers in red, forming in the rear.
Newcastle has reason to be proud of the
appearance of its school children.

Reid in charge of a
fare of green codfish, kept cool by sea-
weed and other adjuncts of the fisher-
man’s outfit—issuing his patois com-
mands to his men, Messrs. Sam’l Craig,
Chas. Stewart, ——Weeks, Wm.
Wright, and David Giggy, the latter
playing a Violin, who gave him ex-
cellent suport in making theip
show an attractive and interesting one.

Musical instruments, by Geo.E. Cut-
ter offChatham, was an interesting fea-
ture. It wasan apartment in which
there was an organ and other instru-
ments, played by Arch. McEachran,
1st violin, T. Stapleton, 2nd violin,
Albert Patterson, organ, W. H. White,
cornet, John Deplasse, accordeon; and
John Noonan, tambourine. These were
arrayed as negro minstrels and attract-
ed general attention.

Spanish Messenger.

The Moncton Brass Band preceded
the Newcastle Field Battery of Artil-
lery, 4 guns, which was under com-
mand of Lieut. R. A. Lawlor. This
feature of the parade was a very fine
one, the 29 horses being all splendid,
heavy ones, furnished by Messrs.Snow-
ball, Jas. Robinson and others.

The Government percheron horse
“Prefere,” under lease to R. Flana-
gan, Esq., was in rear of the procesgian,
although the displays of the Maritime
Chemical Pulp Company and The
MIRAMICHI ADVANCE, which arrived
late, fell in line just as the parade was
ending its march.

The Pulp Company’s product was
piled up and freely distributed ina
manner indicating that the big mill at
Chatham had an unlimited capacity.

The Apvaxce office, display consisted
of a floor space of 63x10 feet with awning
roof. It was mounted on a platform five
feet high, the sides and ends of which
were covered with pink and turkey red
cloth with the words ‘“The Advance
Newspaper and Job.

Press was operated by Willie McEachran,
in the character of a ‘‘printer's devil.”
He was in black tights with red horns
8nd arrow-head tipon his tail. Master
Jas. Waddleton was compositor and Mr.
Albert McPhersen, foreman. Fifteen
hundred extras were printed in front of
the Waverley and distributed on the
street and Base Ball ground. In the
afternoon, a souvenir card, in colors, wag
printed on the Base Ball ground and large-

aod wmemories of such patriots as Tell,
Wallace, Bruce, Washington, Joseph |
Howe, Daniel O’Connel and Parnell, all
alike distinguished for their self sacritic-
ing devotion to the welfare of their re-
spective countries. The Germau never
tires of ealogizing Fatherland, the French-
man is eloquent in his praises of La Belle
France, the Italian loves to sing of his
beloved italy, aud the American grows
enthusiastic iu describing his great and
glorious country. We are but exemplify-
ing the same sentiment on this occasion io
holding high holiday 1n honor of the natal
day of this Cavada of ours.

Is has been the custom in sll ages,
among both civilized and uncivilized na-
tions to celebrate important events in
their history. The neighbouring republic,
ever since it declared its independence,
has never failed to celebrate that impor-
tant epech with umbounded enthusiasm,
and our Dominion,ever since confederation
was accomplished, has more or less, on
the first of July, in the cities and towus
kept holiday in honor of the event.
Hitherto, in this County, the day has not
been observed with much enthusiasm, but
on this occasion the spirit of patriotism
and loyalty seems to have burst forth
with unwonted energy, resulting in the
grand procession which has just ended,
aud the sports and amusemeats which are
about to follow. This celebration origi-
nated in this town, and, under the able
management of the committees appointed
to carry it out, with the hearty aud friend-
ly co-operation of our fellow citizens of
Chatham and other centres, it is being a
great success.

The procession to-day, 8o ably marshall-
ed by Lieut.-Col. Call, was both amnsing
and inetructive, We had in the cowboys
& representation, in a mild way, of wild
weatera life ; in the field battery and 73cd
Batt. a representation of that military
power ever ready to do battle in dofence
of out country, our altars and our homes ;
We bave a representation of the press—
that great handmaid of the arts and
sciences, the bulwark and defender of vur
civil and religious liberty, the great ex-
ponent of public opinion, and civilizer of
the world ;—also representations of some
of our industries, showing the proficiency
of our'mechanics in the different callings
represented, and the superiority of their
work. In the procession of the pupils of
the Public Schools, we had a representa-
tion of our free school system-—a system
unsurpassed en the continent, and which
affords to the poorest boy ian the country
an education, by means of which he can
aspire to the highest office in the gift of
the Goverament. The representations
presented iu the procession were calculat.
ed to instruct aud amuse ; and I am sure
we all received instruction and amuse.
ment from them.

Our Dominion is 22 years old to-day,
The circumstances which led to the con-
federation of the provinces are matter of
history. Oun the vne hand the political
exigencies of Upper and Lswer Canada
rendered gover.meut almost impossible;
Oa the other hand, the isclated state of
the lower provinces. with hostile tariffs
and limited means of co.imunication, and
the improbabiiity of securing the Inter
colonial Railway without a union, led to
& consideration of the question of confed-
eration by the leading men of all parties,
and after some three years spent in agi-
tation, negotiations, and adjusting the
differeut and cooflicting iuterests of the
several provinces, on the first of .July,
1867, Upper and Lower Canada, Nova
Scotis and New Brynswick were united
into a confederation under the name of
the Dominion of Canada. Afterwards the
Northwest Territories were acquired and
P. E. Island an. British Columbia enter-
ed into Confederation, and now the Dom-
inion embraces the Provinces of Ontario.
Quebec, Nova Scotia, New Bruunswick,
P. E. Island, Manitoba, British Columbia
and the Territories,

Whether the expectations of the pro.
moters and supporters of confederation
have been realized is a question I do not
propoee to discuss, nor do I mean to
criticizs the policy of the political parties
who have alternately governed the coun-
try. It is neither the time nor the place
for such discnssion, We all meet here
to-day ss citizens of the Dominion and in
the presence of this auspicious hour,
sacred to this ocoasion, while we celebrate
the day, all local lines should be obliter-
ated and political party spirit buried oug
of sight. Let us realize foy tha time that
we are Canadian citizens—citizens of a
great and growing couatry, of which we
all ought to be proud,

I domot propose €0 give you any sta-
tistical statement as to the progress of
the Dominion. It will be sufficient to
take a goneral glance at is praseat posi-
tion. Since 186 its export trade has in-
creased some 50 per cent:, and its ship-
ping interest cannot be less than 1} mil-
lions of tons. Among the great shipown-
ing countries of the world the dominion
stands fourth, if not third, with its flag
on every sea. Its territory extends from
the Atlsatic to the Pacific, embracing the
best half of the vontinent, with unbounded
agricultural capacity. Its railways exceed
10,000 miles, and the Canada Pacitic con®
nects us and Great Britaiu aud Japan,
Of these railways New Brunswick hag her
full share. The mineral resources of the
Dominion may be #aid to be inaxhaustible,
and its forest productions invaluable, Its
sea coast, rivers, bays, and lakes abound
with all kinds of fish, and afford the rich-
est fisheries in the world Its education
al system, particularly that of our own
province, is uarivalled, and its form of
government, modelled after the British
congtitution, gusrantees to every subjcct
civii and religious liberty, and
the inalienable rights of a
