But there are evi­
dences that the scheme is now bet 
worked out and that before long 
new company will be far enough along 
to take control.

The report is to the effect that 
while a considerable amount of the 
stock will still be held by those at 
present interested, the control of tin- 
paper will be vested In u larger and 
more representative board of directors 
and that the policy of the paper will

President Taft In opening laud 
ed Secretary of State Knox and stat­
ed hts Indeptedneas to the state Penna. 
to city of Pittsburg and to the Ameri­
cans club for his services.

"At the head of the great state de­
partment having In charge our foreign 
relations Mr. Knox has shown the 
same Interests for guarding the Inter­
ests of his client the United States, 
and her people in dealing with foreign 
nations, as he did In protecting their 
rights against the unlawful encroach­
ments of domestic combinations of 
capital."

The president desired the recent re­
organization of the state department 
under the direction of Secretary Knox.

"The work has been done by Mr. 
Knox and the state department, and 
has been well done. We have suc­
ceeded In securing from all countries 
substantially their minimum tariff, or 
If not their minimum tariffs In terms 
such concessions as to be equivalent 
to those benefits under the minimum 
tariff denied us."

The president referred particularly 
to the negotiations with Canada and 
of these said:

Senator Dandurand said he did not 

think the bill would ever be applied 
In the case of petty peanut transac-

Seuator Wilson said that he did not 
think it was proper to refer to the 
operations of farmers In a contempt­
uous fashion.

Senator Dandurand replied that he 
had not Intended to do so. He object­
ed to the amendment. The farmers 
needed to be protected from the op­
erations of combines as much as did 
any other class of consumers. He did 

think that the bill would be ap­
plied In the way Senator Choquette 
feared, but would more likely to be 
applied against people combining and 
fixing the price at which they would 
buy from farmers.

Senator Edwards thought this bill 
one of great Importance and the time 
before prorogation too short to deal 
with It.
