Triple 1ragedy At Home Of
David Downes Near Old-
town, Me. — Latter Was
Maddened By Threat Of Wife

Bangor, Me., June 26—A double
murder and suicide occurred Sunday
morning at 9.30 o'clock on the Pren-
tiss road, 1% miles beyond Spring-
field and has thrown the community
into a state of excitement the like of
which has never before been known.

David Downes, aged 33 years, shot
and instantly kilied, with a30:30 rifle,
his motherdn-law, Mrs, Ive Woodard,
and his wife, aged 28 years. He then
turned the rifie upon himself and fired.
His death, too, was Instantaneous, Be-
cause his wife had determined to leave

by a blow on the head with some
heavy weapon in the hands of a per-
gon intend upon murder, and that rob-
bery was apparently the object of the
crime was shown by the disappear-
ance of the injured man's watch and
$75 in cash which he is known to
have had in his possession,

Although the would-be assassin has,
for the time, made a clean getaway.
the circumstances surrounding the
case clearly point to Andrew Rosa,
also an Itallan, who for some time
past has been stopping with Siracuso,
and who_was known to have been in
the house on Saturday night and who
could not be located yesterday.

Trainmen Are Not Anxious For
Strike And Conference ls
Expected To Produce Good
Results.

Montreal, June 26.—The situation In
regard to the negotiations between
the Canadian Pacific Rallway and its
trainmen now appears to be that af-
ter having served ultimatums upon
one another the two parties are look-
ing to a peaceful settlement. A con-
ference between the representatives
of the men and the company has been
arranged for tomorrow and it is pro-
phesied that this will pave the way
for an agreement, A considerable
number of the men do not want a
strike, their feelings in this regard be-
ing dictated by the fact that they
have a considerable number of years
gervice to their credit on the com-

pany's books, aud if they were to go

out they would lose this and thus be
shut out of the pension to which they
will become entitled by a few years’
more service, That interruption of a
service by a strike invalidates the pen-
sion claim was brought home to the
men by the machinists’ strike of a
couple of years ago when many men
were compelled to re-enter the com-
pany’s employ as new employes
though some of them had ten or fif-
teen years' service to their credit.
These men argue that the award of
the board of arbitration gave the men
a substantial advance, particuldrly in
the poorer paid branches of the ser-
vice, and that, taking into considera-
tion all the circumstances, the accept.
ance by the company of the award is
about as far as it should be asked to
go. There has been no change in res
gard to the Grand Trunk situation.

That no vote of the trainmen is
necessary to call a strike is the state-
ment of 8. N. Berry, Vice-President of
the Brotherhood of Conductors. He
says that the committee here has the
power to order a strike or take any
other action that they may deem fit
in the circumstances.
