Thus, in spite of the Intercolonial’s al-
leged 10w, rates, the other departments of
the government have to use what pressure
they ean bring to bear ip order to send
business to the Intercolonial,

Algo, there has been in existence for
somte time ‘s traffic arrangement’ with the
Grand Trunk, whereby . that road turns
over some five million dollars’. worth ‘of
business every year to be forwarded by the
1. C. R. from Montreal. But this agree-
ment will fiot be renewed when the Grand
Trunk Pacific has its own line through to
the ecastern. coast; there will be five million
dollars cut off the revenue of ‘the govern-
ment road at one stroke. Then with C. P.
R., G. T P, and C. N. R offering through
connections to any point in western Can-
adp, and with their connections also with
American roads, it is #afe to assume that
the steamship subsidy agreements will then
have ver ylittle effest. The foreign’ freight
agents of the three other roads will see to
it that no freight ‘worth while is routed
over the I. C. R. upon its arrival in Halifax
or 8t. John; no shipper will be likely to
employ the Intercolonial to Montreal if he
must fall back on one of the other roads
from ' that point westward.

An aggressive management,
a_nthonze_d to acquire and to build: branch
lines; might .make the eastérn. provinees
more productive; might co-operate with the
depa.rtment of the intérior and the pro-
vineml gowernment in a' land and immi-
gration polley: might transform: the meagre
Btream of local traffic which the road now
gets into a big river. This is what might
be done, and what ought, in the opinjon
of experts, fo be done. It can only be
accomplished 'by cutting out the canker of
politics; by appointing and trusting a good
management.
