Will our legislators opep
their eyes to the teachings'of the jur}
hox, and frame penalties with the viev
of securing punishment forcrime instea
of for the purpose of expressing thei
idea of its enormity? Itis idle to discus
capital punishment only in its relatior
to the Seriptures, to soefety, or to th
eternal principles of right. It must b
prescribed with due consideration fo
the scruples of juries. 1t may be con-
venient to keep it on the statute boek fo
application in cases of exceptional de
pravity,—just as the belief in eterna
scorching in fire and brimstone is con
venient when we see rascality protecte
by law and called virtue by society,—
but there should be milder punishment
from which judge and jury might se
lect.

- When the effects of the
high prices of labor, iron and coal are seen
i & slackness of manufacturing we may
look for increase. instead of diminution in
the pauperism of the great city.

The Price of Coal.

The high price of coal in England is
continually preducing new effects on im-
portant branches of trade. Steam coals
Baveso greatly inereased in price that it
is becaming a measure of economy fo re-
sarn to the-use of sailing vessels for freight ;
and this, of course, causes a check in the
manulacture of steam engines. “Gas coals
in Newcastle have gone up from 6s. 8d. to
926s. per ton, and as a natural consequence
gas compacies must get permission fromy
Parliament to inerease their rates or go in-
to Bankruptey. It would appear that the
atmost limit of production has been reach-
ed in England, for, potwitbstanding the
stimulus of unprecedently high prices, in
the county of Durbam there bas been less
coal brought to bank within the last twelve
months than there was in the previous
year, while in Northumberland the yield
was no greater than before. In the mean
time Russian coal is sauperseding English
ecoal in Soutbern Russia and the Black Sea
ports ; Pictou Fas begun to supply South
‘American ports ; English steamers in the
Baltie trade get their supplies of tuel in
Belgium ; and a recent Loundon journal
mentions a coptract completed with the
proprietors of a French colliery for ship-
ping 250,000 tons of coal to BEogland, the
first importation cf the kind that bas ever
becn made from France.

Meteors as Large as Balloons.

This year bas been unusually prolific of
meteoric phenomena, but the most extraor-
dinary celestial visitor that bas come with-

from Rome, in the shape of an aerolite,
which the eminent astronomer Father
Secchi says was as big asa balloon of the
largest size used by modern ronauts.

This meteor was observed from Rome on
th: 3lst ot Angust, about five o’clock in
the morning. Small and reddish at first,
it moved slowly forward, increasing in
light and volume, leaving & track like
vapor of a dark color. When it arrived at
a certain point it flamed brilliantly, and
nppeared as large as the moon, disappear-
ing almost immediately afterward, leaving
a long cloud, which soon assumed a twisted
form like am immense serpent. A few
minutes later a -violent' detonation was
heard, followed by two others pearer end
weaker. 'This globe of fire moved with the
velocity of lightning from the southeast,
passing in a direction obligue to the verti-
cal. 1t was also seen from other places,
some of them fifty miles from Rome.
