WHEREAS great expense in many cases iz needlessiy cast upon
Municipalities by investigations into acecidents by Fire being
unn'ecessdrily held ; Therefore Her Majesty, by and with the advice
and consent of the Legislative Council and Assembly of Canada,

enacts as follows : ’

I. In all cases, the party requiring any such investigatiofz, shall
alone be responsible for the expenses of and attending such investiga-

II. No Municipality shall be liable for any such expense unless the
