
le, she or they may appeal to the Court of
King's Bench for the District of Quebec, giv-
ing security to prosecute bis, her or their ap-
peal with effect, within flirce months next af-
ter.the date of sûch Jndgment, order or Re-
solution,

XIX. And be if further enacted by the au-
thority aforesaid, th'at the fines, penalties and
forfeitures that may be incurred under and ii
virtue of this Act, shall and may be sued for
and recovered in a summary manner before any
two df the Justices of the Peace for thé DiS-
frict of'Quebec, in their weekly Sessions, on
the oath of any one credibte wifness other than
the prosecutor or informer, one half of which
fines, penalties' and forfeitures shalt go to the
prosecutor or informer, and the other half for
the uses of the said Corporation except such,
as are otherwisé disposed of by this Act.

XX. And be it further enacted by the'autho-
rifyaforesaid, that notliing herein-contained
shall affeét or be constri'ed to affect, in any
manner or vay whatsoever, the right of His
Majesty, his Heirs 'or Successors, or of any per-
son or persons, bodies Politic or Corporate,
such only excepted as are mentioned in this Act.

XXI. And be it further enacted by the.au-
thority aforesaid, that this Act, and the powers
and authorities therein contained and conferred,
shall be and reinain in full force and effect until
the first day of May, one thousand eight hun-
dred and twenty and no longer, and
the same shall be held and considered:as a pub-,
Iic Act, and as such shall be judicially noticed
by all Judges, Justices of the Peace, and others
whom it may concern; without being specially
pleaded.
