The decreae in the size of the fur pack was partly attris
butable to the Indiang being less active in their hunting and
trapping and partly on aceount of the fur bearing animals being

lese numerous in the country, The competition of white hunters
and trappers had also an effect in bringing about the reduct-
ion of the Indian fur pack, Right years ago there had been
‘virtually no white trappers in the comntry, and settlement
neturally drove the wild animals further back necessitating
greater offort in securing thems - Another roéuon for the
lessened pack was found in the fact that the Indians might be
tréppins and making money thereby when they were potlaching,
the potlach prsctice having incredsed probably five hundred

por cent; when the Indiang were makiné éood money &t handlogging
wag the time of the rapid growth of potlachinges The potlach
had decidedly grown during the past 25 years, it was a eign

of prosperity in that when the Indians héd monei they would
potlach, Ravoiting again to agriculture in the Kwawkewlth

~ Agency, in hie ophnion the soil, climatic conditions, etcs,

in certain parte of the Agency would be suitable for farmings
1f they had good soil and some assisiance in practical instruet-
ion, the younger generation of Indians would adapt thomeselves
to agriculture, With respect to educationsl facilities in
the Agency, there were the Industrial for Boys, the Giris"
School and the Day School at Alert Bay, as well as a day school
at Cape ludge., There had been a number of applications for
admittance to the Industrial school which had necessarily been
refused bdoaupo of insuffioclency of accom:odation there, snd
the daym schoole except at Alert Bay had proven absolute fail-
ures beednss of the néuadis habids of the Indiane, who were
alwaye frekking about, taking their children with thems. As to

~ the Industrial School at Alert Bay: It ccoupied a good site in a
good location and had some good -soil,although the land was Yory
hard to oleare The part that had been put under eultivation
