Joberty was involved in an aceident which might be attributable
to an error in judgment with the result that the aircraft was
seriously damaged. This would call for the issue of an effieial

warning in the ordinary course of events but it is believed that,
be

under the cireumstances, no further astion need taken to
acquaint the pilot with his responsibility in observing all pre-
cautions required by the ordinary practice of the air, ete. ‘
