With reference to letter free D.I.A.R., Bdnonton,2,
dated February 2Jrd, 1948 (folio 157)* you will note that Mr
Joberty waa Involved In an eecident which night be attributable 
to an error In Judgment with the result that the aircraft wee 
aerlouely damaged. This would call for the leans of an official 
warning In the ordinary course of events but it le believed that, 
wider the elrcueetancec, no further action need be taken te 
acquaint the pilot with hie respenclblllty In obeerving all pre- 
cawtlone required by the ordinary practice of the air, etc.
