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GOLDEN JIBILEKOKST. BASIL’S

The Golden Jubilee of St. Basil's 
Parish will be celebrated on Sunllay, 
the 30th 1 net., a:id the festivities will 
be continued into the week following. 
Priests and people are now working 
to make the event the success which 
so important an event in so import­
ant a parish deserves it should lie. 
Apart from the fact that the culmin­
ation of a hall century of labor in 
any good work is always matter for 
congratulation, the realization 1:1 the 
present instance has at least one, if 
not more, unique features. It is the 
first instance of a parish in charge 
of others than the seuular clergv of 
Toronto, culminating a Golden Jubi­
lee of work. The event marks fifty 
yeais of the labors of the UaMlian 
Fathers as parish-workers amongst 
the people of the northern section of 

•the city. That these labors have 
been productive of plenteous and good 
results is obvious to tiie pu lie gen­
erally and to the people ol St Basil’s 
no proof is wanting to make them af- 
fum that their patisu is tn:Hid lo 
none in the Archdiocese. It is al­
most impossible to sneak of St Vas­
il's church and pan ill without at the 
same time thinking of the important 
college to which .t is no closely at­
tached and the idei of I he Jubilee 
celebration brings belore the mini 
the fitly years' work amongst 
the par shloaers and the separ­
ate, though concurrent, work of 
the college, and the aggregate 
forms a vast and almost colossal 
monument to the endeavors of tne 
scholarly and energetic sons of SI 
Basil. So many names, too, seem to 
come up from the past, reminding us 
that the now fair and smil­
ing aspect of the church and
parish at Clover Hill was not al­
ways in view, but that out of a pri­
nk live and pioneer prospect has been 
hewn and moulded the present pro­
gressive and substantial institutions. 
The name of Mr. Wm. Hay lives as 
the architect of the church building, 
end that ol Mr. John Klinsley as the 
zealous convert whose heart finds a 
zesting place within its portals. Then 
those earnest and saintly pioneers, 
Bishop de Charboimel, who brought 
the Basilians to Toronto, Rev. Father 
Soulerin, their first Superior; Rev. 
Father Vincent, who succeeded him 
and whose memory is still as a sweet 
odor in the minds of many. Again, 
there is the work of some still with 
us—Rev. Doctor Teefv, whose scho­
larly attainments diffused themselves 
through the life ol the college and in­
cidentally into the parish, and later 
still, Rev Father Cushing, whose la­
mented illness is still cause lor re­
gret. Another name, too, occurs 
which brings up years of fatigue 
borne for the people of St. Basil's 
during summer suns and winter 
frosts, borne, too, under the burden 
of much physical disability, hut al­
ways with composure and Christian 
strength, until the dread Reaper fin- 
* 11 y laid a decisive hold upon the 
litbeito tireless hand and brain. The 
same of Father Laurence Brennan 
brings all this to mind and with the 
thought of the coming Jubilee cele­
bration comes the remembrance of 
the last appearance of this one-time 
zealous pastor of St. Basil’s, when 
•n the Feast of Corpus Christi he 
who already seemed to have had vi­
sions of the near approach of celestial 
singers, led the little ones of the 
parish, while they voiced sweet sound­
ing hymns |ind scattered whitest 
bloom in the path of the Heavenly 
Guest. Then, with the appointment 
of Rev. N. \ Kelly, the present Cas­
tor of St. Basil’s, a fresh chapter in 
which vitality and energy are charac- 
ieristic features, was opened, form­
ing the last in a volume replete 
with endeavor for a fruitful harvest 
in the particular vineyard wmked by 
the Basilian Fathers in Toronto.

