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Auto Tongue Truck on Deering and 
McCormick Binders 

SELF-STEERING FEATURE
The binder is purposely thrown out of square 

in this illustration in order to show clearly the 
steering action of the tongue truck wheels.

When the outer end of a binder platform 
starts to hang back, it pulls the tongue truck 
toward the grain.

Any movement of this tongue truck toward 
the grain turns the truck wheels in the opposite 
direction and at so great an angle that they 
automatically steer the binder back to its proper 
square cutting position, with the horses moving 
steadily straight ahead.

The truck wheels turn faster than the tongue 
as shown by the dotted lines.
