The General wae vleably consumed 
with rage at the powers whom he 
thought he had served well, who 
had tacitly sanctioned hie procedure 
but who let him go " for the good of 
the service " when the searchlights 
of publicity had penetrated to far-off 
Punjab and revealed tbe dark deed 
to the eyes of an awe-stricken civi­
lized world.

Those who met General Dyer to 
day noted his kindly blue eyes and 
wondered at the utter absence in bis 
face of that iron thread in his char­
acter which prompted the bloodiest 
act in a generation of British rule in 
India. He has a thick set lane which 
ie burned brick red from thirty five 
yeare of service in India.

LECTURE ON CHINA

The popular saying that one half 
the world does not know bow the 
other lives was forcibly brought 
home to those who assisted at the 
illustrated lecture on China given in 
Congress Hall on the evening of 
Ascension Day.

The views that were screened were 
without doubt very interesting and 
instructive, but it was tbe simple 
recital cf facts accompanying each 
picture that especially impressed the 
audience. Unlike the average lec­
turer who perhaps has been a part 
once of the scene that is ilnng on the 
canvas bat whose interest in it is 
altogether impersonal, Father Fraser 
has lived, toiled, prayed and—it must 
have been so—suffered in ail tbe 
places and among all tbe people that 
he sets before his listeners.

The missionary spirit of St. Paul 
and the zeal for souls of St. Francis 
Xavier seem to have mot and found 
a permanent lodging in the heart of 
this admirable priest who has spent 
fifteen years in the missions in 
China, so few in number, so scanty 
in material resources. For the 
Chinese themselves, their industry, 
simplicity, intelligence and goodness 
of domestic life the reverend lecturer 
had only words of praise and affec­
tion. In tenth, as they looked in the 
pictures, it would be hard not to be 
touched particularly by the artless, 
Winning faces of the little folks who 
had fallen into the hands of Father 
Fraser.

The spiritual wants of the dense 
hordes that form the population of 
400,000,000 Chinese, he said, 
appalllnglygreat. Churches, chapels, 
schools, hospitals and orphanages 
under Catholic supervision are badly 
needed. Bat most important of all 
is the dearth of priests, religions and 
catechists. While what be alone has 
done, told in so modest a fashion, in 
the matter of instruction and in the 
administration of the sacraments is 
simply colossal, what remains to do 
beggars all description.

So great has been the Interest 
aroused in the prodigies that it has 
been neoeesary for the Bishop of 
Santander, in which diooese Liampiae 
is located, to take vigorous steps to 
stamp out the aclivitiee of unscrupu­
lous merchants who would take 
advantage of the devotion to com­
mercialize tbe ■«roundings of the 
image and to reap profit through the 
sale of pictures and replicas.

Already one miracle has been 
recorded as a result of direct suppli­
cation to el Santo Crleto del Agonie. 
The manifestations have increaaed 
in frequency since the sacred image 
was first seen to open and shut its 
eyes by a little servant maid of the 
parish of Limpiee, called Franctioa. 
Priests and laymen, women and 
children, including many persons 
who before " did not believe in 
miracles," have seen the miraculous 
happenings.

Typical ot the manifestations is 
that described by Father Joseph 
Knbio Martinez, who mads a pilgrim­
age of more than one hundred miles 
on foot to the shrine.

“ I said Mass at halt past eleven," 
relates Father Martinez, “ hut saw 
nothing until a quarter past one. At 
this time I began to note that the 
eyes of the sacred image moved in 
different direotlene. and I pat myself 
on my guard not to be the victim ot 
an illeeion ; looked away from time 
to time, screwed up my eyes, 
changed my place and my posture 
and asked for glasses, ot which I 
need three pairs.

" The eyes of the image continued 
to move, now to the right, new to 
the left, then towards the celling, 
then in front ; its glances were sad 
but serene at timer, bet again severe, 
reflecting a terrible interior conflict; 
one was gentle, as if contemplating 
some objeet which assuaged all the 
pain previously suffered ; at other 
times they implored mercy ; I saw 
the figure breathe, open and close 
the mouth ; I saw the eyas full of 
tears ; I saw the face turn livid and 
die as a victim of the interior 
struggle. I was witness of all this 
for three quarters cf an hour."

A layman, Don Agab Sanchez, 
reports that he " saw the movement 
of the eyes, not once, but one hun­
dred timsa."

Dr. J. Jose Nevada, physician of 
Castro-UrdiaUs. beers witness to the 
miracle recorded through interces­
sion to el Santo del Agonla in the 
case ot Father Vincente Rodriguez 
Miranda, coadjutor ot the parish ot 
Santa Marie, who had been stricken 
with partial paralysis and halt ot 
whose body was affected.

