August 4th, 1871.
(From the New York Independent.)
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Probably not one in five hundred of your
readers have any distinct or satisfactory know-
ledge of one of the most picturesque and at-
tractive islands in this Western Hemisphere.
1t is destined to become a popular summer re-
sort when direct railway communication is com-
pleted between this city and Portland. I have
just returned from a delightful vist to the Is-
land, and bave jotted down some of my plea
sant impressions. But the balmy, bracing air,
the repose and the restfulness,and the fragrance
of clover fields cannot be transferred to this
epistle.

I left this bhotel in St. John (the finest, by
tbe way, which has been opened in the British
Provinces, and conducted in our Yankee fash-
jon) on Saturday morning last. We took the
cars to Shediac, reaching there at noon. The
Straits of Northumberland, which separate
Prince Edward Island from the mainland, are
about thirty miles wide at Shediac; at Cape
‘Craverse they are but nine miles wide, and
during the long savage winter, mails and pas-
sengers are carried acrosg on the ice. We
found a staunch steamer waiting for us, and af-
ter nine hours of bewitching sail along the
green shores of the isl.nds we reached Char-
lottetown at nine o'clock. A full moon was
throwing its silver light over the water of Hills-
borough River, and over the soft lawn of the
*“ Government House,” as we passed by and
headed for the pier. A group of {riends met,
and welcomed us with the characteristic hospi-
tality of the Islanders. More people land at
the foot of Cortland Street in ten minutes than
land here in ten months ; so we had not drivers
to thrust their whips in our faces, and no crowd
to tramp on our corns. If the Divine Teacher
had dwelt in New York, instead of Judea, he
might bave added to the beautitudes one some-
thing like this: ¢ Blessed are ye when men shall
no longer run over you.” In an bhour after
landing, I found myself domesticated at * Mount
Edward,’ the hospitable villa of Charles Pal-
mer, Esq.; in the neighbourhood of Charlotte-
town. “The first thing that struck me was the
English look of the verdure. It would seem as
it the British autbority which rules the island
bad transferred to its grass and foliage that
deep luxuriant green which is the charm of an
English landscape. No scorching suns burn
the meadows brown, or scar the forests in Au
gust, as withut. A large majority of all the
trees in the island are evergreen—the tew decid-
ous trees being white birch, maple, or oak.
None of these trees arc lofty in growth ; nor is
there anything approaching to a mountain. It
is one rich rolling, arable farm from Cape East
clear up to Cape North. Potatoes grow in such
abundance tlat they can be purcbased fora
quarter of a dollar per bushel. Fine fowls can
be got for twenty cents, and strawberries for
three or four cents 1 quart! So that a parson
there is * passing rich’ at a salary of one thou-
sand dollars in bullion. I pay as much for car-
fare in Brooklyn, as many a pastor pays tor
house-rent on the Island ! I am afraid tha* if
the Yankees take to summering there the pri-
ces will soon be demoralized. An American's
pocket is a ** bag tull of holes.”

Prince Edward Island is about one hurdred
and forty miles in length, Its greatest width
is thirty miles; its least is six. About ninety
thousand people dwell on its fertile fields, ma-
ny of them drawing their livlihood from the
abundant fisheries on the shores. The income
into the public tieasury is so moderate that it
would not keep Tammany Hall running for a
week ! If the municipal magistracy of our me-
tropolis were banished thither there would not
be plunder enough to keep their dexterous fin-
gers * in practice.’ Of the population more
than one-third are Roman Catholic. A few of
the * Micmac ' tribe of Indians still linger on the
island ; but the backbone of the community is
canny Scotch.

[ preached last Sunday morning in St. James'
kirk, to an audience which looked as it it might
have been gathe:ed from the Grampians or the
Gorbals.

Unfortunately he had never studied the effects
of evaporation, and thought the boiling process
would be helped by keeping the kettles closely
covered. Day after day he boiled away, and
expected the sugar to form at the bottom of the
kettles. Evaporation was partially securcd
by the steam : aising the covers of the kettles,
and their contents grew gradually sweeter.
Fresh sap was coastantly supplied, and the
sugar looked for; but no sugar appeared. It
never occurred to the poor fellow that, to get
sugar, he must cease putting in sap, and boil
all down to a certain consistency. Business
brought a member of the family some forty

miles trom home, where he witnessed the opé-

ration, and the mystery was solved. On his

return sugar was soon produced, and the family

luxuriated on the delicious product ot the ma-

ple, and thanked God for planting in the wil-
derness a tree so useful, whether living or
dead. Our boiling friend acquired such intense
admiration tor the maple that he vowed his axe

should touch them not—an unprofitable decisi-

on, as will appear. A giant crop of these favo-

rites grew where he intended to clear for crop;

all other kinds of trees were removed, and the

corn and potatos planted beneath the sturdy

sugar maple. Alas, the ample foliage of their

wide-spread limbs so shaded and dwarfed the

growing crops beneath, that the luckless settler

became convinced the same ground could not

yield at the same time two such crops. With

WRITING FOR NEWSPAPERS.

Some people estimate the ability of a news-
paper and the talent of its editor by the quanti-
ty of original matter which it contains. The
Literary Journal truthtully says: *‘ It is com-
paratively an easy task for a frothy writer to
pour out daily columns of words—words upon
any and all subjects. His idcas may flow in
‘ one weak, washy, everlasting flood,” and his
command of language may enable him to string
them together like bunches of onions, and yet
his paper may be a meagre and poor concern.
Indeed,the mere writing part of editing a paper,
is but a small portion of the work. The care,
the time employed in selecting is by far the
more important, and the tact of a good editor
is better shown by his selections than anything
else; and that we all know is balt the battle.
But, as we have said, an editor ougkt to be es-
timated and his labors understood and appreci-
ated by the general conduct of bis paper—its
tone—its temper—its uniform, consistent conrse
—its aimp—its manliness—its dignity— its pro-
priety. To preserve these as they should be
preserved, is enough to occupy fully the time
and atteniion of any man. It to this be
added the generpl supervision of the news-
paper establishment, which most editors have
to encounter, the wonder is how they can find
time to write at all.

To his regular, simple, and prudent habits
doubtless, under Providence, Mr. Tuzo owed
bis long and healthful life ; for once or twice he
was visited by effusions of blood trom the lungs
or chest, which might easily have become chro-
nic and fatal.

In the commencement of his religious life he
esnbewed all use or abuse of tobacco or intoxi-
cating drinks, and threw the weight of his ad-
vice and example against them to the end.
Bathing in the clear waters of the beautiful sea
fast by his own bome, he practiced daily, in
summer and in winter for many years; while
pleasant walks about the old homestead or down
to Hamilton afforded him sufficient exercise.
He rejoiced in the works of natore, and all
living creatuies found sympatby with him who
delighted to administer to their joys, and allevi-
ate it he could their sufferings.

He was known as a true and fast friend to
the poor and needy. None ever came to bim
for aid in vain. Along the road they met him
1o ask and receive,” and at his office in the
town pensioners regulary waited on his liberal-
ity. To his family connectiops he was uncom-
monly kind, attentive, and benevolent, not
sparing his own resources that they might be
comforted.

The institutions of an enlarged philanthropy,
such as the Missionary Society, the Bible So-
ciety, and the Temperance Society, received
to the end his prayers, his co operation, and
his contributions.

His domestic life was one of extraordinary
beauty and blessedness. United in holy wed-
lock to one who was truly the complement to
his being, their married life was one long sum-
mer day, with showers and passing clouds, it
is true, whose brightness and sweetuess knew
no abiding echpse.
