Ever since the war began Eng­

land has been making lavish use or 
newspaper advertising in further­
ance of war schemes. Whenever 
men or money have been wanted,
Immediate resort has been made to 
public appeal through the newspa­
per advertising columns. The work 
has not been left to amateurs. The 
best writers of advertising “copy” 
have been seconded by able artists.
The result has been some of the 
most striking -and effective adver­
tising that has ever been produced.
The advertisements have carried a 
direct personal challenge to 
such as only the slacker and the 
stolidly Indifferent could well, res­
ist. The advertisements have even 
attracted notice' on this side of the 
Atlantic, and many United States 
newspapers have reproduced some 
of the advertisements as illustrating 
a unique phase of war making.

Is there pot in this remarkable 
advertising campaign an object les- 

for theifchureh? Why should the 
church not make similar 
newspaper advertising to enlist 
and women In the service of King 
of Kings? Jt will be answered, of 
course, that' advertising lor war ser­
vice is different, in that it makes 
appeal t > Àhe heroic and to 
spirit of self-sacrificë. These fac­
tors have no doubt contributed to 
the success of war advertising. It 
would be useless to advertise that 
which nobody wants or nobody 
needs. Has the church nothing that 
men need ? If it-hasn’t it would be 
useless to advertise. If it has, why 
should it not make use of so effective 

means of reaching the man in the 
street' who to-,day is indifferent or 
evep antagonistic to the Church?

But another factor has contri­
buted to the' value of England’s war 
advertising, It has-been bold, can­
did and direct in its appeal. Every 
advertisement, in illustration and 
reading matter has brought the men 
of the natipn face |'o'face with vital 
facts. Mqa have been faced with a 
crisis in ffiêir livéis. Every adver­
tisement has been a real challenge.
What is there in tb’ese appeals that 
could not—7-nay, that should not—• 
be duplicated by the Church?

The maintenance ,pf a vigorous, 
purposeful church is' as vital to the 
welfare of the nation and the Em­
pire as the''winding of the war. Men 

fighting to*day on the battle­
fields' of Warifcê mid Flanders for 
just these thidfes tliat' the Church 
stands for-tüthb'frffnctples of human" 
liberty an* justice"dor the rights of 
the weak and the oppressed, for the 
triumph of righteouness and truth.
These are the very foundations on 
which the Church is established.
Yet while - our brave men fight 
abroad, men at borné maintain an 
attitude of indifference . to the 
Church. Their attitude constitutes 
a challenge -to the Church.

Let the 'Church meet the chall­
enge. If men need the Church— 
and they do—let us; show them. If 

, the Church has anything worth 
While to offer them—and it has— 
let the Church say so with a clear 
and convincing declaration. The 
Church to-day is on the defensive.
It is challenged daily for its alleged 
ineffective service, both from with­
in and without the pulpit. If the 
criticism is undeserved, let the 
Church' boldly assert itself and 
claim that nlace of leadership that 
rightfully belongs to it.
