SOME LIVELY ARGUMENTS RE HELD

Fraud and Willful Misrepresen-
tation Is Alleged.

QUESTION OF JURISDICTION.

The Wiiole Thing Is Ciglmed by .the
Plaintiffs’ Counsel as Being the
Rottenest on Record.

The first round in what will prob-
ably be a long drawn out legal" battle
took place-in the gold commissioner’s
court this morning, the case at fssue
being Hartley et al. vs. Matson et al,,
better known as one of - the concesion
cases. Some time ayo Hartley in
company with some 20 or 30 co-plain-
tiffs staked claims within the bound-
aries, 8o it i said, of the Matson con-
cession -on Bonaunza, which lies on
the lett limit of the creek between
Fox gulch aid Adams cieek, .the down
hill boundary being 500 feet up the
hill from the creek and extending
back toward the summit a distance of
bhalf a mile. Som¢ of the best hill-
gides and benches1n the Klondike dis-
trict are ‘embraced within the limits
of this concession, which the stakers
claim was in the first place acquired
by fraud and the grossest kind of mis-
representation. Not only that, but
after the concession was granted the
houndary lines were extended, taking
in additional ground of very great
value, and thus effectually closing that
particular tract from entry by bona
fide miners and prospectors, ;

When the 'plaintiffs in the action
made appiication to record their lpea-
tions, they were refused upon/ the
ground that they were within the limits
of a coucession and the ground/conse-
quently was not open to-location. It
is to test the validity of lease a/held by
the copcessionaires that the  present
action is farought Woodworth/ & Black
and Gwiltim & Crisp are gppearing
for the plaintiffs and Pattullo/ & Rid-
ley tor the defense. Argument during
the foremcon was confined entirely to
the question of jurisiction of the gold
commissioner. Counsel for defense in-
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sisted that that was the first matter to
be decided and vigorously resisted tl.e
attempt of plaintifis to introduce any
evidence until that point had beéen
passed  upon. Defendants also desired
certain issues struck out as having no
bearing upon the case to which Attor-
ney Woodworth replied that he ‘‘pro.
posed to show up the whole thing as
being the most rotten in the history
of the country,’”’ and insisted that
the case should be heard on all sides
He followed with a long and strong
and strong argument in stpport of his!
position, but refused to disclase the
nature of his case or the evidence he
would adduce at the trial. Counsel
on both sides indulged in several sharp
retorts, bright bits of repartee flying
about most promiscuously, Attornmey
Pattullo at one time characterizing the
remarks of his learned friend as be-
ing mere ‘‘twaddle.’’

Without hearing the arguments to
be presented* by the learned counsel,
Gold - Commissioner '‘Senkier announ-
ced that it would be impossible for
him to decide the question asto his
jurisdiction. and requested that they
submit their arguments. In opening
the case for the defense, Aftorney Pat-
tullo among other things stated that
the attorney general of the Dominion
was the only person whio could proper-
ly bring an action to have a hydraulic
lease set aside, and that the plaintis

rights granted holders of free mining
certificates as to staking ground are
confitied to Dominion Jand alone.

Pattullo spoke at comsiderable length
in support of his argumment.

For the plaintfis Mr. Woodworth
hinted that the ground sought to he
recorded by his clients was not within
the boundaries of the concession at all,
a tact that he proposed to show at the
trial. Concernng the grantng of the

| hydraulic lease he stated that he would

prove thut it had been secured through
frand and misrepresentation; that: the
applicant had stated in his application
that the ground was worthless except
as worked on a large scale with expen-
sive machinery, whereas portions of it
wetre very rich; that it was not suitable
for placer mining except by means of
hydraunlics, which was untrue; that the
extension of the boundarigs had beert
secured by the same illegal means and
false affidavits; that the ground in
question had never been withdrawn
from location, mor had it
put up for sale as required by
regulations.
