OUR SHORE FISHERIES.

Now that a gcod strong government
has been sustained, a government that
may safely be trusted to guard and
protect the intereets of the people, a
satisfactory settlement of the-Atlantic
and Pacific fisheries will no doubt be
brought about. Whatever arrange-
ment or settlement wmay be come to
with regard to the Pacific seal fish-
cried, we hope that our Atjantic fish-
eries will be protected in uuacnsc. We
believe it is the policy of the present
adminisiration to protect our Aflantic
fisheries, the most valuable of our
resonrces.  Among the first things to
be consideved /in the event of negotia-
tions ‘in-thi6 direction of closer trade
relations with the United States will
be the exclusion of Maine and Mass-
achusetts fisherinen from our coast
waters, Itisa well known ract (hat
| these fishermen have ;been using most
destructive appliances in the prose=
cution of their calling. The fishing in-
terest of the United States is now suf-
fering from the use of these appli-
ances, such as purse seines and trawls.
The papers of New England continue
to refer to the decline of their great
fishing interests. The trade of Glou-
cester is less than half what it was a
few, years ago. The largest part of the
great fleets of vessels. that constautly
fished on thie Massachusetts shore and
many that -followed bank fishing have
gone ont of existence. Beverly, which
once had a large fleet engaged in
Grand Bank codfishivg, has only a fleel
of four sail. = Marblehead, that sent a
large flcet to the banks, has not oné
vessel, Newburyport. that once hid a
fleet of 150 sail, some of which could
be foupd pursuing the fish from La-
brador to New England, has now luss
than a dozen suil of small vessels,
which cannot _be classed ad fishermen.
Wellfleet, that once prided herself on
her fleet, is now void of activity iu
the ftiehing business. Hingham, Co-
hasset, Plymonth, }(inpslou. Harwick,
Dennis, Chathaw and other Cape towns
that once owned and employed several
bundred vessels have within a few
years” succumbed to the inevitable.
And so it is all along the coast.. The
great fleet of small vessels and boats
that formerly engaged so successfully
in various kinds of fisheries from East«
port to Block Island, catching an abun®
dance of herring, cod. haddock. hake,
and other fish, have mosly goue
out of the business, as egough cannot
be taken, even with the ruling bigh
prices, 1o pay for time and entfit.

It is acknowledged even by Glou-
cester men that the lamentable absence
of fish is to be attribunted to loose and
pernicions methods of fishing, on the
part of those fishermen who use seines

and cobweb the grounds with trawls
A M e Al W eoh ot Ry et iglety

and fence off all approaches to the
natural spawning grounds with miles
of netting. Mackerel have not taken
another course, neither have they been
driven to other waters, bat they bave

been most effectunlly destroyed by the
purse seine and trap,while gnantities

of refuse bait and inferier fish pitched
overthoard have poisoned the svaters,
The trawi, with 1fs thousands of baited
hooks, is answerable for the gresm
gcarcity of haddock. The tish that
drop off the trawls are about as many
as (hose secured, andin this way.thou-
sands of dead fish lie on the botion,
rotling and poisoning the grounds.
