Water in Food.
The action <-f water in «or food, says a 

medical writer, is very important. There 
would be no carrying -of food into the 
system but for the agency of water. 
It dissolves everything that we take, and 
nothing that we take as food can become 
nutriment that is not dissolved in water. 
It would not do to test that by taking 
things and putting them into water and 
seeing whether they dissolve, and reject­
ing them as food according to that cir­
cumstances; because food undergoes 
a considerable change in the stomach. 
It undergoes a change, to begin with* in 
our mouth. One of the great objecta of 
that change is to render things soluble 
which have been _Ve£>re insoluble in 
water. Starch, which we cannot dissolve 
in water out of the stomach, is dissolved 
in water directly it gets into the mouth, 
for the starch ie changed by the saliva 
into sugar, and that which would lie un­
changed in water for months is so ebange- 
ed by the saliva of the mouth and the 
gastric juice of the stomach that it is 
speedily dissolved. Hence, when we 
are taking considerable quantities of dry 
food, it becomes absolutely necessary 
that we should add a certain quantity of 
water, so that this dr) food should be­
come dissolved. Such things as oats, 
barely, wheat, rice, maize and other arti­
cles of diet containing little water, must 
have water added, in order that theii 
starch, fat and gluten may be dissolved 
and enter iuto- the system.

AUMl’LLTtiBE.
Nprlng Mnunrlnir.

We usually expect to do very little 
manuring in the spring. There is, gener 
ally, too much else to do. Whenever the 
weather will admit the oats must be sow 
ed, then the com crop planted, and along 
with these the garden and truck patch 
must not be neglected. This on the or­
dinary farm gives us all we want to do.

If the soil is not made rich enough dur­
ing the winter by hauling out and scat­
tering what manure we can procure dur­
ing the winter, we must, to a large extent» 
depend upon something else if we expect 
to fertilize so as to derive any consider­
able amount of benefit.

The last two years 1 have been trying 
commercial manures. Part was applied 
in the hill when the seed was planted 
and part after the seed was germinated 
and made a start to grow. When applied 
in this way the soil was well stirred a- 
round the roots and the. prepared fertil­
izer applied, working as carefully as pos­
sible around the roots.

The last year I was satisfied to a con­
siderable extent that the best results 
were secured by applying the fertilizers 
in the drills before sowing the seed, mak­
ing the soil hue in the furrows or drills 
and then applying the fertiliser and work­
ing well into the soil. It the ground has 
been properly fined this can be dope very

When the supply of manure is not *uf- 
ficient to fertilize as thoroughly as should 
be done, I should certainly advise using 
a good commercial fertilizer applied in 
the hill either for corn, cane or potatoes.

Good barnyard manure, if well rotted, 
can be applied after the crops are plant­
ed if it can be secured, and be made of 
considerable benefit to the growing crops. 
It is necessary, of course, that it ehould 
be made reasonably fine and be spread 
as evenly as possible over the surface. 
Cultivating or working with the soil suf­
ficient to keep mellow and destroy the 
weeds will work the manure into the soil 
and place it where the feeding roots of 
the plants can reach it.

This is not the best plan of manuring. 
When it can be done better results can 
be secured by hauling out and applying 
before the crop is planted, harrowing or 
cultivating so that it will be worked well 
into the soil. This is the most profitable 
way of manuring, when it can be done.

Yet. when you are not able to follow 
this plan, rather than fail to apply the 
manure when you have a supply, I should 
certainly advise applying after planting 
rather than let the manure lie and the 
crop be raised without it, Apply manure 
whenever you have it to apply and can 
find time to do the work. It very rarely 
happens but that some portion of the 
farm is in a condition to be benefited by 
an application.

It pays to make gure and apply all the 
manure possible. Everything that can 
be gathered up and worked into manure 
should be saved. There is hardi) a pos­
sible danger of applying too much. The 
worst difficulty on our western farms is 
securing a sufficient quantity.

