Spavins Cured.
River Hebert, N. 9., June 19th, 1880. 

Messrs. T. B. Barker & Sons:

Yesterday the hearing of an ex parte 
applicant for an injunction to restrain 
the Attorney General of the Province 
and the K. C. Bishop of St. John in 
the promotion of the bill then before 
the House of Assembly, asking lor the 
appropriation of the interest of the 
Dnnpby legacy, formerly paid to the 
Christian Brothers while in 8t. John 
to St. Patrick’s Industrial School, took 
place in Equity, before Judge Palmer. 
D. A. O’Sullivan, Esq., of Toronto, 
T. C. Allen, Esq., of this city, appear­
ed for the plaintiffs, and Richard F. 
Quigley, Esq.^of this city, appeared 
for the defendants. The Christian 
Brothers, as most of onr citizens re­
member, left here a few years ago 
after having taught schools here tor 
several years. The will of the Rev. 
Mr. Dnnphy, whose demise took place 
before the Brothers arrived in St. 
John, specified that $400 a year should 
be given towards the support of a 
school in St. John taught by the 
Christian Brothers. Bishop Sweeny, 
counting on the $400 a year towards 
the support of Schools taught by the 
Brothers, induced a number of the 
latter to come to St. John from Upper 
Canada. He purchased a properly 
here for a residence for them, end 
schools were opened and taught by 
them. Owing to some trouble be­
tween the executors of the will of the 
late Mr. Dunphy the Bishop of St. 
John did not receive the $400 a year 
from them, but in paving the Brothers 
their salaries he did not dedne; the 
$400 from the total amount for salaries 
but used church funds in place of the 
$400 from, the Dnnphy legacy, expect­
ing to receive whatever amount would 
be due when the trouble between the 
executors was arranged. His Lord­
ship’s view of the case was that the 
Brothers had nothing to do with the 
$400 a vear from the Dnnphy legacy— 
that it had been appropriated not lor 
them "ont towards a school taoght by 
them. About the time the Brothers 
were leaving St. John they claimed 
from the exec a tors the $400 a year for 
the time they were in St. John, and 
their claim was acknowledged by the 
St. John executor who paid over to 
them some $3,000 in all. The bill to 
have the Interest of the legacy paid 
over to the Industrial School from the 
time of the Brothers’ departure from 
St. John up to the present time and 
from this time forward unless the 
Brothers should return to St. John, 
was opposed by the Brothers, through 
Mr. O’Sullivan, their council, on the 
ground that the money had been in­
tended for thorn and conld not be ap­
propriated in any other direction. On 
the other baud it was claimed that the 
money had been left for a special 
educational institution, and that that 
institution having ceased to exist the 
money should be paid over to such 
other institutions as would under the 
circumstances best meet the intention 
of the deceased. After quite a leng 
thy hearing, during which Mr. Quig­
ley cited authorities to show that the 
plaintiffs had no case, Judge Palmer 
dismissed the application. He will 
give a written judgment in a day or 
two. The bill was assented to by 
His Honor the Lient. Governor yes­
terday.—Newt.

the .Vice Disaster.

Nice, March 23.—A fire broke out 
in the Italian Opera House, at the 
commencement ol the opera this e ett- 
ing. Fourteen persons who were suf­
focated have lecn taken out and tbeir 
bodies pi iced in the church opposite 
the theatre. It is feared that 100 men 
and women perished.

Nice, March 24.—Fifty-nine bodies 
have been recovered from the ruins of 
the Italian Opera House, which was 
burned last night. It is feared that 
many more were lost The fire com­
menced soon after the performance 
began. Tee majority of the victims 
belong to the working class. Short­
ly after the fire began the gas explod­
ed and the honse was in cot. plete 
darkness. A scene ol terror ensued. 
A detachment of sailors from the 
squadron arrived with pâmes and dis 
played great gallantry in rescuing peo 
pie and combating the fire which was 
snbdoed towards 10 o’clock. Strak- 
osch, the Impressario was slightly 
hurt. Signora Bianca Denadi, one of 
the leading artists, made her wav 
from the stage to the street safely. A 
whole family of five persons and an­
other of three are known to have per­
ished. Relief subscriptions for the 
snflerers have been opened through­
out Nice. The regatta has been 
countermanded and the value of the 
prizes will be contributed towards the 
relief fond.

Nice, March 24.—Up to 3 o’clock 68 
bodies were tagen from the ruins of 
the Opera House, mostly Italians.

New York, March 24.—A cable de­
spatch gives details pf the burning of 
the Opera House at Nice. It says 
that 150 dead bodies have been already 
taken from the ruins. Many more re­
main in the debris. A number of 
American and English visitors render­
ed valuable assistance. The scene in 
the town was indescribable. One 
lady, whose husband was lost commit- 
led suicide. It is rumored here that 
Mr. Phelps, yesterday appointed Min­
ister of Austria, was one of the vic­
tims, but it cannot bj verified.

The Dead Czar.

St. Petersburg, March 27.—The re­
mains of Emperor Alexander II. were 
deposited in imperial vanlt in the 
Church of Petropaulevsky Fortress 
to day amid salvos of artillery. 
Church was densely crowded. Cata­
falque was strewn with flowers and 
wreathe.

The following manifesto has been 
promulgated :

We, Alexander the Third, ascending 
the throne with the firm intention of 
securing and strengthening tranquility 
and welfare of the empire, and follow­
ing the example of Nicholas I. and 
Alexander 111., deem it onr sacred 
dnty to decide certain measures to he 
adopted under extraordinary circum­
stances. In view ol minority of heir 
to our throne it is onr will, and in ac­
cordance with fundamental laws of 
empire, wc do ordain as follows: In 
event of our demise before Czarc witch 
lias attained requisite age we appoint 
Grand Duke Vladimir Regent of Em­
pire, the Kingdom of l’o and and 
Grand Duchy of Finland, until Czare­
witch shall haveallained required at'C. 
In event of the death of Czarewitch, 
after our demise, before he has attain­
ed his majority Grand Dnke shall re­
main Regent after onr next son shall 
have ascended the throne, in view of 
law of succession until latter attains 
bis majority.

A snow storm in Scotland ifwt 
Thursday abated some days before 
railway communication was restored. 
About nine ve seis were lost on the 
Aberdeen coast, and about 100 persons 
drowned. The ship “ Benrhydding,” 
from Calcutta to Dundee, was wreck­
ed near Aberdeen, and thirty persons 
drowned. Two or three small vessels 
were lost with all hands on the coast 
of Nortbnmberland.

The crew oflhe ship “ Benrhydding” 
wrecked near Aberdeen,perished with­
in sight ol land, the rocket apparatus 
being unable to reach the vessel. The 
scene after the “ l!enrh)dding”strnck 
was heart-rending. Some of the crew 
were seen clinging to the rigging and 
others hanging from it dead. When 
the masts gave way twelve men went 
down with the main-mast and four 
with the foremast. No such storm is 
remembered within the century as the 
one which raged in Scotland from 
Thursday to Saturday.

Twenty vessels were wrecked on 
the coast of Forfar, Kincardine and 
Aberdeenshire, Scotland. Nearly 200 
persons were drowned.
