most noxious of all are the short ones, while
the cigar is the least objectionabl2 of a'l.—
Napoleon did not smoke, and Gthe says
that a man of genius cannot cultivate both
his science and his pipe together; und that
if there are a few illustratious éxceptions to
the rule, still it is certain that there have
always been more learned men taking snuff
than smoking. According to Dr. Jages
Johnston, 800,000,000 of men smoke differ-
ent sorts of tobacco; 400,000 smoke opium
and its compounas; 300,000 hemp and
haschbisch, 100,000 betel, and 40,000 the
American plant coca.
