A.n Historical Occasion.
Dr. Tory, president of the univel 

site, made a few remarks. He poinl 
ed out that this was an historical ol 
casion. The establishment and orgaa 
ization of" a university is a great u oil 
in the beginning of which only a >1 
can have the honor of participatinl 
He congratulated the Senate upon til 
fact that it was not a work oi reol 
ganizing a disorganized institutiol 
bitt \ve are founding a universitl 
wljicli will be for the benefit and iql 
building of the Province as a whole 
Hi congratulated the Senate also upol 
thé fact that we have not to deal wifi 
reBgious Strifes and animosities il 
tile founding of the university, bil 
that as a united Province we arc star! 
ing to bring to pass an institutiol 
that will mean much to the develom 
ment of the life oi the community! 
He stated that while we were free-tl 
make our own tradition within till 
Province that we must use tiadiiiof 
and past experience ui similar instil 
tutious as a guide and take from tiles 
the best they have to offer. He point] 
ed out that the establishment of. 
University would be tile culminatioil 
qf the educational system oi the I’i ovF 
iuce. That in the Provincial cducal 
rtonal scheme the university woulil 
Sustain a relation to the high .-clmoli 
similar to that which the high school 
would sustain to the elementary! 
schools. As tlio.se who pass from tl; 
elementary to enter the high school] 
so those who had completed the big 
school course with credit would bt| 
permitted to freely enter the univer-( 
city.

Must Conform to Whole System.
The university should be arranged! 

in relation to tlie educational .system! 
of the Province so as to. make tluT 
passage front one grade to a not hem 
easy and natural until university gra-[ 
dualion is reached. It should be thvl 
qniversity’s policy to foster the high] 
schools’ interests in the broadest am] 
uiost général ways..

He- pointed out that three tiling] 
would be necessary to realize tlie plan! 
that we have before us. First, the mcjl 
—that word interpreted in its broadest] 
and best sense. XX'e should aim t.f 
Bring to the Province men of the 
highest scholastic attainments to lui 
found on the continent. Secondly, wcl 
must have a library commensurate 
with our needs. In this respect we will 
have tlie co-operation of the govern! 
ment in the establishment of the proyJ 
vincial library, and we hope of th« 
various elements in tlie Province! 
whiéh may he benefited by the pit 
ence of a library. He pointed out] 
that our aim should be1 to have ill 
Alberta a library suited to the stul 
dent need, but with a public side .ttj 
it. emphasizing particularly a towel] 
ling library scheme, which might 1» ] 
made useful to every teacher, and t<] 
every school hoard in the Province:
