ity is Begun.

New .York, March 26.—What will
go down in history as the fire disas~
ter of Washington square entered
upon its aftérmath tonight with 82
of nearly 150 victims identified. The
official death Fist has been lessened
rather than increased. The revised
counts show 141 dead tonight with 12
women, and® girls at death’s dogor  in
the hospitals. One, hundred and
tifty all told, will perhaps consenya-
tively cover the casualities when
those whose horrible injuries and
burns, some fatal, shall have joined
their fellow workers in. the pine cof-
fing at the morgues.

Careful counting' still rates the fe-
male victims:- young and old at ap-
proximately ten to e€very one male.
Broadly speaking, they were Jewish
and Italians, living on the east side
or in a small Italian quarter near the
scene of the fire. All the dead being
rémoved from the building, the cor-
oner began an investigation into the,
disaster, one of several _ inquiries
which will be conducted. by the de-
partmental agents of the district at-
torney’s office. An inquest will bé
held and its result placed before the
grand jury. 45 h:

Many grand jurymen  visited the
scene and District Attorney Whitman
announced that thoseé responsiblé for
the loss of life would be rigorously
prosecuted. : B ;

Nearly all of the dead were munhder
30 years of age, the large majority|
between 17 and 22. Many were only
16 and a few 15 years old..

Nearly all, if not all, of the vig-
tims were employed by the Triangle
Waist Company, on the Eighth, Ninth
and Tenth floors of a ten storey loft,
building at 23 Washington place, on|
the western fringe of the downtown
wholesale clothifig districts.. -

The partners of the firm, Jsaag
Harris and Max Blanck, escaped un-
scathed from tHe -office on the tenth}
floor, carrying with them over anl

How 4he five starvea will. perhaps
never be known. A corner-on thef
eighith floor was its point of origini
and. the three upper floors only werej
swept. On the ninth floor fifty bodies
were found, sixty-three or more per-
sons were crushed to death by jump-
ing and more than thirty clogged tho
elevator shaft,

The loss to.property will not exceed
$100,000.

. Pedestrains going ‘home through
Washington place to Washington}
square at ten minutes to five were
scattered by the whiz of something!
rushing through the air before them,
There was a ‘horrible, plop on thei
pavement and a body flattened on
the flags. Wayfarers on the. oppo~
site side of the street. shaded theiy
eves against the setting sun, and saw
the windows ¢f three upper floors of
the building black with girls crowding
to the sills. There were no fire es-
capes.

Many Girls Jumped.

“Don't jump,” yelled the crowd,
but the girls had no alternative. The
pressure of the maddened hundreds
behind them then and the urging of
their own fears were too strong. They
began fo fall to the sidewalk in a
terrible rain of flesh and blood.

Four alarms were rung within 15
minutes. Before the engines could
respond, before the nets could be
stretched or the ladders raised, five
girls Had fallen from the eighth and}
ninth floors so heavily that they broke
through the glass and iron roofs of
the sub-cellars and crashed through
the very streets into the vaults be-
low,

In an hour the fire was out, in
half an hour it had done its worst,
probably the death list was full in
20 minutes. - :

The building stands on a corner,
with exposure on two sides, but the
only fire escape was the interior,
opening on a light end air shaft. In
all there were seven exits, the single
fire escape, two freight elevators af
the rear, two passengen; elevators in
front and two gtairways.’ All of them
proved almost useless and practically
all who escaped either climbed tosthe
room and scrambled thence to the
roof of the building occupied by the
American Book Company adjoining
or filed in the first rush for safety
before the crush and the smoke grew
too thick. . E

Building Barely Scarred,

The building stands with, shell in-
tact and barely searred, rather onlyf}
smudged. The partitions of the ar-
chitectural tiling of the floor are
sound and it is impossible for one
Who did not see it to imagine ‘how
:?1'\ flames in so short a space could
have brought such havoc abeut.

Seven hundred-hands, hundreds of
them women were employed by the
shirt waist company. They sat in
rows at,.their whirring machines, the
tables before them piled with flimsy
cloth, the floor littered with lint, the
”]‘PtitSelf full of flying, inflammablée
adust,

The first rush of the flames was al=
most an  explosion. Operators died
in their chairs, their lungs seared by
:nhaling flames. Otherg were crowd-
¢d into the elevator shafts after the
cars and made their last trip. Still
otnxers were pushed off in the inade-
Quate interior fire:- escape. In such
a horrible stream did the bodies over-
flow frm the windws. that the fire
nets stretched by the firemen Wwere

soon. gorged beyomd capacity. Twelve
bodies weighed one net to the burst-
ing point, but the bodies kept on
tumbling ito . the pavement, through
meshes thHat could no longer support

When the first  breath of flames
curled over-the edge of a pile of the
shirting on-the eighth flaor, five mins
utes ‘before quitting time, hundreds
were in: line beforé the cashier's win-
dow.

Terrible Sight Witnessed.

In the office buildings-across Wash+
ington place, stores of men detained
beyond office hourg, “~worked at their
desks. One of them saw a girl rush

‘to a” window and throw up the sash.

Behind her danced a seéthing curtain
of yellow flame. She climbed to the
sill, stood in black outline against
the light, hesitating, then with a last
touch: of futile thrift, slipped her
chateline 'bag wover her wrist and
jumped.© Her body went whirling
downward -through the woven wire
glass of & canopy to the flagging be-
low. Her sisters who followed,
flamed through the air like rockets:
Their. path. could be followed, but
hardly heard.

It was 85 feet from the eighth
floor to the ground 115 feet from
the ecornice of the roof, and the up-
ward .rush of the draught and the
grackle of the flames drowned their
cries. 2 ;
¢ Some Terrible Deaths.

