The case of Organ et al aga'nst
Bonneau et al, involving a contrac
for erecting two store buildings ani
the 'same number of dwelling houses
on Kinistino avenue, came up before
Judge ‘Taylor in Supreme Court ‘es-
terday. Owing to the absence cof
counsel for the defendants, the hear-
ing was continued until Friday fore-
noon.

Plaintiffs in the action seek to re-
cover judgment for work aan1l “aatar-
ial put in on the buildings, while -he
defendants are asking for damages as
a result of alleged faulty construc-
tion. The plaintiffs, who are con-
tractors, are charged with having
failed to carry out the plans and spe-
cifications.

SUING FOR $35,149,55.

A suit involving judsment for $55,-
149.55 is being argued in the supreme
court today. The case is that of A.
E. Alfred and Wickham Bros., against
the Grand Trunk Pacific, the former
being contractors, who won before a
trial jury. The defendant corporation
appealed. Mr. Edwards represents the
plaintiffs and Mr. Woods appears for
their opponents in pending legal bat-
tle.

The contractors base their action on
an alleged agreement under the terms
of which the railroad company was to
purchase their supplies in the event
they failed to get a contract to build
twenty-three miles of track near Wolf
Creek. They did not secure the con-
tract, and ‘subsequently sued for the
amount stated.

The defendant company claims that
the plaintiffs were offered the con-
tract and refused to take it.

NEW INDUSTRY WEST OF CITY.

The Hydrulle Line and Quarries Co.,
Limited, are in possession of one of
the finest lime stone deposits on the
continent of America, suitable for
first-class lime and also cement. They
have also @ big deposit of a mixture
between granite, and A marble, which
makes the best building rock offered
in the market so far.

will then have her own lime for all
building purposes.

AN ENORMOUS TURNIP.

Central Alberta seems destined to
become one of the greatest produccers

. of vegetables in the world. That it
‘has the soil and all the other requis-
ites to lead in this respect, a visit to
the Board of Trade rooms will fully
demonstrate, for there ay be seen
probably the largest turnip. ever rais-
ed anywhere. The turnip, known 'as
the Purple Top Swede variety, was
grown by John Rose, a market gard-
ener in North Edmonton, and msea-
sures 32 inches in c¢ircumference. 1t
weights 21 pounds and 4 ounces. Mr.
Rose raised the turnip from seed of
his owr growing.

Convinced that the country adjacent
to Bdmonton is great for gardening,
J. H. Cadogan, of Gordon Lodge, just
south of the city, embarked in the
business quite extensively the past
season~ Thé results were surprising,
even to those familiar with the won-
derful pioductiveness of the soil in
Central Alberta. 4

Mr. Cadogan raised everything im
the vegetable line that can be grown
anywhere except, of course, in a trqp|_
cal country. His potatoes, turnips,
beets, carrots, radishes, peas, beans,‘
onions, celery, caulifiower, squash and
all other garden vegetables made a
splendid showing, both as to size and
quality.

The need for further accommodation
at the city hall is becoming daily ap-
l parent Recently it was decided that
the council should hold its meetings

| divided into office accommodation for
them and for the city solicitor. It is
now recognized that this will not pro-
vide accommodation more than suffi-
cien't to meet immediate needs.

The Rice street market has been
set apart as the site for a new city
hall. Plans for this building will be |
prepared in the near future, but the
undertaking is a large one and it can-
not be expected that the building will
be ready for occupation for several |
years. Meanwhile the staff at_the city |
hall i{s increasing ,and even with such
changes as have been proposed only a
brief period can elapse before further
changes will be necessary to provide
accommodation for the increasing
staff of officials and clerks.

Commissioner Candy will therefore
recomrmend that steps be taken at
onete to erect a new police station so
that the quarters in the city hall at
present occupied by the chief and his
staff may be available for use by the
other officials of the administration.
While the police department is carried
on under the ‘direction of the commis-
sioners it is unlike other departments
in that direct supervision is unneces-
sary and its work could be accom-
plished quite readily under the direc-:
tion of the chief apart from the other
departments,

EDMONTON BULLETIN

Woman is Said to' be at
the Bottom of the
Fatality.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
In an altercation over & young wo-

man, James Lawrence, a G.T.P, fire-
man was shot and instantly killed at
Edson on Sunday morning. Details
of the shooting are as yet very con-
fused and obscure, werd having only
come to the city last night. The re-

port stated, however, that it was a
case of murder. Owing to latk of
details the name of the slayer couid
not be learned. The man who wielded
the gun is at large but the Mounted
Palice are on his trail and his appre-
-hension is expected shortly.

