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Filling A Need
It is gratifying to learn that, 

in addition to the routine work 
of the Memorial College, the sup- 
plimentary classes of instruc­
tion, which are conducted for 
the benefit of the general public, 
are eagerly being availed of by 
many who are desirous of brush­
ing up subjects neglected since 
their school days, and by others 
who did not have sijch oppor­
tunities earlier in life.

These classes cover a wide 
range of subjects, and it is par­
ticularly pleasing to find every 
effort is being made to meet the 
requirements of those desirous 
of acquiring knowledge that can 
be practically applied in*the var­
ious walks in life. Among these, 
are such subjects as Workshop 
Mathematics, Machine Drawing 
and Building Construction, and, 
as will be seen in a news item 
which appears elsewhere, in­
struction is given in connection 
with the management of the 
home. The extent to which the 
breadwinner’s pay cheque is ade­
quate or inadequate to meet the 
demands made upon it depends 
in no small measure upon the 
housewife’s knowledge of do­
mestic science, and it is the fac­
tor which affects more than any 
other the comfort and^ general 
well-being of the whole house­
hold.

So great has been the number 
of applications for admission 
that it has been found neces­
sary to duplicate the classes in 
several instances. The ar­
rangements include not only 
subjects more or less of a 
technical nature, but those 
which thg working man finds 
necessary. Foremen, for ex­
ample, in the merchantile firms 
arc given the opportunity to 
acquire a working knowledge of 
arithmetic and other subjects 
which apply to their respective 
trades, and they are eagerly 
availing of it. Later it is hoped 
to extend the range of subjects 
in order to meet the other re­
quirements of the community.

That the college is filling a 
long felt need is evident, and 
that it will prove an immense 
factor in advancing the gen­
eral welfare of the community 
seems assured. We heartily 
congratulate President- Paton, 
his staff and those others who 
are taking such a keen interest 
in the College, and who are do­
ing so much to further the 
valuable educational work per­
formed by the other institutions 
in the community. Education 
means enlightenment, and with­
out it this country could never 
hope to attain to that promin­
ence among her sister domin­
ions which is hers by right of 
the Island’s rich natural re­
sources and ihe sterling charac­
teristics of her people.

One man stands out 
prominent as St. Peter at Pentecost, 
Luther in the time of the Reforma­
tion, Carey to plead for India. It all 
depends on a man seeing God as his 
leader and taking up the challenge 
of his leader.

A message to the Deputy Minister of 
Customs from the Sub-Collector at 
Bonavista reports the stranding of 
the schr. Alrta Guy on Saturday. The 
message reads as follows:

“Schr. Alma Guy, R. Güy, mas-^ 
tel, came ashore here this morn­
ing and is now apparently a total 
wreck.”
Schr. Carrie and Nellie also went 

ashore at Ferryland, according to a 
message received Saturday from M. J. 
White, Collector at that place. The 
message reads:—“Schr. Carrie and 
NeHie, Wm. Evans, Master, dragged 
anchors and IS now on the rocks. Ves­
sel has 70 tons of coal on board.” A 
message was received to-day stating 
that the vessel had refloated and was 
not much damaged.

Capt. Burgess, of the Meigle, reports 
that at Hr. Grace the .eohn-Mmttal 
Drake dragged her anchors aim irâr- 
rowly escaped going ashore on the 
beach, being brought up with only a 
few yards to spare. A schr. laden 
with coal, from Bell Island, had her 
side stove In by being driven against 
McRae’s wharf, and sank.

Nothing definite has been heard of 
the boat Eliza, which drifted off 
xvhilst proceeding to St. Mary’s Bay 
from this port, nor of the Danish ‘schr. 
Bonavista, which left here several 
weeks ago to load fish at Togo.

On Saturday, Capt. Wlnsor. Minister 
of Marine and Fisheries, received a 
letter from Mr. Mitchell, at Hopedale, 
seeking orders as to what would be 
done with the chains and gear of a 
schooner that was ashore at that 
place. This was the first intimation 
of the loss of a vessel art Hopedale 
and the Minister has no Information 
yet as to the identity of the wreck.

Mr. W. J. Walsh. Minister of Agri­
culture and Mines, had a message yes­
terday stating the storm on the Gask- 
tors Shore was the worst in thirty 
years and extensive damage had been 
done to boats, wharves and fishing 
stages. * • -

Norwegian Steamer
Abandoned

At nine o’clock Saturday night a 
.still alarm was received at the >West 
End Fire all, calling the firemen to the 
house of Mr. E. Brown, 7 Hamilton 
Street. where a chimney blaze was In 
progress. Sergt. Kavanagh with two 
firemen named Walsh and Wiley, went 
up the .ladder to the root of the house 
to quench the blaze with the chemical, 
but it was found that In order to do 
this It would be necessary to raise a 
ladder alongside the chimney. While

The message stoles that 
flakes, stages and roads were washed 
away by the sea, and many houses 
were moved from their foundations 
by the gale.
