The Corean Warcloud.
SHANGHAI, July 22.—The report that 

war has been declared between China and 
Japan is not yet confirmed, but China is 
preparing for war.

LONDON, July 22.—A dispatch received 
this evening from Yokohama says it is 
stated that Corea demands the withdrawal 
of Japanese troops from the peninsula 
before considering the reforms proposed 
by Japan. The Japanese Government 
is much surprised by this demand, 
which is regarded as proof that she has been 
influenced by China to defy openly Japan’s 
wishes. Negotiations have been in progress 
for several days between Tokio and Pekin, 
but their tendency is not generally known. 
The Chinese legation here has heard noth­
ing from Pekin since Saturday morning.

The destinies of 
nations are not fixed in congresses or par- 
liaments, but in the Bank of England, Wall 
street. New York, or Board of Trade, 
Chicago. Wealth hides meanness of birth 
and paints over the stains and flaws in 
men’s characters and to many men it is 
the most feasible way to destruction. A 
man may be unable to write his own name, 
vet if he has money he requires no other 
passport into the best society of earth.

“There is no substantial ground for 
supremacy in anything that is merely out­
side of man.
