A general meeting of the city council,
at which the ,Stanley street pavement

for tenders for other city paving will
be discussed, is scheduled for » next
Monday evening. As the result of a
meeting of No. 1 committee of the city
counci, Wednesday afternoon. Mayor
Little made a motion that such a meet-
ing be called, and the committee con-
curred with him,

The committee was unable to reach
e satisfactory decision upon the recom-
mendation of No. 2 committee that the
city engineer be instructed to proceed
with the paving program, of which
Central avenue, and Piccadilly streets,
petween Richmond and Adelaide streets
are the main items, No. 2 committee
members favored calling tenders for
this work, and the whole thing will be
threshed out at the council meeting.

Should Stand Pat.

“We should stand pat on our first
report,” said Ald. Wenige, by calling
for tenders. We have no idea of the
reduction in prices. This is the time
for a competitive scheme.”

* pavements,”’ said Ald. Cameron Wilson,

wihio objected to paving Central avenue,
Piccadilly street, and Adelaide street
between Rattle and Oxford streets, all
three jobs having been authorized by
the city council. Ald. (Wenige cited
the Victoria School, and hydro east end
sub-station tenders as examples where
contractors bid the estimates.

Stanley street, and its famous pave-
ment which has assumed a forget-me-
not attitude in clvic circles was the
‘next subject on the agenda, Ald.
Wenige asking what steps the city so-
licitor has taken to collect the claim
due for the track allowance pavement
on Rectory street, and the stand taken
by the committee regarding Stanley
street. After considerable discussion
the latter problem was referred to the
city council meeting, at which the city
solicitor will be requested to attend
and explain what course of actlon is
open. This will be done privately dur-
ing the meeting, when the council will
adjourn for a few moments for the
purpose.

City Clerk S. Baker, on the motion of
Ald. Watt, was instructed to ‘‘get af-
ter the city solicitor to see what steps
he has taken to collect the Rectory
street claim.” When the Stanley street
predicament was being discussed Ald.
Watt inquired who ordered gravel
placed on the car tracks.

Most Ungodly Thing.

“It is the most ungodly thing I ever
saw,” he declared. ‘“The man who or-
dered that must have been insane.

EXCESSIVE TAXES
HANDICAP BUSINESS

London’s Debt Per Capita
$477 According To Citizens’
Research Institute.

HALIFAX STILL LOWER

Interesting Bulletin Shows
How Heavy Taxation Dis-
courages Industrial
Growth.

With the exception of Halifax, Lon
don has the least burden of public
\debt per capita of eleven typical Can-
(adian cities. Her total debt per capita
|is 3477, according to a table issued in
ia balletin of the Citizens' Wmwsearch
Institute of Canada, which deals with
the relatlon of government business
apd industry, describing how a govern-
ment. national, provincial or municipal
may handicap business and industry.

Taxes in the last analysis, it is point-
ed out, are a charge against produc-
tion, and consequently inefficient or un-
necessary expenditure is a direct hand-
icap to business and industry, and an
indirect handicap thereto by diminish-
ing the savings of the people necessary
for the healthy growth of business and
industry.

Handlicaps Business.

On the table showing the publie debt
per capita charged against each of
eleven citles in all parts of Canada,
Edmonton is highest with a per capita
{ debt of $829, and Vancouver next with
707. Hamilton's debt per capita is
$432, and Halifax, the lowes}, §467.
