THE. LIST.
CHAPTER 29.

I guess, after all, Johnny Kling, of
the old Cubs, was the best all-around
catcher I ever saw. I have put him
at the top of the catching staff of my
grand All-American team, and the
more I think about it the more I
am convinced of being right. I have
put Roger Bresnahan and Ray Schalk
to work with Kling. :

That, to my way of thinking, would
be the best catching outfit baseba_ll
ever has seen or maybe, ever wl_ll
see. If any baseball man doesn’t
agree with me I'm open to argu-
ment. I'll present mine first.

Johnny Kling was always aggres-
sive, and had the best throwing arm
from any position of any catcher 1
ever saw. He was a wonder at find-
ing out batters’ weaknesses, and was
allowed to sign the pitchers as he
judged best.

Kling had another faculty I ha_ve
never seen in another catcher. While
warming up the pitcher before the
game he could tell which was the
pitcher’s best ball to pitch for that
day. Did you ever know anybody
else who could do that? One day a
pitcher's fast ball might be best; an-
other day it might be his curve ball
or his slow ball. Kling would find
out quickly, and the pitcher would
feature that particglar ball for that
day, especially in the pinches. That
is one of the secrets of many a
pitcher’s success, and also of the old
Cubs’ success. A batter never knew
exactly how to figure the pitcher.
Kling used to warm up two or three
pitchers, and the managers would
let him make the selection for the
da}:;hnny was a sure hitter and a
beautiful fielder of foul flies and bunt-
ed balls. He was a wonder on tag-
ging base runners and backing up
plays at first. Kling had a sort of
knack of guessing on what ball a
runner would attempt to steal and
generally did the thinking for the
pitchers,

Kling was a past master at break-
ing up the double steal. The fact
that there was a man eon third as
well as first never worried him. He
would whip that ball down to second
just the same. Often he would freeze
the man on third and then get the
other runner by ten feet. That took
nerve, and Johnny Kling had a bar-
rel of it. He was never excited in
the least; was thinking all the time.
He was a wonderful team worker,
and always on the job.

Never Forget a Weakness.

Roger Bresnahan runs Kling a close
second. I notice John McGraw puts
Bresnahan on top because of his
ability to play any position and on
account of his hitting. Bresnahan, I
believe is the only catcher who ever
led off the batting list. Roger was a
smart player, make no mistakes about
that. He was particularly great on
blocking runners at home, and was
an artist om taking a throw from
either the infield or outfield.

Bresnahan was a thinking ball
player. He never had to be told
twice about the weakness of any
batter. He had a great memory, He
was unusually aggressive and fearless
and was a good influence for young
pitchers.

Roger was hard on umpires, but
used diplomacy at times. To this
day I don’t think Bresnahan believes
that a called third strike on him was
ever over the plate. His heart was so
set on the game that he thought the
umpires were giving him the worst
of it—honestly thought so. He often
played right after being badly hurt.
Bresnahan, incidentally, was the in-
ventor of the present shin guards
used by. catchers. He used to get
some bad spike wounds, and thought
up this idea of protecting the legs.
At first he was laughed at,_ but you
will notice that all catchers use the
shin guards now.

Ray Schalk, my third catcher, is a
dandy. I think him the most natural
catcher of them all He actually
makes the work look easy. Schaik
can catch any kind of pitching, and
the pitchers always want to work
with him. He has a great basebail
head and knows exactly how to direct
a pitcher. Fora his size Schalk
has great endurance. He can catch
every day during

Hans Wagner’s Own Story

| One of the Greatest of Baseball Players Gives
Fascinating Account of His Long Experi-
ence From the Inside Angle.

By HANS WAGNER.

I am downright sorry for the number
of great fellows I had to leave out.
It's no easy matter for me to leave
off such men as Keeler, Duffy, Kelley,
Beaumont and—well, a lot of them.
Most of those fellows played with
me at some time or other,

Ty Cobb is certainly entitled to an
outfield position on aeccount of his
great hitting, base running and gen-
eral aggressiveness. In other words,
Cobb comes mighty close to being
the greatest ball player that ever
lived. Until Ruth came into the lime-
light I guess Cobb was the greatest
drawing card baseball ever knew.
And he never disappointed, either.

Cobb is simply a natural baseball
wizard. He plays every game as if
his life depended upon it. He will
take any ,sort of chance to win and
his moves are so unexpected and
daring that he keeps his opponents
on the anxious seat. Many ball play-
ers have knocked Cobb for his
roughness, but I never did. He took
his chances and expected others to
do the same. He was as game as
they come,

Cobb believes in his own style of
play and usually has proven he is
right. Cobb is a danrgeous man to
block, He is as hard as iron and
insists on getting all that is coming
to him. No other man was ever able
to get a better lead off a base than
Cobb. Once he starts he goes
through. Gee, what a ball player!

Fred Clarke was not only a great
fielder but a great hitter and a
natural baseball leader. He was an-
other fearless base runner like Cobb.
Men who blocked him often got hurt,
but I dom’t think Clarke ever de-
liberately injured anybody. Believe
me, though, he always took all that
was coming to him.

A Hard Loser, But Game.

Clarke could hit to all flelds and
could hit any kind of pitching,
whether right or left handed. He
was especially good on picking out
balls to hit—never went after a bad
one, Clarke was a very tricky
player, always taking advantage of
the other fellow’s weakness. He
neither took nor gave quarter on the
base paths. He was willing to take
his chances and expected the other
man to do the same.

Clarke was great on instructing
pitchers. He was a hard loser and
so game that he never let on when
he was hurt. He played whether
sick, hurt or well. He lasted for
twenty years or more and seemed as
good when he quit as when he
started.

Tris Speaker, my third outfielder,
is another of the world’s great ball
players, Tris in some ways is the
most popular ball player in the
country. Everybody likes him per-
sonally and admires his ball playing.
He 8 a great natural hitter and
probably the best ground covering
flelder that ever lived. He hits to
all fields and .any kind of pitching.
It’s almost impossible to fool Speaker
on anything. He can go back farther
for a fly ball than anybody else and
can come in as close, Speaker ls
always thinking baseball and keeps
the other players on their toes.

No All-American team would be
complete without Babe Ruth, either
as a regular or extra man. His hit-
ting alone gives him a place. And,
let me tell you, Ruth is a much
better flelder and a faster man on
base than a lot of people think, He
looks slow on account of his immense
size, but that boy can get about.
Babe ‘Ruth is without doubt the

hitter that baseball ever
knew. ‘I have seen all the Ileang
range boys, but nobody else in the
world could ever hit a ball like Ruth.
Many pitchers are justly afraid of
pitching to Ruth. They fear he may
hit a ball directly back at them that
would be fatal. They pass him .for
that reason as well as any other. If
I had him in the two-three hole you
can bet I'd let him walk rather than
put one in the groove. .
