Yin Tai. ’ had only granted one, as he was always
governed by the opinion that, as magi­
strates were responsible for the order of 
their districts, they were the best judges as 
to a license being necessary in their local­
ity. He went into every statement of Mr.
Sidley’s letter, and, from the court note 
books, explained to the commissioner thé 
circumstances of the several cases men­
tioned by Mr. Sidley. ,

In answer to Mr. Sidley ’s closing remarks 
that he had nothing against Judge Spinks 
personally, and that there had been 
lusion between him, Mr. Sidley, and any­
one in setting up these charges, the com­
missioner said: “There is no suggestion 
at all, Mr. Sidley, that you are act­
ing in collusion with any person.
The only observation I permitjmyseif to 
made with reference to these gentlemen 
who, in formulating complaints, rather 
vague, but in very strong terms, is this :
It is not easy to understand, if they 
thought it their duty to make the com­
plaints at all to the minister of justice, 
how they can reconcile ' with the exercise 
of that duty their conduct in not 
even answering the formal request made 
for particulars of the charges ; in not ap­
pearing here, although the inquiry was 
brought to their doors as nearly as pos­
sible, and in ignoring the commission alto­
gether. This is the only observation I 
have to make.”

The commission then adjourned.
After the rising of the commission Mr.

McCallum went before Mr. Norris, J.B.
McMynn, registrar of county court and Mr.
Jacobs special correspondent of the News- 
Advertiser, and made a statement to the 
following effect, which was put In writing 
and witnessed by the above gentlemen ;

That the letter of accusation read at 
the commission that day had been pre­
sented to him in Mr. Sutton’s office and 
lie hesitated in signing it, but Mr. Sut­
ton assuredjhim that the other justice of 
the district was making complaint and 
it would result in »n inquiry. Mr. Fal­
coner was present when this took place.
Either on that day or a subsequent date 
Mr. Sutton induced Mr. McCallum to sign 
another letter addressed to Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier. The purport of this letter was a 
recommendation that Mr. Sutton be ap­
pointed the commissioner to inquire into 
the charges.

On seeing Mr. Sutton he states that the 
letter written to Sir Wilfrid Laurier sug­
gesting that he be appointed commissioner 
on tbe Spinks matter referred to in Mr.
McCallum’s declaration was written by a 
Mr. Falconer in Mr. Sutton’s office, and is 
evidently a mistake on Mr. McCallum’s 
part. Mr. Sutton further denies that he 
wrote any of the letters sent to Ottawa 
containing charges against Judge Spinks, 
although he admits that two of them were 
written in his office. He further states 
that proof of these statements can be ob­
tained and will be forthcoming, and that 
the position he occupied in the whole mat­
ter was simply as solicitor for the parties 
interested.

Lieutenant-Governor and Mrs. Mc­
lnnes happily chose New Year’s day for 
their first public reception since they 
took up their residence at Government 
House. Over four hundred gentlemen 
took advantage of the opportunity to 
pay their respects, and from one o’clock 
till six in the evening the coming of 
callers was continuous at Carey Castle.
