ADVERTISINE VICTORIA.

Public Meeting Will Be Held to Test
the Fecling of Citizens Genenally.

When- the suggestion was made at a
recent general meeting of the board of
trade that the advertisement of the at-
tractions of Victoria should be system-
atic rather than spasmodic—aqg,, i
annual fund should be provided for
doing such missionary work thoroughly—
the suggestion met with heartiest en-
dersation by the members of the board,
It was decided to go ahead, and as an
earnest of his views of the matter, one
clear-headed business man, Mr., Shall-
cross, started the ball rolling by proffer-
ing a subsecription of $50. Then a com-
mittee was appointed, with Mr. Simon
Leiser as chairman, and got to work in
earnest.

This committee held a meeting last
night at the board of trade rooms, and
considered the question delegated to
them in all its phases—the necessity of
imteresting investors, mining men, manu-
facturers, tourists, sportsmen; the ne-
cessities of the city; the methods to be
employed, including newspapers, maga-
zines, pictorial cards in hotels and on
steamers, pamphlets—even band mausic
at the park- Finally it was resolved
that

“The Klondike rush mow being over,
it is desirable that this committee extend
its advertising operations for the benefit
of the city of Victoria; and that addi-
tional funds be golicited for this pur-
pose.”’

The advertising value of such import-
ant considerations as good lighting, sew-
erage and streets being touched upon, a
resolution was adopted to the effect that

“In view of the fact that this citizens’
advertising committee considers it neces-
sary to raise an annual amount for the
purpose of advertising the city of Vic-
toria, we wish to express our approval of
the recent paving of Fort street, and the
hope that the council will continue this
good work until the entire business sec-
tion of the city is so paved.”

The final resolution of the meeting was
to the effect that a meeting of citizens
be called for Wednesday evening, the
15th instant, at the board of trade rooms
to disc.u_ss civic matters generally and the
necessities of civic advertising in particu-
ar, .
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AUSTRALIAN MARRIAGE FACTS.

Statistical works are not always dry
reading, and “ The Wealth and Progress
of New South Wales,” by the govern-
ment statistician of that colony, con-
tains many curious and interesting facts
concerning the conjugal condition of the
colonists. - When the New South Wales
census of 1891 was taken, there were
141,656 married couples living together.
Several of them were decidedly young.
Two of the husbands were boys of 16;
six were only 17 years of age; thirteen
were one year older; twenty-one were
19 years of age, and 59 were only 20
years old. On the other hand, four of
the wives were girls of 15; eighteen
were one year older; forty-seven were
17 years of age; and over 100 were but
18 years old. = In other instances there
was a great disparity in the ages of the
contracting parties, but not more than
in most other countries, where alliances
between May and December are by no
means uncommon. The majority of hus-
bands and wives were Australian born,
two-fifths belonging to the Church of
England, one-fifth to the Roman Catho-
lic church, the remainder being divided
among various religious denominations.
The law relating to marriages in New
South Wales determines that the mar-
riage ceremony must be performed by
an officiating minister duly registered
for that purpose; but it is provided
that, in cases where the contracting par-
ties conmscientiously object to a religious
ceremony, or where the services of a
minister are mnot available, they may
sign a declaration to that effect and be
married by a district registrar. The

The average marriage rate
of New South Wales was 6.72; that of
Victoria, 6.34; of Queensiand, 6.05; :of
South Australia, 5.40;  of Western Aus-
tralia; 11.06; of Tasmania, 6.22; and
of New Zealand 6.83. From this it will
be seen that the New South Wales mar-
riage rate, although slightly below that

of New Zealand, is the highest in Aus-|’

tralia, an unerring criterion of the pros-
perous condition of the colony. The
Church of England celebrated the larg-
est nmumber of marriages, the Roman
Catholic church coming next; but in
each case the proportion falls short of
what might be anticipated from . the
strength of the church as shown by the

census returns. = This is noticeably sof

in the case ' of . the Roman Cathoelic
church. The adherents of that denom-
ination at the census of 1891 formed
25.34 per cent. of the population, where-
as the marriages solemmnized according
to its rites during the year 1897 formed
only 17.72 per cent. of the whole number
of marriages. To bring the number of
Roman Catholic marriages up to the
proper proportion, therefore, they should
be increased nearly 43 per cent.; and it
is plain that either many Roman Catho-
lics do not marry within their own com-
munion, or the adherents to that church
do not undertake the responsibilities of
marriage to the same extent/as other
members of the community. The latter
supposition is doubtless the correct ex-
planation of the anomaly, for the ad-
herents of the Roman Catholic church
are amongst the poorest in the colony,
and want of means perhaps is the chief
cause of the comparatively small number
of their marriages, though at the same
time 1t is undoubtedly true that what are
termed “ mixed” marriages are numer-
ous. In the greater number of marriages
during 1897 the husband was older than
the wife, the majorily of the contracting
parties being bachelors or spinsters, the
number of divorced men and women re-
marrying being limited. The average
number of children born to a marriage is
higher than in Victoria, South Australia,
Tasmania and New Zealand, but lower
than in Queensland and Western Aus-
tralia. It is also higher than in the
United Kingdom. ‘There has of late
years been an increase in the number of
marriages performed according to the
rites of some of the smaller denomina-
tions. 'This is largely due to the exist-
ence of institutions named ‘“ matrimonial
agencies,” which combine the easy for-
malities of a district registrar’s office
with the attendance of a clergyman, the
fees being very low. These institutions
have their use, the marriage facilities
afforded by them tending to impose a
check, however slight, on the number of
illegitimate births.

