London, Feb. 16.—A correspondent of
the Associated Press at Ladysmith, from
which place he escaped on February 10,
and" arrived at Durban February 14,
sends the following, written before he
left Ladysmith: .

“Since the furious cannonade in the
early part of the week guietness has
reigned. The hills on which the relief
column’s lyddite shells were bursting in
hundreds, are now occupied by grazing
cattle.

“Further away on the north side of
the Spion Kop, the Boer laager can be
seen, evidently bigger than before, show-
ing they have no idea at present of Te-
tirmg from their position.

“Much disappointment is felt at the
non-sppearance - of Buller, as from the
severity of the fire every heart was glow-
ing with hope and excitement at the
prospect of immediate relief, not that we
are it ail in the blues, for everyone cap-
able of shouldering a rifle is coni_ident of
our ability to hold the town against any
force the Boers yre capable of putting in
the field.

“Still the continued diet of horse and
mule flesh is getting monotonous, al-
though the health of the camp, taking
everything into consideration, is better
than it counld be expected. Enteric faver
and dysentery have abated.

“The scarcity of vegetables is very try-
ing to the trogps. Kggs are 36 shillings
a dozen, small. fowl 18 shilling and six-
pence, pumpkins 12 shilling each, small
vegetable marrow 6 shillings, a tin of
jam 12 shilling and sixpence, a tin of
milk 7 shillings and sixpence, a box of
sardines 3 shillings and tobacco 90 shil-
lings a pound.

County Gourt
. wdudges’ Pay

Dominion Government Insists
That Province Bargained to
MAdd Allowance. "

Present Repudiation 8hown to
Be Not Creditable to
Local Ministers.

A return presented to the legislature by
Premier Semlin a few days ago contained
the correspondence injthe matter of the
discontinuance of the allowance hereto-
fore paid by the province to the county
court judges. A letter from County
Court Judges Harrison, Bole, Cornwall,
Spinks and Forin directed attention to
the fact that under an agreement between
the two governments the province former-
Iy paid them $500 per annum in consid-
eration of their acting as stipendiary mag-
istrates.

A minnte of the executive council of
the. province sets out that there was no
bargain or arrangement of any kind for
the payment of the allowance, On the
other hand Hon. R.- W. Scott, secretary
of state for Canada, in presenting the
views of the privy council says: ‘I have
at the same time to observe that .
there can be no doubt that an arrange-
ment was concluded and acted upon with
respect to the appointment and salaries
of the county court judges which, in
good faith, should be carried out;, and to
request that the salaries withheld be re-
stored.”

The report of the privy council is as
follows:

Extract from a Report of the Committee
of the Honorable the Privy Council,
approved by His Excellency on the
13th June, 1899.

On a report, dated 1st June, 1899, from
the Minister of Justice, stating that by a
memonial dated 28th November, 1898, the
county court judges of British Columbia
represented. to Your Excellency that the
provineial government had intimated to
them that the salary of $500 a year,
theretofore paid to each of them by the
provinece, would cease after 30th Novem-
ber, 1898,

They. called attention to the faet that
in 1889, after a considerable discussion
between Mr. Dewdney, representing the
Dominion government, and Mr. Robson,
representing the provincial government, it

judge should, on appointment, receive a
salary of $2,400 per annum from the Do-
minion government, and that the govern-
ment of the province should suppléement
that ealary by $500 in consideration of
each judge acting also as stipendiary
magistrate, and they pointed out that Mr,
Robsom, on behalf of the province, had
stated at the time that $2,900 was the
lowest salary at which it would be pos¢
sible to secure the services of competent
men.  The judges stated further that a
salary of $2,400 per annum was far
from being adequate for the services ren-
dered, having regard to the jurisdiction
which they possessed, and they expressed
the vh?_ge that steps would be taken to re-
 pa e loss which would be inflicted
"upon them by the proposed action of the
province, and to secure the full amount
of their salary as agreed upon.

The minister observes that, in pursu-
ange of the minute of council, approved
2341 January, 1899, this memorandum
was communicated to the Lieutenant-
Governor of British Columbia for his re-
port. On 16th February, 1899, the Lieu-
tenant-Gevernor transmitted to the Sec-
retary of State an approved report of the
Attorney-General of the province upon
the memorial of the county court judges,

The minister submits herewith copy of
the said report of the Attorney-General,
trom -which it appears that the govern-
ment of the province understand that a
claim is made by the county court judges
that an arrangement exists between Your
Kxcellency’s government and the Pro-
vincial ‘government by which the lafter
government ought to:supplement the sal-
aries of the judges. It is stated, how-
ever, that no such arrangement has been
wmade or proposed, and this is sought to
be established by reference to . the cor-
respondence, by which, it is stated, the
provincial government pointed out that
the salaries which the Dominion govern~
ment proposed to pay were not adequate
for the province of British Columbia;
that the Dominion government, however,
insisted that they could not discriminate
between the provinces, and would not
agree to appoint county court judges for
British Columbia except at the same sal-
ary as was paid in the other parts of
Canada, that thereupon the provincial
government suggested that they wounld
supplemnent the salaries in order to ob-
tain the services of competent men, but
that this was an entirely voluntary state-
ment on the part of the province and not
asked for in any way by the Dominion.
It is not denied that the judges were ap-
pointed upon and in view of the alleged
statements in this correspondence.

