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PEACE RLVER WHEAT CROP.

| Splendid Sample Was Harvested at

Vermilion Early in September.

The Edmonton Bnlletin says: Gilbert
McKay returned from a year's stay at
Vermulion, Peace River, last week. He
brought samples of. Ladoga wheat of
the present year’s-crop, and a sample
of flour made in the new H. B. Co.
mill just erected there. The wheat is 8
\magrficent sample.” The heads are
long 1and well filled and the graln 18
plump and of good color. The sample
was taken early in September before
the crop was harvested, and was there-
fore gomewhat green, but apparently is
none the, worse. Wheat was a. good
crop and all cut ‘and sfacked on Sep-
tember 15, when Mr. McKay left. Al-
though the mil had started up it was
not in full running ‘order, on September
15, but was expected to be by the 20th.
This is a 50. barrel roller process mill
erected by the Hudson’s Bay company.
There are beésides two other “vater pow-
er, stone mills, owned respectively by
the Lawrence Bros, and the Roman
Catholic mission, Lawrence Bros. have
a steam saw mill and tle H. B. com-
pany also have a saw mill. About half
the grain crop is wheat, and the great-
er part of the other half barley. Oats
is not much cultivated as yét, and this
year the yield is light. Wheat and bar-
ley are both good crops.

The first frost occurred during the
first week of '‘September. The spring
was wet 4and the summer dry, which
acconnted for the light yield of oats.
Seeding began about Anril 15, but plow-
ing did not begin wntil about May 1.
In the previous fall plowing ceased
about October 15.

Owing to the erection of the H. I%
Co. mill the settless increased their
areas of breaking this year by about
200 acres. The present erop acreages
of the settlement are about as follows:

Trees Confiscated By Pro-
vincial Inspector.

Carload of Ontario Apples Con-
demned at Waneta—Fight-
ing the Pests.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

Of some 35,000 young plum and peach
trees brought into the province irom
Ontario, Washington, and ‘©Oregon, a
large proportion bas been condemned
and destroyed by Mr. T. (Cunningham,
provincial inspector of fruit pests, at
Vancouver. ' The young stock, especial-
ly the plums, was found  to be badly
affected with the peach and plim borer,
which attacks the roots amd ruins the
tree. ]
The utmost care has to be exercised
by the officials of the Agricultural De-
partment to keep out the diseased npur-
sery stock, which is being continually
sent to this province by .unsgerupulous
nurserymen in Eastern Canada and the
United n«gmtes, and every fruit-grower
should assist by every means: in his pow-
er to preserve the health of the orchards.
It these pests are once allowed to es-
tablish themselves, it will be impossible
to eradicate them, and British Columbia
truit will ‘deteriorate in quality and
value.

APPLES CONDEMNED.
Speaking on tae-eatie supject, the
News-Advertiser s4ys: .

AMr. Fred. Adie, quarantine officer for
the Board of Horticulture at Waneta,
B. C., has reported to Provincial In-
spector of Fruit Pests, Mr. T. Cunning-
ham, that during the current week he
has had to condemn a_ carload of Om-
tario apples after having spent three
days in closely inspecting them. He re-
ports that the apples were a bad lot,
and thus bears out the report of_ the
Dominion Inspector, who is now in iLon-
don, Eng., and which was published in
a recent issue of the News-Advertiser,
in which he stated that even the street
verdors of fruit in London refused to
handle ' Ontario apples %P account- of
their being so infected.

INFECTED STQCK.

Not only is the fruit exported from
Ontario a live subject of complaint, but
nurserymen and horticulturists are also
complaining of thie condition of the
frait trees and bushes, etc., shipped
West by the Eastern nurserymen. Re-
cently a shipment of 24,700 trees and
shrubs ‘arrived here from Toronto. They
carried a certificate of fumigation dated
September 30, but when inspected and
examined at the Provincial Station in
this city, large quantities of the trees
were found to be infected with insect
pests and had to be cremated.