The Jubilee will be celeb- .ted at 
the High Mass at St. Basil oi Sun­
day, the 30th, when III- Grace the 
Archbishop of Toronto will preside, 
and their Lordships the Bi-hop* of 
I'eterboro, Hamilton, Sai Ste. 
Marie arid Albany, N.Y., - also be 
present. Again at Ye « several 
distinguished prelates wi in at­
tendance. Special sen will he
preached and the fund through­
out the day will be coin. . ted by 
members of the Hierarch a;.d clergy 
wno were attending S Michael’s 
College fifty years previous. Amongst 
those, in addition to the illustrious 
prelates already named, may be em- 
tioned the names of Rev. Fathers 
Northgravr, ffeenan, Ferguson, Cher- 
rier and Murray. On Monday, Oct. 
1st the annuaj meeting of the College 
Alumni Association will lake plaie, 
forming on the occasion a feature of 
the Jubilee A dinner will also he 
given at the college on the same date. 
Details of functions will be published 
later. The celebration promises to 
be on a dignified and elaborate scalo 
m keeping with the standing and re­
tord of the parish it represents.

Another parishioner has 
had the entire interior, walls, seats, 
etc., renovated, and still another 
whose name is to be concealed for 
all time, is erecting a handsome win­
dow to the memory of Rev. Father 
Sulerin, first Superior of the Basil­
ians.

out. Then we had the Montreal Type 
Foundry, owbed by Mr. Palsgrave, 
who was an English Catholic and a 
very consclentir us man. But not be­
ing a practical typv-fbunder himself, 
his wares did not always give satis­
faction. The name ol his foreman 
was Drummond, a large, fleshy man, 
and a great talker. The late I). K. 
Feehan of Toronto, was a bookkeeper 
with Mr. Palsgrave and in 181!) he es­
tablished him in Toronto with a 
branch. Mr. Feehan was a man of 
education and system and made a suc ­
cess ol the business heir. He it was 
with the aid of the late French Con­
sul, Mr. W J. Maedonell, established 
the Toronto Savings Bank, from 
which Mi Eugene O’Keefe and Col. 
Mason, the present manager of the 
Home Savings Bank, both graduated, 
and both have become very successful 
business men, still with us; hut poof 
Feehan, on account of an unfortunate 
marriage, became dissipated and dis­
appeared from here, hut no one seems 
to know what became of him, al­
though It is surmised lie went to 
Mexico and there joined the Emperor 

| Maximillian and lost his life. Poor 
Feehan' he had a very formal me­
thod about him, hut he was a gentle­
man and a man to be Invert. 1 knew 
him well and it was with him I learn­
ed the printers’ furnishing business 
myself, and became his successor, lie 
organized an Irish military coin pane 
in Toronto, of which he was captain. 
The late Senator O’Donohoe, Martin 
Hayes, and Eugene O'Keefe were 11n- 
other principal officers. The late 
Patrick Boyle was also an officer of 
thaï company.

But to go back to the type busi­
ness. Geo. Bruce, whose advertise­
ment I have referred to, was the man 
who invented the first type casting 
machine and was a very enterprising 
man, and he died very rich. His son 
of the same name succeeded him, and 
I had years ago many transactions 
with him. But if the cider Bruce 
were alive now he would notice a 
verx different condition of things in 
bot-h type-making and press-building 
from what existed in his days. In no 
business has there been a greater 
change. In .Toronto, where even a 
lead was not cast fifty tears ago, 
there ate now four or five houses en­
gaged in the business; the material of 
two of them, viz., Miller A Richards’ 
Scotch type, and Stephenson, Blake 
A Co’s English type, I was the (list 
to Introduce in this market.

The local advertisers were not many 
but I have a recollection of them all. 
The druggists take the lead. There 
were four of them then in Hamilton: 
John Winer, T. Dickie, M. C.