The priest, who was sixty-seven 
years old, had been a faithful devotee 
of the Sacred Heart. One day while 
lying in bed he took a picture of the 
crucifix in bis right hand and placing 
it in the effected left hand made the 
following prayer : " It ie forty yeare, 
O Lord, since I have been meditating 
on yonr five wounds and on the 
sorrows of the Blessed Virgin. Each 
day have I said the fifteen decades of 
the rosary. Remember that I am 
yonr servant and let me not be help­
less in my old age, bnt nevertheless 
Thy will he done."

Shortly thereafter he fell into a 
slumber for five or ten minutes and 
when ha awoke his cure 
plete.

BUYING WITHOUT NEED

As long as people ioelet on Indis­
criminate buying, just eo long will 
prices continue to be high. Mer­
chants are human, and It Ie not their 
praci ice to taro away customers. An 
easy buyer makes an exacting seller. 
Where there is no question of price, 
it is not likely that philanthropy will 
guide the fixing of it. The cupidity 
of the seller found easy pickings in 
the recklessness of the buyer. The 
latter «pent like a drunken eallcr. 
He bought what he did not need, end 
he wasted for those who might need. 
He indulged in a debauch of buying, 
and his imagination being limited he 
thought little about comforts. He 
wanted what he conceived to be 
luxuries. The man bonght silk shirts 
and the madam jewelry and fate. 
There was no thought ol any bar­
gaining. The price asked was paid 
without question. If the baying had 
stopped at needless luxuries matters 
might not have come to such a bad 
pass. But food came into the same 
category. The art of shopping wae 
laid aside. The grocer and butcher 
asked the utmost, because his 
tomer seemed to want jnat this. The 
ordinary commodities were boosted 
two to four hundred per cent. Fair 
price commission and other futile 
endeavors had no effect, on lowering 
prices. The Government threatened, 
but prices went up. And they are 
still going np, The only care for 
high prices ie to stop buying. The 
only things that arc indispensable. 
This is now not only an economic 
duty, bnt it is a patriotic and relig­
ious one ae well.—New World.

The announcement made some 
days ago that the owners of a cloth­
ing shop In an Eastern City had 
been fined thirty thousand dollars 
for "profiteering," probably drew 
three hearty cheers from the public 
at large. Students ot economics 
interested in a scientific study of the 
causes of high prices, 
restrained. No doubt they shared 
the general feeling of approbation to 
the extent of saying that the Govern­
ment's action was good as far 
it went. This, of course, is fully 
equivalent to saying that it certainly 
did not go far enough, 
time, they were disinclined to look 
upon the whole affair as anything 
more serious than a display of 
official zeal and firmness, planned 
not in complete disregard cf the 
effect on the forthcoming political 
campaign. This judgment is not 
in any sense a criticism of the 
court's decision, which was just and 
in full accordance with the purpose 
of the law. it is mainly a criticism 
of the law under which those piratas 
were convicted.

Profiteering will never be ended, 
or much checked, by punishment 
which consists in a fine only. Fin­
ing might have a more powerful 
effect, were the tinea imposed large 
enough to put the offender out of 
business, permanently or for a term 
of years. Short of this penalty, a 
fine ie simply a license to continue 
an iniquitous and profitable

There was a time when 
bII American munoipalities sought 
to curb a particularly unpleasant 
form of evil by fining the offenders. 
The practice had very little deterrent 
effect, no remrdlal value at all, and 
in reality was nothing but a city 
license. Hence it is not surprising 
that this procedure, once common, 
is now almost universally discarded. 
Today cITonders of Ibis type are 
either jailed, or sent to refuges in 
the hope of a moral reconstruction.

Short of a miracle, there is email 
hope of awakening profiteers to a 
sense of decency, and tha law cannot 
reasonably take 
account.

THE AMRITSAR MASSACRE
A special cable dispatch from the 

Universal Service Correspondent in 
London, dated May 4 th, says ;

“It was my dirty duty 1"
Thus Brigadier General R. E. H. 

Dyer, ex commander ol the British 
troops in India, today explained his 
order to a small squad of troops in 
April, 1919, to fire into a crowd of 
five thousand unarmed Indian 
civilians at Amritsar until their 
ammunition was exhausted, the most 
horrible massacre since the Indian 
mutinies. Dyer's men killed 500 and 
wounded 1,500 in less than a quarter 
of an hoar.

First praised for his action by his 
chief, then when after nearly a year’s 
complete suppression of the affair 
the world learned of it and shud­
dered with horror — reprimanded, 
investigated and ordered to reiign, 
General Dyer arrived in London 
today to protest against being made 
the scapegoat. He said :

“I am a soldier. It took me thirty 
seconds to decide that the shooting 
was necessary to rave British rule in 
Punjab ( the province in which 
Amritsar lies ).

SHOT TO HELP BRITAIN

“ It bas taken the Government a 
year to decide that I did wrong. 
Every Englishman I have met in 
India approved ot my aot, horrible
as it was.

“At the time no one in authority 
condemned me. On the contrary, I 
was given command ol another 
operation afterward, as a result ol 
which I was complimented by the 
general officer commanding the 
troops in India.