Give the Horse» time lo cal.
When spring work begins, there is 

such a hurry that the temptation is great 
to get the horses to the field as soon as 
they have swallowed their grain ration 
and a few mouthfuls of hay. Nothing ie 
gained by so doing. It is when the 
horses are first put to hard work—severe 
exercise takes from the digestive organs 
the energy needed for the digestion of 
large quantities of food-end put on full 
feed, that indigestion moat often begins. 
And indigestion at this time means loss 
of appetite, colic rough hide, loss of flesh 
and weakness later on. If the horses 
are given their grain mixed with their 
stover, cut, and all moistened, end are 
allowed time to eat it, and half an hour 
afterwards for rest and digestion, they 
will work enough faster and harder to 
make up the time, will not suffer from 
indigestion, and will keep in good con­
dition. The horses should be given full 
ninety minutes for this noonday meal 
It needs this time for both rest and 
digestion; and in the end time is gained 
by giving it the ninety minutes. If the 
horse has been at very severe work, it 
is well to let it rest fifteen minutes before 
giving it any food. The stomach is in no 
condition to receive food immediately 
after severe exertion. It must be borne 
in mind that what is severe labor to the 
horse, the first two weeks at the plow 
or harrow, will not be so later. At the 
beginning its muscles are soft and labor 
is more severe upon it than may be 
supposed. Obervance of this and care 
in watering and feeding, with time given 
it to eat and partly digest its food before 
being put to wdrk, will avoid the use 
of “condition" powders and other nos­
trums and are much better, while being

State of the Reserves in New 
Brunswick—Indian Agent 

Parrel’s Report.

The report of the department of In­
dian Affairs for the year ending 31st 
December, 1886, has been received. It 
pccupies about 632 pages and in addition 
to the report of the Superintendent 
General of Indian Aflbirs embraces the 
reports of the superintendents and agents 
of the different reserves, the surveyors' 
reports and tabular statements showing 
the number of acres of Indian lands sold 
during the year ended 30th .June, 1886, 
the total amount of purchase money, 
and quantity of surveyed surrendered 
Indian lands remaining unsold at that 
date, and also the financial statements 
from the different reserves. In his re­
port Sir John Macdonald gays :

Throughout the Dominidn, Indian 
affairs have pursued their wonted satis­
factory course. The interruption in the 
early part of the year 1885 to this condi­
tion of matters in,the eastern part of the 
district of Saskatchewan, in the north­
west terntoriesjoccasioned by circum­
stances with, which Your Excellency ia 
already acquainted, and which are fully 
described in my report for that year, was 
happily succeeded by a season of tran­
quility and subordination on the part of 
the misled and deluded Indians of that 
section of country;—and although, as 
might bo expected, those who were ac­
tive participants in the unhappy and ill- 
advised movement may not have entirely 
regained the ground lost in their progress 
towards becoming an industrial and 
eventually a self-sustaining community, 
yet the efforts of the department in the 
direction of restoring matters to their 
former condition, witli tho above muoh- 
to-be-desired end in view, have been at­
tended with success in some measure 
commensurate with the energy employed. 
And there can be little doubt that the 
Indians who proved recalcitrant now fully 
realize the folly of their conduct and 
that they were misled by bad advisers. 
The policy adopted of withholding their 
annuities from them, until all that they 
destroyed upon their reserves shall have 
been replaced, has had the effect of 
showing them that not only are they 
losers in a pecuniary sense as a conse­
quence of their lawless, acts of tho past, 
but that ehould they repeat the same at 
any future time it will be done at their 
own cost. In other respects they have 
been treated, in eo tar as providing tor 
their immediate necessities is concerned, 
with similar liberality to that exercised 
towards the vast majority, that is to say 
the Indiana who remained loyal in the 
northwest territories. These latter have 
during the past year, when their nature 
and the more congenial pursuits which 
they formerly followed are taken into 
account, made fair progress. Some of 
those in the Qu’ Appelle Valley even ex­
hibited a spirit of emulation in the en­
deavor to rival white agriculturists, by 
exhibiting at the usual annual exhibitions 
held last autumn at Regina and at Indian 
Head products of the soil which would 
have done credit to tho better class of 
farmers; and they succeeded in carrying 
off several prises.

Many of tye.Intone who proved thoir 
loyalty during'the troubles of 1885 by 
their acts and pood conduct, received 
with Your Excellency's sanction substan­
tial recognition of the same in gifts of 
cattle, sheep, implements, and in a few 
instances of money. The effect of thus 
recognizing the loyalty of these Indians 
has been most beneficial to the Indians 
generally, and gratifying to the recipients 
of the rewards.

The Indians will, no doubt, be well 
satisfied when they learn that Sir John 
is very much pleased with their conduct, 
more particularly with those of the 
northwest reserves whom he managed, 
before the rebellion, to keep in a half 
starved condition. Sir John will probably 
see to it after this, now that he is pleased, 
that his friends will be well fed. It has 
cost the country something enormous in 
blood treasure and in money to bring the 
Indians to such a stage as to fully satisfy 
their chieftain that their conduct is all 
that can be desired.