Six girls fought their way to a win+

-dow on,‘hlle- ninth floor over the bodies

of fallen fellow-workers and crawled
out in single file to an eight inch stone
ledge runfing the length of the build-
ing. More than a hundred feet above
the  sidewalk they crept along their
perilous: pathway to a swing electric
feed wire spanning Washington place,
The leaders paused for their compan-
ions to catch up at the end of the
ledge and the six grabbed the wire
simultaneously. It snapped like rot-
t @, gehip cord, apd. they crashed to
aath:
A thirteen-year-old girl -hung for
three minutes by her finger tips to
the sill of a tenth floer window. A
tongue of flame licked at her fingers
and she dropped into a life net held
by firemen. /

Two women fell into the net at al-
most the same moment. 'The strands

[parted and the women were added to

the death Iist.

A girl threw her pocket book, then
ber hat, then her furs, from a tenth
floor window. A  moment later her
body eame whirling after them to
death.

At a ninth floor ‘window, a man
andy a. woman appeared. The man
embraced the woman and kissed her.
Then he hurled her to the street gnd
then jumped. Both were killed.

Five girls smashed a pane of glass
dropped to the street and were crush-
ed inte a shapeless mass. A girl of
the eighth floor leaped for a fireman’s

. Jadder Which redchred only to the

sixth. floor. She missed, struck the
edge of a life net and was picked up
with her back broken.

. From one window a girl of about
13 years, a woman and two women

‘and a man with their arms about one
another

threw themselves to the
ground in rapid succession. The
little girl was whirled to the hospital
in an automobile. She screamed as
the driver and a policeman lifted her
into 'the hallway. A surgeon came
out, gave one look at her face and
touched her wrist; “She is dead,” he
said.

d Body Was Mangled.

One girl jumped into a horse blan-
ket held by firemen and policemen.
The blanket ripped like cheesecloth,
and her body was mangled beyond
recognition. ‘Another dropped into a
tarpaulin held by three men. Her
weight. tore it from their grasp and
She struck the street, breaking al-

imost every bone in her body. Almosg}

at the same time, & man somersault-
ed down upon the shoulder of a police
man holding the tarpaulin. He glan-
ced off ,struck the sidewalk and was
picked up dead.

Joseph Zito and Joseph Caspar
were in charge of the two passenger
elevators on the Washington place
side of the building, where the main
entrance opened. At the first of the
fire they claim they began to make
trips to the danger zone as fast as
they could operate their cars. Two
freight elevators on the Green side
were operated by Frank Formenck,
and Michael’ Sciacia, and they too,
took a hand in the life-saving. The
two passenger elevators are said to
have made at least 20 trips and the
wo freight elevators half as many.
The 'machinery of the freight eleva-
tors broke down under the rapid work
and they were rendered useless.

Elevator Cars Jammed.

After one or two trips by the ele-
vators, thé press against the doérs of
the shaft became so great that they
were opened with difficulty when the
ears, egch.having a capacity.of 15 per
sons, arrived at the ninth floor. - Zito
struggled 'to .close the doon of the
shaft when his car had been jammed
full, but after he had started the car
it was torn open and a number of
womien leaped into the shaft after
the descending car, falling on the roof
of the car even after it had reached
the ground fleor. Those who had
tanded alive had been crushed to
death agdinst the walls,

Coffins Await Dead.

Across the street, there regted on
the' sidewalk, a Hundred pine coffins
into which were pfaced the bodies: -As
fast 48 this was done, the comns were
carried away in any Kkind of a vehicie
that could be pressed into service - to
the morgue at Bellevue hospital and
to tHe Charities Pier mniorgue, operii-
ed tor the first time since the Stocum
holocaust.

On the tenth floor of the building
adjoining the burning building 13 th
law department of New .York Univer-
sity.

““There are many buildings in this
city in which even worse conditions
prevail,” declared Commissioner Wal-
do. “On this building, there was only
one outside iron balcony fire escape
with treads eighteen inches wide and
s0 comstructed that persons entering
on the fire escapes by windows would
have to close the iron shutters before
they could escape. There were two
enclosed fire proof stairs. only suffi-
ciently wide for one person to des-
cend at a time and with winding steps
at the turns. Entrances to the stairs
were blocked by . partitions. From
indications, gates and doors appear to
have béen locked at the time of ine
fire.”

The building itsélf, said Commis-
sioner Waldo, seemed to comply with
the law governing the erection of fire
proof structures.. The owner of ‘the
building J. J. Asch, of South’ Norwalk,
Conn., apparently had obgerved  the
regulations of the building depart-
ment, he said. -

Many Buildings Dangerous.

In a statemment to -the press issued
today, borough president --McAneny
said that 500 firemen recently detailed
by fire commissioner Waldo for the
‘purpose reported, 3,500 buildingslack-
ing adequate fire eséapes. The build-
ing department has already investi-
gated 700 of these 3,600 cases and re-
ported that only ten per cent. of
them were in violation of the building
code. = The Asch building, in which

Mr. McAneny urged a thorough re-
vigion of the code, leaving the pro-
visions relative to fire escapes to a
commission of bujlding and fire ex-
perts to be appointed by the city.

NOW 13 SQUARE MILES

Governor-in-Council Increases Area
of City Ten.

Regina, Mar. 27—A proclamation
issued by .the liewtenant-governor-in-
council incrveases the area of Regina
city from. three square miles to thir-
teen square miles. The new parlia-
ment buildirigs, the Mounted police
barracks, and some eighteen” anpexes
andsub-divisions, are now ineluded
within the city boundary. The popu-
lation of the enlarged city is estimat-
ed at upwards of twenty thousand.
Prior to the addition of the new ter-
ritory the Regina townsite was the
smallest in area of any incorporated
city in Canada.