Lawrence was a fireman on one of
the G.T.P. work trains being used by
Foley, Welch and Stewart for widen-
ing cuts west of Edson, The dead
man had been recently appointed to
the mixed train running west of Ed-
sém and relinquishing his post on the
work ‘train had returned to Edson,

A Woman in the Case.

From what the Bulletin was able
to learn Lawrence and the murdercr
were rivals for the hand of a young
lady. Returning to Edson, he en-
countered his rival and the bitter
feeling which had previously existed
cropped up once more. The two men
were soon engaged in a heated alter-
cation which became so bitter that
the unknown man drew a revolver and
shot Lawrence dead. Another report
which was received at the G.T.P. north
end yard stated that Lawrence came
to his death as a result of an accident
but this is not barne out.

This makes the third fatality within
a week in the same vicinity. On elec-
tion day a Belgian was shot in a poll-
ing bhooth at Leaman, while a work-
man was blown to pieces west of Ed-
son by a dynamite explosion.

Dr. Fcrin, of Edmonton, coroner,
who is investigating the two previous
accidents has been detailed to look
into Wednesday’s shooting

P. M. FILDES ATTEMPTS
T0 TAKE HIS.OWN LIFE

Well Known Edmonton Young Man
Shot. Himself Through the Head
Last Night—Lies at Point of Death
in the General Hospital,

As the fesult of an attempt to com-

mit suicidé last night shortly before |

midnight P, M. Fildes, a wel} known
young man in Edmonton lies at the
point of déath in the General Hospital
with a bullet hole through his head.
His recovety is thought to be impos-
sible though he was still living at the
time of going to/ press

The: afféir topk place at room nine
in the Jasper block, Jasper avenue
west \Vherg the unfortunate young
fpan livedigvith a friend A. L. McLean
in the employ of Ross Bros.
wasg asleep'at the time of the shooting.
He was awakened by a §volver shot
and found Fildes lying on the fioor
with the still smoking revolver near
by. Dr. J. L. Biggar was
and the police mnotified. The young
man was taken to the General Hospital
where everything possible was done
for him. He was unconscious when
found and remained all night in that
condition,

The shooting was done with a 32
calibre German automatic revolver.
The bullet entered the right temple
and passed through the head back of
the eyes going out on the left side and
embedding itsef in the wall of the
room When found Fildes was in a

partially dressed condition lying in a |

pool of blood.

No reason has been assigned for the
act ‘but he was suffering from depres-
sion for some time ag the result of ex-
cessive use of alcohol.

“‘Scotty” Fildes as he was geneérally
known throughout the city was one of
the best known young men of Ed-
monton. For a numbepof years he had
been in the employ of the general of-
fices of the Hudson Bay Co., but left
at the time of the dismissal of the late
manager. He again joined the com-
pany's employ and was at Athabasca
Landing and Prince Albert for some
time. More recently he has been in
the real estate business in Edmonton
He is' a native of Scotland, coming to
this city about ten years ago.

THE NEW SEALING TREATY.
Is to go Into Force in Less Than
Three Months.

Washington, Sept. 26.—Although the
quadratorial treaty for the protection
of seal life in Arctic waters will. be
planned to go into effect withy;ess
than three months from this ddte ap-
parently no steps have yet been taken
by either Great Britain, Russia or
Japan to exchange the ratifications
neécessary to bring the convention into
play. Thede ratifications must be ex-
changed in Washirigton by répresenta-
tives of the three powers named clo-
thed with the necessary authority
from their governments and by Sec-
retary Knox for America. Supposing
there is no hitch jn the exchanges it
will become the duty of the United
States government to pay over $200,-
000 to Great Britain and a similar
amount to. Japan to compensate the
owners of sealing vessels flying the
flags of these two countries for their
exclusion from the right to hunt seals
hereafter in the Arctic ocean, Bering
Sea and §ea of Japan. Those sums,
however, are to be deducted from the
value of the-16 per cent. of seal skins
taken on American rookeries to which
the treaty declares Great Britain and
Japan are entitled.

Ten thousand
blue ballots will be sent out for .he
elders, three hundred thousand white
ballots to the members and sixty
thousand red ballots to cthers.

BANK OF EGYPT SUSPENDS.

Financial Institution Which Paid 18
Per Cent. Closes Doors.

London, Sept 26—The Bank of
Egypt, Limited, suspended payment
today. In a notice to depositors the
directors say that advices from Egypt
make it apparent that the bank can-
not procure cash sufficient to meet
current cbligations. The company will
file liquidation proceedings. It is ex-
pected that the 1nstitution will be able
to meet all Tiabilities. ‘The Bank of
Egypt corporation was incorporated
in 1858 and registered as limited in
1887. The authorized capital was
$1,600,000. R. L. Barclay is chair-
man of the becard of directors, which
includes Lord Grenfell and Lord
Rathmore from 1889 to 1909. inclus-
ive. The bank paid from 12 to 18 per
cent. dividends. Last year, four per
cent. was declared.