NORTHERN STEAMERS RETURN.

Fleet of Three Regcg:d Seattle on
Thursday from ‘Skagway.

Seattle, Nov, 3.—Following the return
of the Roanoke, Humboldt and Farallon,
th;ee that arrived Wednesday, another
trio of Alaskan steamers, the City of
Seattle, City of Topeka and Dirigo,
feachqd port yesterday and last night.
The City of Seattle made another of her
record-breaking trips. While she has
done better thime in the past, she nev-
ertheless conmpelted the round voyage in
8ix days and eighteen hours.

One hundred and ten passengers and
$110,000 worth of Atlin and Klondike
gold came on the Dirigo, Her passengers
were divided into thirty-nine first class,
twenty-three second class and forty-eight
Steerage. The latter were. all Chinese,
constituting a force that has been em-
pioyed at the Boga de Quadra cannery,

Of the gold, $73;000 in one shipment
came consigned to the Seattle assay office
by the Bank of British North America’s
Atltm branch. Individuals owned the
rest.

The Dirigo’s Klondike passengers, and
for that matter those of the City of Se-
attle, were of no later date than those
of the Humboldt. Telegraphic advices
rt:celve.d at Skagway from Bennett and
down-river points  indicated that the
steamers Joseph Clossett and Anglian
were held hard and Qast in the grip of
the ice at Selwyn. |

business rather quiet at Skagway owing
to the condition of Yukon navigation. J.
J‘. Shaughnessy, the well known San
Francisco commercial traveller, accom-
panied by Mrs. Shaughnessy, returned on
the City of Seattle from a business trip
north; also Capt. E. W. Johnson, shipper
and contractor. Capt. Johnson has been
in the Atlin district for several months.
He says practically nothing in a mining
way was being done in that camp when
he left.

Alexander Campbell, a resident of New
Jersey, returmed on the Seattle from
Cook Inlet'b_v way of Port Valdez. He
says there is a great deal of activity and
interest in copper mining in the Copper
river. section just now; also on the is-
lands of Prince William sound. Samples
from the latter district running 30 and
40 per cent. copper and from $20 to $40
per ton gold were shown Mr. Campbell.
_The City of Seattle passed the Copper
river steamer Execelisor, bound for this
D,‘“'t» at 4 o'clock Thursday morning.
S‘he had 120 passengers, nearly all from
Copper river. Capt, Glenn, leader of the
goveroment expedition which under took
to find an overland route from the inlet
by way of the Sushitna river to the Yu-
kon, is aboard the Excelsior. Comply-
ing with instructions recently received
from Washington, Capt. Glenn, having
demonstrated that such a ronte would
not  be practicable, took his forces to
Port Valdez, where they were consoli-
dated with Capt. Abercrombie’s Copper
river expedition.

’Mthl.uck It Is Hoped to Subdue
‘- Organized Insurrection
by Next Spring.

By Assoct ‘lted Press.

/ Manila, Nov. 5.—This evening a fleet
'pf transports and gunboats left Manila
for the most important expedition of the
‘aubumn campaign, Its destination is
supposed to be Dagupan or some other
‘uorthern port.

Gen. Wheaton commands, with ‘a
brigade consisting ‘of the 13th infantry,
the 383rd infantry, two guns of the Sixth
 artillery and two Gatlings. The trans-
ports Sheridan, San Franecisco de Reys
and Aztec carry the troops, with the gun-
boat Helena as escort. A despatch
boat was sent ahead to arrange a ren-
dezvous with the United :States cruiser
Charleston and the other warships that
are patrolling the morth coast of Luzon.

The landing will ‘be made under cover
of the guns of the fleet.

It is assumed here that the purpose of
the expendition is to move down the
Dagupan-Manila railroad toward Tarlac,
or to prevent Aguinaldo’s forces making
another base further meorth. Dagupan
and Apparri are the stronghqlds of the
insurgents in the north, and it is sup-
posed the points where the most of the
filibustering parties land.

Since the beginning of hostilities it has
Leen the unanimous opinion of military
experts here that Dagupan should be
made a base of operations, but sufficient
troops have heretofore been lacking.
‘With Generals Wheaton, Macarthur and
Lawton moving upon Tarlac from three
directions and the mountains hemming
them on the other side, the insurgent
capital will soon become untenable.