The minister further states that, he
fails to apprehend, even upon the effects
of the correspondence as stated by the
Attorney-General, how it can be said that
there WAS N bargain or arrangement of
any knid whatever. The ground which
seems to be particularly emphasized by
the Attorney-General is that the proposal
of the provincial government to supple-
ment the judgés’ salaries for the purpose
of obtaining the . services of competent
men was g voluntary proposal, but the
statement of that ground is merely an
affirmation of a fact which is essential to
the validity of any contract or arrange-
ment,
lished in proper cases, when two parties,
whether they be governments or indi-
viduals; h&“l_! entered into "an arrange-
ment by. which they are afterwards to
be bound, that each party acted volun-
tarily, or as a free agent. In the present
case, of coumse, it has never been sug-
gested that the government of the prov-
ince made the proposal, which was ac-
cepted by the Dominion gevernment, and
upon the faith of which the judges ac-
cepted appointment to office, othérwise
ghan in the exercise of a free and sound
judgment as to what was expedient in

-the general interest of the province. The

ground urged by the Attorney-General
for the purpose of escaping from the obli-
gation which, in the opinion of the min-
ister, theé arrangement in question im-
posed upon the government of the prov-
ince, might be urged with equal force
with regard to any imaginable contract
between individuals which a court of
justice might. be called upon te enforce.
Offers or proposals which the law re-
cognizes are, and must always be, vol-
unitary. For that reason they may freely
be withdrawn previous to acceptance, but

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legal or other reasons, to base a valid
claim for relief upon the ground that the
offer, which resulted in the contract, had
been made voluntarily.
.. The minister further dbserves that, the
Attorney-General states that there ap-
pears to be no reason why, in the inter-
est of the province, the payments hereto-
fore made to the judges shounkd be con-
tinued. If, in the opinion of the present
provincial government, competent judges
for the county courts may now be secur-
ed at a ealary of $2,400, this remark of
the Attorney-General may hold so far
as the future is eoncerned, but as to the
present judges, good faith r.equires that
the payments should be continued. They
accepted -office upon the assurance that
they would receive an allowance of $500
pex-gnnum from the province m'addmon
to the salary paid by the Dominion, and,
as it appears, in the opinion of tl;e pro-
vincial government of the time, it was
necessary to give that assurance in or-
der to obtain competent men for the of-
fice.

Phe minister further submits that there
can be no doubt as to the meaning vund
object of the memorial addressed to Your
Excellency by the county court judges.
They state the circumstances fail:ly and
complain that they are now deprived of
an allowance from the province wh}ch
they have hitherto received, apd which
they were entitled to expect would be
continued, having regard to the circum-
stances attendant upon their appointment
to office. While the judges would doubt-
less be satisfied to have their previous
salary maintained, from whatever source
the moneys were paid, it is «clear from
the correspondence to which they refer
that the obligation does not rest with
Your Excellency to supply the allowance
which is being withheld by the province.

They seek, properly enough under the
circumstances, the friendly offices of
Your Excellency for the purpose of hav-
ing the agreement petween the Dominion
and the Province carried out; but there
is, in the opinion of the minister, no room
for misapprehending the claim set up by
the memorial that the government of the
provinee should continug to make the
payments as heretofore.

Turning now to the evidence in sup-
port of the arranzement between t'he two
governments other than that Whl(‘;h ap-
pears upon the Attorney-Gener'al s Te-
port, it appears that in 1883 Sir Alex-
ander Campbell, then Minister of Justice,
was authorized by the government ot
Canada to visit British Columbia and
make arrangements relative to the var-
ioug points then remaining unsgttled be-
tween the governments; that in pursu-
ance of such authority be Vlsltﬁed_ the
province and had negotiations with the
provincial government. Qne of the sub-
jects engaging the attention of Sgr Alex-
ander Campbell and the provincial goy-
ernment at the time was that of county
court jurisdiction, and it was arranged
that an officer should be appointed, who
should be at the same time county court
judge and stipendiary  magistrate for
Cariboo and Lillocet, the Dominion gov-
ernment paying his salary as Judge,.and
the province paying his aalagy as stipen-
diary magistrate. ‘With his report of
25th ‘September, 1888, to His Excellency
the Marquis of Lorne, then Governor-
General of Canada, Sir Alexander Camp-
bell submitted a memorandum dated 20th
August, 1883, embodying the agreement
between the two governments. This
agreement is signed by Sir Alexander
Campbell ‘and by Mr. Smithe, then Prem-
jer of the province, and states upon the
subject of the judiciary as follows:

“A county court judge shall be appoint-
ed by the Dominion government for the
district of Cariboo and Lillooet, at a sal-
ary of twenty-four hundred dollars, and
he shall receive from the local govern-
ment the appointment of stipendiary mag-
istrate, at a salary of five hundred dol-

ment, if necessary, and for the payment
of the judge, to be sought for.”” - 'Then
follows a statement that the a.greement
includes all matters as to which there
is any. dispute or difference between 'the
two governments, and when carried into
effect will constitute a full settlement of

either government. (See SessionalTPnpers
of Canada 1885, Vol. XVI1L, No. 161,
pages 26 to 28)

Mr. Harrigon was accordingly appoint-
ed the Dominion government judge of
the county court of Cariboo on 25th April,
1884, and he was also appointed by the
provincial government a justice of the
peace and stipendiary magistrate for the
province on 8th May, 1884 He was
paid by the Dominion as county court
judge a esalary of $2,400, and by the
province, out of moneys specially voted
for the purpose, an additional salary of

$500.

The minister further states that, in
the Sessional Papers of British Colum-
bia, 1889, pages 161 to 165, will be
found the report of Mr. Dewdney, then
minister ‘of the interior, to the Governor-
General-in-Council, dated December 10,
1888, referring to the mission of Mr.
Robson, then provincial secretary of
British Columbia, who held conferences
with Mr. Dewdney in relation to various
matters requiripg adjustment between
the government of the pgminion and
the government of British Columbia,
with respect to which Mr. Robson was
empowered by his government to ar-
range a basis of settlement. Upon the
subject of county -courf judges Mr.
Dewdney reports as follows:

The government of British Columbia
asks that four “county court judges
may be appointed fer the districts of
Kamloops, New Westminster, Nanaimo
and Vietoria, respectively, the provincial
government to supplement the salary by
$500 per annum, in consideration of
each judge acting also as stipendiary
magistrate. In this conpnection Mr.
Tlobson offers the suggestion that the
Dominion government = should not pay
less than $2,400 per annum to each of
these judges, that sum, together with
the amount to bé paid by the provincial
government, being the lowest salary at
Which that government consider it would
be possible to secure the services of
competent men.

“Under the arrangement made between
the late Minister of the Interior and Mr,
Robson, two judges were to be appoint-
ed, but the necessary legislation not
Having been enacted at the last session
of thes Dominion parliament, the Provin-
cial government has taken this opportu-
nity to urge an increase in the number.
The undersigned states that he has con-
sulted with the minister of justice upon
this point, who is of opinion that it
might be advisable to make prevision
for an additional appointment-at Nanai-
mo. Should this opinion .be econcurred
in, the undersigned recommends that
Mr. Robson be informed accordingly,!
and that the salaries must be on the
same terms as in other parts of Canada.”
The minister further states that this
report was duly approved by the Gover-
nor-General on the 16th December, 1888,
and judges were subsequently appointed
pursuant fo the arrangement as so stated
and confirmed.

Judge Harrison was transferred to
Nanaimo on 3rd August, 1880: Mr.
Bole was appointed county court judge
for New Westminster on 19th Septem-
ber, 1889; Mr, Spinks for. Yale and Mr.
Cornwall for Cariboo. on the same date,
and Mr. Forin was appointed county

‘court .judge for Kootenay.on.22nd . No-!

vember, 1806. - Judges Bele, Spinks’
Cornwall were appointed b; g!; tko've‘r-:
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ment of British Columbia stipendiary
magistrates for the province in 1889,
and received salaries from the Dominion
and from* the Province in accordance
with. the ggreement. Judge Forin' also
was appointed stipendiary magistrate by
the provineial government at the time of
his receiving his Dominion appointment
as county court judge, and he also re-
ceived salary from both sources. The
commissions of these gentlemen ax
stipendiary magistrates still remain in
force, although the provincial salary has
been withheld.

The minister further observes tlat
there can be no doubt, therefore, that
an arrangement was concluded and
acted upon with respect to the appoint-
ment and. salaries of the county court
judges, which in honor and good faith
should be respected and upheld; and,
inasmuch as the Dominion -government
of the time was a party to that arrange-
ment, he, the minister, considers that
Your Excellency’s government ought to
urge upon the provincial government as
s_tropgly as posgible the propriety of con-
tinuing the payments in question.

The minister therefore recommends
that a copy of this minute, if approved,
be transmitted to the Lieutenant-Gover-
nor of British Columbia for the informa-
tion of his government, with a request
that, for the reasons herein stated, the
salaries withheld be restored.

Rossland, Feb., 17.—While ore ship-
ments have fallen away to 750 tons for
the past week, the geenral mining. situa-
tion in the camp has decidedly improved.