SUICIDAL POLLCY. ;

Mr. Cunningham estates that it is
folly for the ‘Ontario produce and nur-
serymen. to “endedvor to- unload their
wormy trees or apples on the British
Columbia market. The Board of Horti-
culture and its officer§ are determined
that the Codlin Moth shall not get a
hold in this province; amd its officers
exercise -the most rigid preeautions to
ensurg the British Columbia ' orchar-
dists of freedom from anxiety, lest this
or other pests should be introduced
threcugh the medium.of imported stock
or fruit. ‘

Respecting the recent shipment of
trees, Mr. Cunniughsin states that it
arrived in 56 cases containing over 24.-
700 trees, including some 8,000 apple.
3,500 odd ‘respberries, peaches, plum,
pear, etc. [Every case was unpacked
and each tree examined with a result
that proved that the Board of Horticul+
ture was- fully warranted in ignoring
the certificate of fumigation carried by
the shipment. Numerous colonies of the
“Schizoneura Lanigera” or Woolly Ap-
his were found on the apple trees. A
large number of the peach and a few
of the,plum trees were found to be in-
fected with the Peach Borer and were
condemned. In the peach trees the pest
was so pronounced that quite 60 per
cent. had to be destroyed. In one case
alone, in a shipment intended for a
prominent ranucher in Vermon, it was
found that not g single tree was free,
all being infected by the presence of
one or, more borers, and the whoie lot
was cremated.

DISBELIEF

Very Rev. W. H. Fremantle,
-Dean of Ripon Causes a
Sensation.

The Very, Rev. W. H. Fremantle, D.
D., the distinguished Dean of Ripon,
has stirred up a tumult in Church of
England circles by publicly stating that
Le declinés to accept statements made
in two of the‘Gospels of the New fTes-
tament. :

In addressing a meefing of the
Churchmen's union on “Natural Chris-
tianity” he remarked that they. were
met on the threshold of two of the Gos-
pels by what seemed a prodigy, the
birth of Christ from a virgin. His own
belief was that they ought to leave that
out of account. because, apart from the
first two chapters of St. Luke, the vir-
gin birth is absolutely non-existent,
The uext point to which the Dean
directed attention was the miracles. He
asked whether it was irreverent to be-
lieve that Christ himself made a dis-
inction between what modern science
would have recognized as death and
the forms of swooning or hysteria, and
that when he bade his disciples heal
the sick and raipe the dead he was
speaking of what'would be accepted as
possible by scientific men of today.

As to the resurrection, the Dean could
not look upon it as a violation of na-
tural law. The preaching of the re-
surrection in later times was of a spirit-
ual existence.

“In the eleven months ending October
1, 1902, there have been organized and
chartered by our affiliated national un-
ions, and by the American Federation
of Labor direct, not less than 3,500 new
local unions, with an added member
ship of not less than 300,000.”

Apart from the miners’ strike, Mr.
Gompers said, there has been during
the past year no general trade contest in-
volving arge numbers, mor had there
been so large a number- of strikes as in
former years. ‘Of the strikes reported
the -preponderance have been for higher
wages and shorter hours, and they have
been largely successful. .

Secretary Morrison’s report embodied
much detail of routine matters. Its sa-
lient 'features were as follows:

The federation’s aggregate income for
eleven months was $114,498, and the ex-
penditures, $119,086. ©Of the receipts
$20,423 consisted of contributions™to the
defence fund. Mr. Morrison also stated
that for the eleven months 1,024 unions
were chartered, a larger number than
for any entire year. These additions in-
creased the total number of wunions to
3,659. The average membership is snowa
by tbe per capita tax to be 1,025,300, a
gain of fourfold in the past six years,
Mr. Morrison says that the increase of
the defence fund tax has resulted bene-
Scially and he advocates a still further
increase of the per capita tax.

Reports from international and loeal
unions show that there were 1,658
strikes,- in which 412,847 persons_ were
involved. Out of that number 352,967
were benefited and 14,016 were not. The
total cost of the strikes was $2,729.
604. “In the federation there were 217
strikes, of which 131 were won, 48 com-
promised and 27 lost.” ‘Ten were stiil
pending. when the report was prepared.
The number of persons involved in the
strikes -was  34,380; number benefited,
20,654; number forsted, 2,653. The cost
of the strikes in the way of money ex-
pended by the unions was $90,0353. Two
hundred and sixty-four trade and fed-
eral unions reported gains in wages, one
union reporting a gain of $1 per day,
and all the others less. Omne hundred
and fifty unions report a reduction of
hours. _y