titier and C. H Webster. They 
all advertised Fahnestock's \ ermi­
tage for the care of worms. John 
Winer was the one I knew best. He 
occupied a store in the Stinson block 
on the north side ol King street west. 
John Winer was also a manufacturing 
chemist, who had several compounds 
of his own in the market. He had t 
good deaf of printing t» do and Mr. 
Robetteon, who printed The Catholic, 
got it all. Winer was successful. He 
had a family ol several daughters and 
one son that I will remembei. The 
family, I believe, had an inclination 
to be Catholics, and two ol the daugh­
ters, who were Hamilton's brightest 
belles, married Catholic husbands. 
The eldest married Washington Brega 
nrother of the late Charles Brega of 
Chicago, who then resided in Hamil­
ton, and afterwards became a pro­
minent new spapei man in Washington, 
V.S.; another married Captain Mas­
son of the steamer “Sir Charles," 
that plied between Toronto and Ham­
ilton. Whom the third married 1 
now forget. The son, Mr. William 
Wi'er, became tfc- hti.band of' Mi 
Elizabeth King, youngest daughter - f 
Dr. and Mrs. John King ol Toront" 
well known and highly respected mem­
bers of the Toronto aristocracy ol 
tliose days, and leaders in Catholic 
circles. He was a physician also, and 
when the War ol the Rebellion broke 
out Dr. Winer joined Mulligan’s Itish 
Biigade of Chicago as army suigeon 
and went to the front. Hr after­
wards practised medicine in Chicago. 
Although all are now dead and gone, 
the name of John Winer A Co. still 
holds good ever a wholesale drug 
store on the south side ol King St., 
in Hamilton

A. II. Armour /. Co., were promin­
ent booksellers and stationers in 
Hamilton in those days. They oecu- 

1 pied more than half a column ol "The 
Catholic" advertising the Wuverly No­
vels, a "Digest of the Criminal 
Laws," “Fame and Glory ol Eng­
land Vindicated," and “Every Boy’s 
Book"; also Catholic Prayer-books. 
This firm was very prominent in those 
days and had stores in Toronto and 
Montreal as well as Hamilton. ! have 
a distinct recollection of Mr. Armour 
who used to wear a monicle and if 
w as said owned a glass eye.

Tlivre were two advertisers who oc­
cupied space in the paper—Messrs. 
Hamilton, Wilson A C’o., who an­
nounced the opening of a branch of 
their business in Hamilton, und'-r the 
direction of Messrs. Sanders & Rob­
inson, as a cabinet, furniture and oil 
and color warehouse, on King slice! 
west, next door to Sam Kerr’s gro­
cery. Mr. Hamilton wi s a v/ell- 
known business man in Toronto,many 
years later, and I recollect him well.

The other Toronto business ir.en 
who advertised were Messrs. La.nb 
A Brittain, maniifacturers of Lanin’s 

I blacking, who announced that they 
Iliad commenced the manufacture of 
printing ink. Their place of business 

|was at one of the corners of Yonge 
• and Tempérance streets, 1 think 
[where Dineen’s is now. I well re- 
; member Peter Lamb, who often called 
at out printing office.

The only Hamilton merchants who 
advertised in “The Catholic" were 
Messrs. Price A Mitchell, whose store 
was on the north-east corner ol King 

janil James street, and advertised new 
arrivals of dry goods. They previous­
ly were located at a corner ol King 

'and 11 ugh.son streets, under the firm 
name ol W. G. Price A Co., but 
which of the four corners is not stat­
ed. Colin C. Ferry A Co. occupied 
the south-west corner; S. Oliver, auc­
tioneer, the southeast corner; Day- 
loot A Co., boot and shoe manufac­
turers, the northwest corner; and a 
druggist the northeast corner; and 1 
am at a loss to make out the exact 
location of the firm on King and 
lliighson streets, but memory often 
plays the acutest observer a trick. 
There may be one or two men yet 
alive in Hamilton who could eluci­
date this mystery lor me. There are 
Mi. John Patterson, who is not yet 
too old to be engaged in building 
railroads, and Mi David Galbraith, 
a former man of business, and now a 
man of large property, who has 
spanned the ninetv year arch and who 
a short time ago told me he remem­
bered me when a boy.

One more reference to those adver­
tisers of the good old days and 1 am 
done. Samuel McCurdy advertised a 

(“reduction in the price of tailoring." 
Dear Mr. McCurdy. If there was a 
gentleman in Hamilton lie was one. 
His (dace of business was on John 
sticet, about half a block north of 
King street, on the east side. He 
was a true Irishman and a sincere, 
good Catholic, who had always a 
helping hand held out to those who 
needed it, and a kind word for those