In reference to

the report says
In the southern and western counties, 

Which embrace the tract which formerly 
comprised the hunting grounds of the 
Amalecites—those Indians occupy sev­
eral reserves at different points. The 
Indians of the south-western counties arc 
under the supervision of an agent 
stationed at Fredericton, and those of the 
northwest are under an agent whose 
headquarters are at Perth Centre, in tho 
County of Victoria. The reserves in the 
south west are situated at Kingsclear, in 
the County of York; Woodstock, in the 
County of Garleton; Kingston, in the 
County of King’s; St. James, on the 
Comous River, in the County of Char­
lotte, and St. Mary’s, in the vicinity of 
Fredericton.

Of these reserves that at Kingsclear is 
the most important. The Indians on 
this reserve are of an industrious char­
acter, and are consequently in comfort­
able circumstances. Besides other in­
dustries followed by them considerable 
attention has been given to agriculture: 
a variety of seeds was sown with satis­
factory results, except as regards 
potatoes; which owing to an early blight 
and heavy ruin were somewhat injured. 
These Indians are also increasing the 
number of their live stock, building 
bams, and in other ways manifesting a 
desire to become successful farmers. 
The school on, this reserve continued its 
operations during the past year.

At St. Mary’s the small reserve is over- 
populated, and consequently but little 
can be done in the agricultural line. 
Any land available ie,however, cultivated, 
vegetable gardens and potato plots being 
successfully tilled; but there is not suf­
ficient produce raised to last them 
through the winter. The Indians occu­
pying this reserve subsist for the most 
part on the proceeds of the sale of their 
manufactures; and some of them engage 
at good wages in loading vessels with 
wood in the open season.

The school conducted upon this re­
serve is favorably reported on.

The reserve on the river St. John, in 
the County of Garleton, situated a short 
distance from tho town of Woodstock, is 
fertile in soil; but up to the year 1885 but 
little in the way of agriculture had been 
done. In the spring of that year greater 
efforts to induce the Indians to cultivate 
the land were pul forth, with the result 
that a good harvest was reaped.

The Indians, generally, of this super- 
intendency follow hunting, fishing, boat­
ing and manufacturing Indian goods for 
a living. The natureof their occupations 
necessarily keeps them much of the 
time oft" their reserve. They are repre­
sented to be, aa a general rule, strictly 
temperate in their habits, and well be­
haved. The total population is 444, be­
ing an increase of 27 since the date of my 
last report.

The quantity of land brought under

tons of hay. From their other industries 
they are said to have realized $8,099.

Indian Agreni Ferrell’s Report 

to the department is as follows 
The Kingsclear baud, I am pleased td 

report has, in connection with its other 
industries, devoted a good deal of time 
to agriculture. The crop, including 
wheat, oats, buckwheat, peas, beans ana 
garden produce, was very good and well 
harvested. The hay in quantity and 
quality was also good and considerably in 
excess of last year's crop. Potatoes, 
which are generally the chief means of 
support of this band, fell considerably 
short of the usual average, owing to air 
early blight and fall rain. Although this 
was a loss to the Indians, yet a sufficient 
quantity was saved for the past winter. 4 

To afford them every opportunity to 
put in an early crop this year and after 
consulting with them as to the beet 
methods of farming, and having an in­
spection of their respective lands, I dis­
tributed to each Indian seeds of almost 
every description, which were success­
fully planted, and look at the present 
time very promising. During the year 
these Indians have raised eight heifer 
calves, several pigs, and a number of 
fowls. Two of them have also under­
taken the erection of barns, one of 
which in Size ia thlrty-eix by twenty-six ^ 
feet. It ie now finished at a cost td the^^ 
owners of $120, and is free of debt; the 
other it is intended to finish this fall, il­
lustrating on their part not only an im­
provement, but a desire to farm in a 
practical way.

Mr. A. L. Morris still continues as 
teacher of Kingsclear school. During 
the year there have been from thirty to 
thirty-seven pupils in attendance, 
making an average of 17-76. This aver­
age would be greater but for the wander­
ing habits of the Indians. The children 
who attend school regularly are improv­
ing in spelling, reading, writing, and 
drawing, but are rather dull in arithme­
tic and geography.

St. Mary’s Band.
I regret to say that the St. Mary’s 

band is not so favorably situated, in an 
agricultural point of view, as are the In­
dians of Kingsclear. The reserve i< 
small and is mostly covered with build­
ings. The few patches of vacant land 
are farmed yearly; the produce raised 
being principally potatoes and vege­
tables, which are generally used before 
the approach of winter. Consequently 
to produce a living for themselves and 
families, the Indians are compelled to 
confine themselves to the manufacture 
of Indian wares. A few of the more able- 
bodied men are engaged during the sum­
mer in loading wood boats on the Nash- 
wack river, for which they receive good 
wages. Others visit Bar Harbor, a water­
ing place in the State of Maine, every 
summer, where they manufacture and 
sell, to tourists and others, fancy Indian 
wares, at profitable prices.