LABOR STATISTICS.

Trade Disputes in Canada Duriag
August Less Than in Previous
Month,

Ottawa, Sept, 26—Trade-disputes in
Canada during August were less than
in the previous mcenth ,although Can-
adian workers lost 203,200 working
days during the month., All disputes
weére of brief duration and none of
them were far reaching or of great
magnitude.

About forty-five firms and 8114 em-
plcyees were involved in struggles.
The loss of time to employees, was
much larger as compared with last
year when 22,600 are recorded.

The department of labor -also re-
ports that industrial acc¢idents occur-
red to 237 individuals among weoerk
people during the month. Of these
104 were fatal and 133 resulted in
serious injuries.

WELL KNOWN SOLDIER DEAD.

Col. Rivers, a Veteran of the Rebellion
of 1885 Dies at Ottawa.

Ottawa, Sept. 25—A prominent mil-
itary man in the person of Lieut.Col.
Victcr Breereton Rivers, passed away
here today at an age of 61 years.
Lt.-Col. Rivers graduated from _ .he
Royal Military College in 1880, being
one of “Old Eighteen” first class of

cadets to graduate from that institu- ;

tion. In 1883 he obtained a ccmmand
in regiment of Canadian artillery, now
the Royal Canadian artillery and was
appointed to ‘“A” battery. He went
with this unit to the northwest in the
spring of 1885 and was present at the
actions of Fish Creek and Batcche,
and distinguished himself at both
places.

He received the Northwest medal
with clasp in recognition of his ser-
vices.

ARBITRATE LABOR DISPUTES.

London, Sept. 26—The government
has decided to appoint a board of
trade commission, empowered to ar-
bitrate labor disputes. The commis-
sicm will consist of twelve commis-
sioners representing equally the em-
ployers and the employees with Sir
George R. Askwith, the well known
“strike breaker” as permanent chief.
Sir George has represented the board
of trade at the settlement of various

strikes during the past year.

The government will nominate the
commissiomer in order to secure men
of judicial, rather than partisan type.
On the men’s side invitations have al-
ready been sent to Messrs., Thorn,
Bowerman and Enoch Edwards. The
scheme will be experimental for a
year.

REAL IMPERIALISTIC

Trade Commissioner Residing in Mon-
treal is Reporting Upon

ing Much to Establish
Manufacturers in Canada.

Three years ago the British govern-
ment decided upon a new departure

of Canadians without regard to party,
An officer was appointed with the title
of His Majesty’'s trade commissioner

at Montreal, reporting regularly on
British-Canadian trade questions, both
to the imperial government and also
to British firms who might apply to
the" office for infarmation, and he is
assisted by 11 officers known as im-
perial correspondents, one residing in
each important city of the Dominionr.
It is obvious that such duties, if dis-
charged with the requisite ability and
infcrmation, could not fail to be of
great importance, not only to
motherland in the encouragement and
assistance offered to her manufactur-
ers and merchants by the provision cf
full and accurate information regard-
ing the industrial life of the Dominion,
but also"to Canada, in the necessary
dislocation of the resources and ravid
development which ds  creating the
market desired by . British industry.
Thousands of letters are dispatched
yearly from the commissioner’s office
in answer to enquiries, and as one
result very numbers of British manu-
facturers visit the country. This pro-
ceeding has reached such dimensions

Early this year the cemmissioner
addressed a report to the Right Hon.
Sydney Buxton, M.P., president cf the
board of trade (which in England is
a department of the government, and
not as in Canada, a voluntary organ-
ization). The report was published
by the government as a blue baok, and
the reception accorded to it by the
press in Great Britain and in Canada
testifies to its importance and value.
-Among the numerous papers which
referred to it are the London Times,
the Financial News, the Sccitsman, the
Daily Mail, the Yorkshire Post, as
well as all the leading Canadian
papers.

At the opening of the Toronto ex-
hibition His Excellency the Governor
General said, “I notice with satisfac-
tion the increased desire of the British
manufacturer to take advantage of
the generosity of the management and
to exhibit their industries. British
firms who formerly did mo business
with this country, are sending cower
their agents as well as their exhibits,
in greatly increasing numbers, and
some of them have already established
permanent branches of their firms in
the Dominion. I have had ample op-
portunity to make myself acquainted
with the character of Mr. Grigg’s werk
and as he is present this afternoon, I
am glad to be able to thank him be-
fore you all for what he has accoin-
plished. Those whe wish to increase
the trade between Canada and the
motherland, cannot do better than
seek his advice and co-operation. He
is a zealous servant of the Empire.’