Aguinaldo may shift his headquarters
to the rich tobacco country at the morth
end of the island. Possibly he may
slide around Gen. Lawton’s front to the
southern provinces, but as Macarthur
and Lawton’s troops are spread across
the country from Angeles to Cabana-
tuan, it will be difficult for the insur-
gents to escape.

Should the concerted operations suc-
ceed, organized insurrection on a large
scale. should be at -an end early mext
spring, although guerrilla warfare is
likely to continue for a long time. No
one anticipates that the insurgents will
make many hard battles. The problem
is to move the troops about the country,
to maintain transportation, and to hold
the territory gained. The moral effect
of the arrival of a large American army
is calculated upon to sap Aguinaldo’s
strength by desertions and through the
loss of hope among the supporters of
the revolutionary movement.

A PERFIDIOUS BEST MAN.

of its kind. XKnowing this, although
they had seen “Ole Olson” wear thread-
bare and acknowledged a recent call
from his cousin, ‘“Yon Yenson,” Vietori-
ans turned out last night to give a cor-
dial welcome to the originator and cre-
ator of the Swedish type in comedy
drama, Ben Hendricks. They were glad
they did so, too, for they found his new
play, “A Yenuine Yentleman,” agree-
ably disprove the common fallacy that all
Swedish dialect plays are alike. They're
not. Of course they must be parallel in
the general treatment of Swedish charac-
ter, but the “Yentleman* leads all of its
class from Gus Heege’s pen in its finish,
the. brightness of its lines, and their up-
to-dateness. :

“Ole Olson” and “Yon Yonson” are to
a great extent clever caricatures; the
“Yenuine Yentleman” correets the cru-
dities of early work and presents the
Swede of to-day unburlesqued, with all
his great strength and abundant, homely
humor. As a play it is the leader’ of
its class in that it portrays with fidelity,
and depends for its success upon its own
merit and the talent of its producers
rather than upon improbable, ultra-melo-
dramatic situations and effeets.

Not that seenic or incidental accessor-
jes -are overlooked or their importance
under estimated—on the contrary, the
first-act setting, a shipboard scene, is as
beautiful as it is original, and the en-
trance to the mine is both effective and
correct.

It is the play that is the main element,
however—and the players. Scenery,
music, specialties and quaint conceits in
monoloque round out and perfect the
dramatist’s production.

In the title role last evening Mr. Hen-
dricks more than sustained his enviable.
reputation as an actor. He is one of the
few who aim to make all histrionic art
of Shakespearean standard. His forte
is in showing the Swedish-American to
public as he is, not in playing Hamlet;
but he exhibits every bit as true devo-
tion to his art and as careful study—
the type is quaint, forceful—gentle, re-
sourceful, pleasing. It is moreover new,
for Sven Hansen’s lines and situations
are tefreshingly bright and modern.

The other quaint character of the new
play, the “Cordelia O’Grady” of Miss
Maggie LeClaire, is also refreshingly
clever, and never overdone. . The dialect
and the actions are always apropos;
while - the introduced “Come All Yez”
songs are both typically Irish and admir-
ably done. The artist last evening re-
ceived a magnificent bouquet and four
successive encores—and they were but
an earnest of the spontaneous apprecia+
tion of her audience.

The adventuress of Miss Fannie Cur-
tis, while it gives small scope for that
sterling worker, was well studied and
well acted; Miss Bertie Conway made
a satisfactory. Jessie; Miss Belle Fran-
cis was a npatural and winsome Mrs.
Florence Nelson; and Mr. Wm. Gray’s
“Maguire” was still another very clean-
cut type that is above the realm of cari-
cature. The others of the cast were
eminently adapted to their parts.

Criticism of “A Yenuine Yentleman”
can only be hostile to the extent that
several of its constituent parts are mnot
well connected, and the playwright's li-
cense as to probabilities has been taken
fullest advantage of. Of the Swedish
comedy dramas it is unquestionably first
in quality; while it would be as common
sense to say that Dewey and Gen. Otis
are just alike because both are Ameri-
cans as to say that having seen “Olson”
or “Yonson” one need not see the “Yen-
tleman.”. He is a Swede, but vastly dif-
ferent. And he is most congenial com-
pany.

To-morrow evening at the Victoria
theatre Hoyt’'s “A Milk White Flag”
holds the boards. Victorians have legiti-
mate reason to look with suspicion on
a Hoyt production after the “Black
Sheep” experience, but there is this in
favor of to-morrow’s bill—it showed at
Vancouver last night and a very large
attendance gave it an enthusiastic recep-
tion. It is not the same “Milk White
Flag” that won praise and approbation
in Kast and West two seasons ago, for
both Dunne and Mary Marble, the piv-
otal figures in the East, are missing.