St. Mary’s school is taught by Miss M.
II. Martin. The attendance, particularly 
in the winter season, and the progress 
made during the past year, have been 
very satisfactory. These and the child­
ren of Kingsclear school were amply 
provided for by the department with 
sohool material and every other require­
ment for their education and personal 
comfort.

Carlelon County Band.
This band is located three miles below 

Woodstock. These Indians are occu­
pants of a reserve that fronts on the 
River St. John. The land is fertile, and 
well adapted for agriculture. For some 
cause these Indians have failed to do any 
farming tor many years past. In view of 
the opportunity afforded to better their 
condition, I supplied them with seed and 
fertilizers in May, 1885. I also had their 
laud ploughed, the total ooet c. ■ f g 
$50.33, for which outlay a very good yield 
was returned, with the exception ot that 
from buckwheat, which was damaged by 
early frost.

To meet their agricultural wants this 
year, I again visited them in May last, to 
issue the annual allowances of seeds, Sec., 
but was surprised, in consequence of dis­
sensions amongst the band, to find a 
number of them absent from the re­
serve. I, however, supplied the remain - 
ingones who were anxious to farm with 
tho necessary seeds, and had their land 
ploughed and fertilized, considering that 
if l could induce even a few of them to 
persevere in this, the results, when com­
bined with their other means of support, 
would be of great benefit to their 
families.

The Indians of this agency and outside 
of those living on the above-mentioned 
reserves, are scattered in groups 
throughout the counties of Charlotte, St. 
John, King’s, Queen’s and Lunenburg. 
Their chief industries, as a means of 
maintenance, are the manufacture of In­
dian wares, milling, hunting and fishing. 
During the summer, owing to tneir^ 
habits and customs, very little attention^"- 
is paid to the comforts of their dwellings, 
which are only camps and huts built of 
logs and other available lumber. During 
the winter season they often suffer many 
hardships, and ore frequently dependent 
upon the annual grant and the kindness 
of their white neighbors. It would be 
difficult to persuade all of them to settle 
on reserves, yet there are some, who, if 
settled on a tract of land might, in the 
course of time, become more comfort­
able.

1 am happy to state that the majority 
of the Indians have been strictly tem­
perate. Of course there are always a few 
who will drink when liquor can be had.''"' 
During the year I arraigned Mr. Thomas 
Dunphy beiuro the police magistrate of 
Fredericton for selling liquor to one of 
this class. The case was proven and the
Eai’ty fined in the sum of $50, which, 

owever, is not yet paid. I may here re­
mark that it is only the most disreput­
able vendors of liquor who will sell to 
Indians; men of respectability will not 
sell to them under any consideration.

A good deal of sickness prevailed 
amongst the Indians of this agency dur­
ing the past winter; many of them .ire 
consumptive, and they are often sick for 
months when subjected to the least ex­
posure. Others suffer from rheumatism, 
heart disease and other alimenta.

The general behavior of tho Indians 
has been vefy good. They are peaceful 
and observant of the laws. This improve­
ment is commendable, and must be at­
tributed to the spiritual influence of the 
Rev. Mr. McDevitt, of Fredericton, and 
the Rev. Mr. O’Leary, of Kingsoleav, 
both of whom at all times take a deep 
interest in matters concerning the wel­
fare of the Indians.

During the year there have been sev­
enteen births and eight deaths, principal­
ly amongst children. The total popula­
tion ia 444 souls.

In this province there are 1576 Indians , 
resident on reserves, and they occupy^-' 
2230 acres of cultivated land. In Ontario 
the number resident on reserves is 16,- 
480; in Quebec, 6081 ; Nova Scotia, 2138 ; 
Prince Edward Island, 323 ; Manitoba, 
8754; Northwest Territories, 17,463; 
British Columbia, 38,539.

The number of Indian pupils attend­
ing their schools In New Brunswick is 
114; Ontario, 2,000 ; Quebec, 513; Nova 
Scotia, 85; Prince Edward Island, 17; 
Manitoba and Northwest Territories, 
2356 ; British Columbia, 510.

In connection with the outside service 
of Indian affairs there are over 200 of­
ficials employed. For the inside man­
agement, that is in the office over which 
Sir John A. Macdonald presides, there 
are 39 officials, including Mr. George V 
Burbid
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
